The composition which aroused lbs greatest In-
terest at Sam Franko's first concert this year waa
a notable work by Ilurlebusch, an almost unknown
composer. Incontradistinction to this novelty, tho
piece de reatstaaMM of the second concert, to be
given at Mendelssohn Hall on January 15. will be a
composition by Beethoven, played in America for
tho Urst time.
