BANK STATEMENT BETTER

Shows a Marked Improcement in the

Financial Situation.

The weekly bank statement yesterday reflected
the steady improvement which is being made in the
financial situation. Its most reassuring feature was
a decrease of $11,682.900 in loans, despite the ac-
tivity which has prevailed in the stock market dur-
ing the week. Deposits decreased $8,421,900. Cash
increased $4,671,100, which is a little less than had
been indicated by the preliminary estimate.

Owing to the decrease in deposits the required re-
serve decreased $2,107,975, and the combination
of that total with the $4, 00 increase in actual
reserve resulted in a decrease of $6.779,075 in the
deficit, which is now $46.210,250. The percentage
of reserve held by the Associated Banks is 20.70,
against 20.11 per cent a week ago.

Transfers of currency vesterday by the Sub-
Treasury for the banks were $30,000 to New Or-
Jeans, $120,000 to San Franclsco, and $280,000 to
Chicago, a total of $430,000. A nominal business
was done in currency, with the premium practically
unchanged from Friday. )

Pittsburg, Dec. 7.—Involuntary bankruptcy pro-
ceedings were ftiled in the United States District

The failure of the two Whitney-Stephenson
firms occasioned no surprise in banking and other
financial circles.

MAY DISSOLVE EXCELSIOR

Brooklyn Bank Muddle Blamed for

Insurance Company’s Trouble.

Excelsior Fire Insurance Company, of No.
105 Willlam street, through T. B. Armstrong, J. B
Hopkins, John . Jenkins, C. L. Armstrong, George
G. Ball and others, directors, applied to the Supreme
Court vesterday afternoon for voluntary dissolution,
and Justice Truax named J. Campbell Thompson as
referee to inguire into the merits of the application.
An order to show cause why the corporation should
not be dissolved wus set down for January 20.

The assets of the corporation,
schedule filed, amount to $311,635 as follows:
Cash in Borough Bank, $139,02812; cash in Ori-
ental Bank, $147,821 41; cash in office, $13 60 pre-
miums, etc., in course of collection, $17.55441;
office fixtures, furniture, etc., $5,068 24; interest,
ete., accrued on account, $1,350.

The application recites that a large part of tha
assets of the company are on deposit with the Bor-
ough Bank, of Brooklyn, and it is stated that a
recent examination of the affairs of the company
by the Department of Insurance of the State of
New York has ignored sald amount of $138,000 or
thereabouts as &n asset of the company, alleging
that its capital was impaired to the amount of
$56,127 97.

The petition says that under these conditions {t
would be impossible for the company to write new
business, and the directors deem it best for the cor-
poration to dissolve.

'DEFECT IN NEW DOUBLF EAGLES.

The

Coinage Ordered Stopped Until Rough Wire
Edge Can Be Remedied.

Philadelphia, Dec. 7.—According to advices re-
ceived here to-day from Washington, the govern-
ment officials are not satisfied with the new gold
double eagles which have just been issued from
the Mint in this city, and the Treasury Deparl-
ment has ordered that the coinage of the new
pieces be discontinued. Thus far about one nun-
dred and twenty-five thousand of the coins have
been circulated.

The defect is a rough wire edge, due te the ex-
traordinary pressure necessary 1o produce the
concave effect which the design calls for. New
dies are being made to eliminate this defect and
coinage will be resumed shortly. The design, which
has been prounounced extremely artistic, will not
be changed.
