The Hamilton Bank was one of the Heinze-

jlorse-Thomas circuit, and closed its doors on

October 23. F. Augustus Heinze is declared
liable to it as maker, indorser or guarantor of

notes in the sum of $80,000. Similarly. E. R.

Thomas is said to be liable in the sum of

$64150, and O. F. Thomas, also a director, in

the sum of $51,266 ES. 'Other directors are also

said to be liable in different amounts.
The receiver reports that the E. R. Thomas

and F. Augustus Heinze loans are among those

inadequately secured, as is a loan of $100,000

to Otto Heinze. brother of P. Augustus. The
• majority of directors having accounts with the

bark he says, withdrew the greater part of

their deposit's during the week preceding its

closing, and especially during the last two days

of business.

The evidence compels the conclusion that
Borough President Ahearn has failed to perform

his duty with reference to the streets to a de-
gree that is entirely Inexcusable. Until re-
cently, when the sharpness of complaints and
investigation led to a reorganization of the de-
partment, the- streets of Manhattan were per-
mitted to remain ina shocking condition of dis-
repair. It la not a case of occasional neglect or
of lapses which might be overlooked. On the
contrary it Is a case of continuous maladminis-
tration, relieved only by spasmodic efforts under
the pressure of criticism. Itis not necessary to

go back to Mr. Ahearn's first term, but it is suf-
ficient to consider the wretched condition of The
streets during the year 19«>; and until the spring
of this year, the responsibility for which rests
upon the Borough President.
Iam not unmindful of the large amount of

disturbance of the street?, due- to the multitude
of necessary openings, the damage by bon-flres.
or of the excuse based upon the confusion of
authority due to the defects in dM charter, and
obvious as may be the importance of remedying
them in order to get the best results there is a
limit to the extent to which they may am as
an excuse for bad administration. And in this
case, after making full allowance for any pos-
sible embarrassment which they occasioned to
the Borough President, and for the extent of in-
terference with the pavements by the causes
above mentioned, the conclusion is irresistible
that in the main the bad condition of the streets
has not been due to any other cause than the
failure of the Borough President to do his duty.

MR. AHEARN'S ACTION.

This was practically conceded last spring;

when the matter became exigent by reason of
the publicand official attention it was receiving.

Then Mr Ahearn called for reports and made
a personal inspection. He testifies that, he

"found the streets in a bad condition* and
"made up my this) mini that they had got
away from my (his) department or those con-
ditions could not have existed.* He says that
he sent for his engineers ml asked them \ hat

excuses they could give him for the condition
of the streets, and that 'f.ev told him. 'it was
due to the fire burns, the n«anv tire bur: and
the hard winter elements, and the wear aa.l tear

throughout the winter months." This was not
accepted by the Borough President. He said

that he did not believe it.
Mr Ahearn then asked IIa report of all the

repairs that had been made by the asphalt com-
panies in the year 1000. He says that when he

they kept no such records there of that, he

was "dumbfounded." Thereupon, and evidently

with the purpose of protecting himself, from the
risine storm of censure.
