The Minnesota and the Kentucky
expected 1o drep anchor in Hampton Roads
go-morrow, and then the fleet will be complete.

The ships are disposed in twe long lines lead-
ing in a crescent, which begins just off the
0id Point pler and points toward Norfolk. The
Connecticut, which lies hardly more than a
stone’'s throw from the pier, heads the column
pearest shore. Next to her is her sister ship,
the Louisiana, ancG then in turn come the Kan-
sas and the Vermont, all registering 16,000
tops. These four vessels compose the first
givigion of the first squadron of the fleet, and
are personal charges of Rear Admimal
Evane. The second division in the first squad-
ron is made up of the Georgia, the Virginia,
the New Jersey and the Rhode Island.

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CANNOT STOP FAST MATTL, TRAINS.

Supreme Court Decides Against South Caro-
lina Railroad Commission.

Washington, Dec. 3.—The question whether a raii-
road company can be compelled on the order of a
state railroad commission to stop its fast mafl
trains when engaged in interstate commerce was
decided to-day by the Supreme Court of the
United States in the negative in th& case of the
Atlantic Coast Line Railroad Company against the
Board of Raflroad Commissioners of South Care
lina. The suit arose in connection with an effort
on the part of citizens of the town of Latta, 8. (‘.;
to stop on being flagged two such trains which pass

through the town daily, and the commission
ordered that stops should be made whenever the
signal should be hoisted. The railroad company

resisted the ruling as unreasonable and as an in-
terference with interstate commerce. The
Supreme Court decided against the company, and
it immediately appealed to the Supreme Court of
the TUnited States, with the result that the relief
saught was obtained. The decision was delivered
by Justice Peckham and reversed the decision of
the South Carolina court. The opinion holds the
order of the commission to be an interference with
interstate commerce.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 9.—The final stage of tha
court martial of Lieutenant General Stoessel. who
iz accused of having surrendered the fortress at
Port Arthur before he had exhausted all the re-
sources of defence, will begin in this city to-mor-
row. The punishment for this, under tha Russian
code, is death. He {s to be tried also on the charge

render. General Smirnoff, General Stoessei’'s meost
bitter enemy, is to be tried on a minor count.

The court will be composed of nine generals un-
der tha presidency of Vice-Admiral Doubassoff. It
will include among others General Kuropatkin's
corps commanders General Bilderling and Gen-
eral Myloff. General Gursky will be judge advo-
cate. General Stoessel will be defended by Deputy
Syrtlanoff and Colonel Vellaminoff.

The basis of the indictment is praciicaly identi-
cal with that set forth {n the secret report of tha
defence of Port Arthur made by General Smirnoff,
but the counsel for the defence have announcd
their intention of broadening the scope of the in-
quiry te bring in the conduct of the Ministry of
War both prior to and during the war with Japan.

GGeneral Stoessel is in a pitiable state of excite-
ment over the final hearing of his case. The doc-
tors are apprehensive of tha effect of the trial
upon the veteran officer, who has suffered two
paralytic strokes since the fall of fortress
He expects to be exonerated.

Before communication with Port Arthur was
finally cut off General Kuropatkin sent a telegraph
message and wrote to General Stoeseel, instruct-
ing him te hand over the command to General
Smirnoff and rejoin the Manchurian army Gen-
eral Stoessel, however, remained at Port Arthur
and arrogated to himself the supreme authority.
General Smirnoff’s suggestions were iznored, his
orders countermanded, and his subordinates re-
ceived direct orders from General Stoessel.

Much of the evidence at the preliminary inquuy
turned on the allegations against General Stoessel
of milltary incapacity, lack of foresight in regard
to the collection of food supplies and failure to
make the best use of his troops by providing them
with adequate rations. At a military council held
on December 7 the food condltion was thoroughly
canvassed, and the idea of surrender was
formulated in General Stoessel’s name by
eral Reiss, chief of staff. This proposal was re-
jeected by the council.

A week later General Fock was appointed chief
of the land defences in succession to General Kon
dratenko, who was killed. General Fock 1s con-
xidered to be responsible for the evacuation of
vitally important forts between the dates of De-
cember 18 and January 1 and the evidence on this
point is Incontrovertible.

The last military council before the capitulation
was held at Port Arthur on the evening of De-
cember 29. General Stoessel, who presided, asked
the opinion of the councnl regarding the possi-
bility of continuing the defence. The offlcers pres-
ent were practically unanimous, 13 votes to i, in
favor of holding out to the last cxtremity. Gen-
eral Stoessel took no active part in the discuseion,
but General! Reiss, who recited a number of rea-
sons for surrender, umdoubtedly spoke on his be-
half.

The most scnsational part of the indictments re-
jate to the immediate circumstances of the capitu-
Jatlon. On January 1, the day after the evacua-
tion of the “Eaglet's Nest” and other points, Gen-
eral Stoessel sent Lieutenant Malchenko with a
Jetter to General Nogi, proposing negotiations for
the surrender of the fortress. Generals Reiss and
¥ock appear to have been the only superior offi-
cers cognizant of General Stoessel’'s intention to
caplitulate. The same day General Stoessel sent
his much commented telegram to the Emperor be-
ginning with the words: “Great Sovereign! Forglve
us! We have done everything within human limits!
Judge us, but judge us mercifully!™”

T+ will be the duty of the court martial to deter-
mine whether the capitulation of Port Arthur on
January 1 was justified according to Russian mili-
tary codes and ethics. There were probably some
seventeen thousand fighting men left at the time.

RUSSIA PLANS FOREIGN LOAN.

Will Be Marketed Next Year if Interna-
tional Conditions Are Favorable.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 9.—The Douma to-morrow
will begin the consideration of tha budget, in which
M. Kokovsoff, the Minister of Finance, presents
an extended résumé of Russia’'s financial statlis
and explains the detalls of the estimates of 1908,

As the ministry expects from the third Douma a
serious consideration of the budget, it will afford
every facility for its close examination., Its dis-
cussion in committee, which will follow the gen-
eral debate, 1s not expected to terminate before
the Christmas holidays, and the budget will not be
adopted before the end of January.

It is learned from officlal sources that Russia
probably will market a foreign loan the latter part
of 1% if international conditions are then favor-
able. The present revenues are adequate to cover
the ordinary expenses on the economic scale which
M. Kokovsoft has instituted since the war, with
perhaps some assistance from a small internal loan.

For the introduction of general education, the
construction of rallroads, the rebuilding of the
fleet and similar projects the necessity of financial
help from abroad is frankly admitted. These ex-
penditurss can be deferred for a time, but not in-

definitely.
