[I've
travelled lots of times in a boxcar and often re-
gretted the dey 1 left New York. I have been
stranded and starving. There's nothing in it. It's
just like the sea—ofce you start on it you never
become anything.*

In his speech, “The Coast Kid" told of the rail-
roads he had ridden on in his travels, which in-
cluded. nearly every important system between
New York and San Francisco. ““The Kangaroo
Kid,” a young man of good address and wearing
clean white linen and black tie, told of tramping in
Europe. The gist of his advice was “Stay home, or
you'll stay stranded,” and the prejudice against
stranded Americans in Europe, he added, is strong.
Following him with a tale of woe from the realms
of Wanderlust came *“Connecticut Red.” the last
part of whose sobriquet was apparent from his
plastered down blond hair.

“I'm just out doin’ my hit fer jumpin’ freights”
he began.

He sald he had learned much from tramping
that never could be learned from books. He also
advanced a brand new theory about country peo-
ple making tramps chop wood for their food.

“They are too lazy to chop it themseives: that's
what,” he sald.

This sentiment was loudly cheered. While “Con-
necticut Shine” played some more “rugtime’” the
tramps ate.

A great cheer
was sent up as three or four men appeared with
canisters of hot coffee and big sandwiches. These
were followed by bananas as dessert.
