More than two years ago he met at
Margate Miss Lawrence, who lived with
mother, Mrs. Sarah Jlaria Lawrence, a widow, at
No. % Brompton Road.

pally, and Mr. Parrott was received many times at

the home of ais fiancée.

Several months ago he agreed to act as a selling
agent for Andrew Fletcher, of Salten Castle, Scot-
land, and dispose of Mr. Fletcher’s §d-horsepower
Napier car. Through a ccincidence the solicitors
for the Lawrence family and for Mr. Fletcher were
the same firm, and it is thought that they are in-
terested in Mr. Parrott's arrest

INDIANS DEFRAUDED?

Senators Say Kickapoos’ Treatment
Was Criminal and Brutal.

Washington, Dec. 15.—Senators Teller, Curtis and
La Follette, composing a comimittee which was
authorized to investigate the affairs of the Kicka-
poo Indians, will soon submit to the Senate a re-
port giving the names of several persons who are
alleged to have dealt fraudulently with the Kick-
apoos who emigrated to Mexico and who disposed
of their lands near Stawnee, Okla. The r.eport
mentions a clique known as the “Chapman-Grimes-
Conine people,” and says that their conduct in se-
curing the valuable lands owned by the Mexican
Kickapoo Indians was “criminal and brutal in the
extreme."" 1t is recommended that a special at-
torney be appointed., who shall act under the di-
rection of the Department of Justice in entering
suits to set aside all the deeds to Klckapoo lands.
The alleged criminal acts of the men mentioned n
the repert appear to be very hard to deal with in
the opinfon of the committee, for the reason that
most of them were committed {n Mexico.

Concerning *he doings of the Chapman-Grimes-
Conine people the report says:

Outrages were n:hunwlﬂs:\Iy {-‘orpe!ratml by them.
and their conduct has never been equalled in the
history of any dealings to secure lands from the
American Indians. The names of the Indians were
wilfully and deliberately forged to the deeds claimed
to have been taken in Mexico. Two or three in:
stances are sufficient to show to what extremes
they went. They had all the leading members of
the tribe. or head men of the iribe, arrested and
thrown into jail. They then took a large number
of Indians by force and under guard of policemen
to Guajardo's, in Musquiz, where they ur}:ml the
Indians to sell their lands, which the Indians de-
clined to do, telling them invariably that they did
not desire to sell their lands, and under no circumn-
stanees would they sign any papers; yet l.h"z&l? peo-
ple claim to have deeds executed at Guajlardo’s
house by these Inflians. The Tndians all say that
they did not sign, and the Indian lntorrr--h-rs used
upon the different occasions each savs that the Ind-
ians did not sign the wames, touch the pen or au-
thorize any one to sign their names or touch the
pen for them.

The committee will request that it he continued
in existence until such time as its members shall
consider that the grievances of the Kickapoos in
question are receiving proper attention.

OBITUARY.

THOMAS ALLEN GERE.

Thomas Allen Gere, for years an authority on the
commerece of the Port of New York, died on Satur-
day at his home, in Scotch Plains, N. J. He had
been a commercial reporter for The Tribune for
many vears, and was known en the exchanges and
to commission merchants and railroad men for his
aecurate knowledge of the growth of the commerce
of this port.

Mr. Gere was born in this eity on August 17, 1334
As a young man he worked on the docks in Brook-
1¥n beside the late Hugh McLaughlin, who after-
His
literary talents were developing, however, and he
sought the soclety of the contributors to magazines
and periodicals of the time, becoming himself a
contributor. Walt Whitman, in his rambles along
the waterfront, made the acquaintance of the young
man, and they wera companicns until the poet's
death. Mr. Gere often said that the advice and
companionship of the po-t taught him more than
anything else in his life.

DENY THAT STRIKE IS THREATENED.

Railroad Officials Say Eastern Trainmen
Have Made No Demands.

While reports have been coming to this city from
time to time of a threatened strike of the tralnmen
and conductors on sixty-five railroads east of the
Misslesippl, it was sald yesterday by representa-
tives of some of these roads that no demands had
been made and that no trouble was looked for.

The members of the Brotherhood of Rallread
Trainmen and the Order of Rallroad Conductors
on these railroads formed a kind of amalgama-
tion some time ago. This was followed by the or-
ganization of the Eastern Association of Rallroad
Trainmen and Conductors, composed of the chair-
men of the grievance committees of these sixty-
five roads. This association held a conventlon last-
ing several days In the Broadway Central Hotel
in this city about two months ago, at which ree-
ommendations were made, including, it is under-
stood, a demand for a 10 per cent increase in
wages.

President ‘Truesdale of the Lackawanna Rall-
road, one of the sixty-five in question, sald:

““No demands have becn reccived by this com-
pany and no meeting of the heads of the companies
has been arranged for. As far as I know, there {s
no reason for calling such a meeting."”

“From the present outlook of affairs,” sald a
representative of the Erie Rallroad, who has been
out West and has been talking with a number of
the trainmea and conductors, “this would be a
very bad time for making demands. 1 think the
men will be very well satisfled with matters as
they are.”

Suffering somewhat from exposure and tired by a !
long tramp, the four boys who escaped early last
Thursday morning from the Willard Parker Hos-
pital while under treatment for diphtheria, were
brought back to this city last evening from Walden,
N. Y., where they were caught on Saturday.

They are Otto Schmall, fourteen years old;
William Sutton, sixteen; Willlam Keen, seven-
teen, and Hamilton White, eighteen. They wera
brought back by officers from the FHouse of Refuge |
on Randall's Island, where they have been Inmates. |
When the quartet escaped on Thursday they had |
almost entirely recovered from diphtheria, and !
therefore, instead of the officials taking them back |
to the Willard Parker Hospital, they were taken
to the House of Refuge. An examination by a
physician shdwed no recurrence of the disease. The
bovs were suffering only from exposure. The doctor
sald also that there was no fear that the patients
could have spread contagion.

The boys were reticent and would say nothing
about thelr escape, but the superintendent said
last evening that he felt certain they recelved out-
side assistance in making their escape. Boys who
are sent to the House of Refuge must remain
there until they are twenty-one years of age, un-
less their good conduct earns for them release on
parole. The punishment that will be meted out to
these boys for running away will be to take from
them all good marks during their stay on Randall's
Island and give them a number of demerits that
will put them back whers they started from. !
