These architects will meet this forenoon at the

Mayors office and appoint a jury of three to pass
on the designs, which are to be submitted on or
before April14 and be reported on by the Jury on
May 11. ...-;.

Each competing architect receives SI.OCO for his
design, and each Juror the same. The successful
competitor will receive $3,000 for the winning de-
sign ifhis plan3are not accepted by the city.

Tho new building will cover two blocks, spanning

Chambers street and reaching north as tar as City

Hall Place, with Centre street for the western

!boundary and Park Row for the eastern. The bridge ,
terminal is to be reconstructed so as to enable the

cars to enter the building, as will also those of the

new subway loop and the trains that run over the

Manhattan and Williamsburg bridges.

The building will contain floor space of not less

than 600.000 square feet, exclusive of halls and ele-

vators. Tho ground floor will be for the distribu-
tion of passengers.

Tha coins of the later Issues of France and
Belgium are good examples of what can be done

with low reilef. The engravers of the Mint have
haaaj blamed by some for the unsatisfactory re-

milt. and Ibeg to *a.y a few words in their de-
fence. The translation of a model into the steel
dies Is nut at present done as it was up to the

latter v*rtof the last ct-ntury. A reducing ma-

chine does tho translation with mathematical
correotnesa, and th« result of tho translation
from a 15-inch diameter surface to a 1-lnch

diameter surfaoo is entirely the problem of the

ri-Mgn«>r.

Mr. St. Oaudens was very fond of cutting into
the background of his low reliefs, and did so
most effectively, hut In a coin or medal that is
to be produced other than by casting where tho

metal flows in while hot any raised edge on a
die. will prevent the cold metal from pressing
into tho cavities which go to make, up the de-
sign. The designing of a coin requires, apart

from Its artistic effect, also a calculation of
empty as well as filled spaces. When the two
dies meet to press the metal disk the pressure
must be effected with an equal distribution, or
th« result will be such as the $'_!(> gold pieces

in question show— namely, a raised burr which
in much handling will disappear, with a consid-
erable loss of the Intrinsic value of the coin.
Distances and round forms can be effected in

tho coin without resorting to high relief, but
foreshortening of any forms in a coin is a most
dangerous attempt, from the fact that a coin's
mission is. even when it is worn off by constant
circulation, that its original design phall bear
out to the very limit of the Inner surface. Any

foreshortening that will lose Its full modelling

willalso lose its meaning, resulting ina very un-
satisfactory mass.

Whatever the result and the opinions of the
individuals may be. we are indebted to Mr. St.
Gaudens for the departure whichhe has brought
about. The precedent that he has set for us
will find its echo forever after. Master of low
relief that he was, hia illness did not allow him
tlio time to investigate certain laws and dicta-
tions that soparate our methods from the meth-
ods the Greeks employed in their coinage. Tho
Greeks used a shotlike pk-ee of metal, and struck
it while it was hot with the blow of a. hammer.
They had no ring to hold the dies together or
to effect a millr d edge, .itid the result was an
irregular edge. the. shape of which varied on al-
most every coin, but this accidental outline fig-

ured in the design of the coin and added to Its
beauty. We now have presses that are made to

strike hundreds of pieces in an hour's time, and
a flat metal disk is used. This disk must bo
made, to filltho entire surface of the coin to be;

accidents and irregularities cannot enter in our
coins, and therefore no high relief can be pro-
duced with artistic result.

V.D. Brenner, Medallist, Says Val-
uable Precedent IsSet by Them.

new $10 and .^JO gold pieces designed by our
late master. Augustus St. Gaudens. As a med-
allist, and having had experience In producing
coin?, Ibeg the privilege of space in your es-
teemed paper to state some facts on the sub-
ject. It is most unfortunate that our great
sculptor is no more with us and that he was
called away before he had time to finish his
commendable attempt to bring forward coins
that express In their design more than the mere
value as a commodity, in his design one sees
the embryo of a beautiful conception. If he
had had the necessary time to make changes, as
he was used to do ln all his creations, tho re-
solt would have been no less than in any of his
masterpieces.

The Charity Organization Society condemned the
present medical administration of the municipal
hospitals, with the exception of Bellevue, in un-
qualified terms yesterday, in recommendations to

the commission appointed by the Mayor to submit
plans for the betterment of the hospital service.
The condemnation was principally on the ground
that the present system of having unpaid visiting
surgeons and physicians and an unpaid house staff
In charge of the hospitals, both of which were con-
tinually changing, made it impossible to have a
really responsible bead, and resulted in a waste of
money and a lack of scientific and educational pro-
gress.

The commission m<>t in the United Charities
Building. D. Clinton L. Bag? presiding.

The recommendations of a special committee of
the Charity Organization Society, consisting of Dr.

Edward T. Devine, Dr. T. C. Janeway, Dr. S. F.
Hallock and Homer Folks. rx-C'harities Commis-
sioner, were read by Dr. Devine and Dr. Janeway.

The society, In the part of the report given by
Dr. Devine, approves the plan already proposed
for a central ambulance station with various
branches and the control of the ambulance system
vested in a city department under a single head.
In case of accident the central station would be
informed, and it would order an ambulance to the
scene from the nearest Bab-station.

The society indorses the plans already approved
for the enlarged Bellevue, which provide for be-
tween 1,500 and I.SOO beds, and would not reduce the
capacity below these figures, as has been suggested.

The recommendations called for a new reception
hospital on the "West Side to ease the situation at
Roosevelt Hospital. It was pointed out that there
was no reception hospital with an ambulance ser-
vice between Roosevelt and J. Hood Wright hos-
pitals, on the West Side, and that Roosevelt Hos-
pital for many years had been overtaxed.

The society is In favor of a single headed depart-
ment, the Department of Public Hospitals, to take
charge of all the hospital work now in charge of
the trustees of BellevuH and Allied Hospitals, and
the Charities Department, including the Almshousc,
which the society considers la really a hospital.
Dr. Janeway, In reading that portion of the rec-

ommendations dealing with the medical administra-
tion of the city hospitals, said that, with the ex-
ception of Bellevue, it was go far behind the times
that it was the laughing stock of the country.

The hospitals were in charge first of a staff of
attending physicians and .surgeons, who were not
paid; an assistant attending staff not paid and a
house staff not paid. There was no one responsi-
ble head, the attending staffs being only nominally
responsible for the whole and individuallyresponsi-

ble for their respective wards.
The traditions and customs of the house staff,

•which really was in control, made It as impossible
to make any cbaage in mf tliod as It \u25a0was for a col-
toga faculty to rule tha traditions and customs of
the student body.

The house staff, he said, ara* expected to assume
all responsibility for routine economical administra-
tion. This resulted In waste, and there never
would bo anything bat waste until the city paid
the men in charge of its hospital*. There was
no economic standard, no economic uniformity.
The fact that no s<tlurles were pahi. or where they

were paid were very low, meant waste and dis-
honesty; infant no responsibility.

The frequent changes in tho attending staff* al-
lowed ii.> flxed teaching methods. New York City
hospitals were contributing nothing to medical ad-
ence. The records of nil t:i« city hospitals, save
Bellevue, he called a disgrace.

Hospitals, he went on. should bo concerned in the
prevention and cure of disease, the- most efficient
economic treatment, the education ot medical men
and the contribution of new medical knowledge.

The society, he paid, was willingto draw up a
detailed plan for the affiliation of the city hospitals
and the throe universities which tench medicine, If
the commission <i' Ired.
