As these poles rise only about two-thirds of the

way to the tree tops and they have been placed

directly on the line of the shade trees, their wir-
ing threatens mutilation to hundreds of fine old

trees which are the pride of Morrislown.
The local papers have been filled with indignant

protests against the placing of the poles and tIM
"butchery" of the trees, and the aldermen, who

granted to the new H^htiriK company the privilege

of setting up the. poles, several of whose terms of

office expire -with the end of the year, will go out

under a cloud of general disapproval.

Some persons, when they found that turning

the hose on the pole planters or putting impedi-

ments in their way did not serve to stop their

labors, compelled the company to sigTi an agree-

ment to remove the poles in six months' time.

Among those who have backed up their threats to

take action against th«» company are Dr. \u25a0*. H.
Humphreys and Benjamin NicoU, brother of De

Laaoer NleoJl. These men own two of the finest
places in Morristown. They are comparatively

near neighbors, dwellingon opposite sides of Sus-
sex avenue. Both are fixed in their determination
not to permit poles to stand on their property. Be-

tween them they have already cut down or had
dug up perhaps twenty poles which had been set

up on their property by the new lightingcompany.
Last week the aldermanic street lighting com-

mittee came to the rescue of the new lighting

company by printing a long statement inthe local
newspapers taking all responsibility for the placing

of the poles and pointing out the municipality's
right to erect poles for street lighting, threatening

both criminal and civilprosecution for any person
who should tamper with any pole In the streets.
No arrests have been made.
