SAYS SWINDLER GOT ARTISTS’ AID.

Dr. Leigh Hunt Warns Those Whe Would
Help Needy to Use Checks.

Dr. Leigh Hunt, of No. 45 West 11th street,
secretary of the Artists’ Fund Society, who re-
cently appealed through The Tribune for $5,000
to help about thirty destitute artists in this city,
said yesterday that small subscriptions
received had been spent for the relief of deserv-
ing cases. Dr. Hunt said the socicty was pow-
erless to help the superannuated or the sick un-
less moeney was received from a sympathetic
public.

Commenting on the recent arrest of a man on
a charge of swindling many men and women
of this city on the pretence of helping artists
in distress, and who is said to have collected
at least $5,000, Dr. Hunt sid:

“If people would insist upon proper credentials
or ask to what bank they could send their money
for the relief of artists they would balk im-
postors and protect themselves. Moreover, they
could put in the hands of the Artists’ Fund So-
ciety or the Artists’ Aid Society the means of
giving real help to really needy persons with
the pleasant consciousness of a worthy act
worthily performed. 5

“The benevolent fund of the Artists’ Fund So-
ciety has been deposited for years in the Second
National Bank. Money for the relief of deserv-
ing artists can be sent there in the form of
checks, payable to R. M. Shurtleff, president of
the society.

EAGER TO SEND WORXERS TO FARMERS

Lgriculture Buresa: Official Says He's Ready
to Receive Applications.

“If the farmers of New York State would inform

this office or their needs, there would be no diffi-
culty in obtaining many de able foreigners for
farm laborers, so much necded all over the eoun-

try,” said Henry H. Kracke, the acting associate
commissioner of agriculture, vesterday.
“The estimates prepared by the State T partment

of Agriculture,” he econtinued, “‘from .reports of
sypervisors indicate that fifty thousand men
be needed by the farmers of this state alone in the
early spring and summer. Many farmers, no doubt
would be glad to engage good men now, and lhu.s:
make sure of having their =ervices for the rush of
work in the near future. Thirough our connections
with the consular offices we are able to get the
pick of the immigrants, and if we had on file in
our office requests from farmers we could be send-
ing these men to them every day. The department,
and in particular my office, at No. 23 Park Row,
does not act as an employment agency, but we are
permitted under certain conditions to aid the farm-
ers in their search for help. .

“By forwarding a request to this office, describing
the work expected, the wages that will be paid
and arranging for railroad transportation, we are
permitted to see that the most desirable of the
alien applicants are started on their way to the
farms.”
