Metz, pending decision, is not puying &ny
money for Auearn's department.

George A. McAneny, president of the City Club,
went to Albany to see the Govermor yesterday in
conpection with the Ahearn case. It was said at
the City Club last night that a statement would
be issued to-day. The Ciuzens Union and the City
Club have arranged for a joint meeting on Mon-
day to take gction in the Ahearn case.

Mr. Ahearn followed the Mayor into the old
Counell chambar yesterday morning at the assem-
bling of the Board of Estimate. As soon as the
clerk begau the rolicall the Mayor took exception
to Mr. Ahearn, end what took place is shown by
the following iranscript from the minutes:

Public Probe for Haffen Next
Month—Others May Follow.

The investigation by the Commissioners of Ao
counts into the office of Borough Prestdent Haffen
of The Bronx will probably reach a head early In
January by the beginning of a publie investigation
such as was given for Borough President Ahearn

A man famillar with what has been revealed by
the preliminary investigation was asked yesterday
whetner it had disclosed conditions similr to those
in the PBorough President's office in Manhattan.
“No,” he seid, “but perhaps we might say they
are paraliel. Each had different methods, but the
results were about the same. It makes an inter-
esting comparison.”

The offices of the other borough presideuts are
to be taken up in turn. It is believed that certain
abuses that seem to have existed for years in cer-
tain departments probably are to be found in all
the boroughs, to a greater or less degree. Before
the end of next year the affairs of each office will
have come under the scrutiny of the Commis-
sioners of Accounts.

Borough President Coler of Brooklyn, following
the refusal of the Mayor to recognize Borough
President Ahearn *as a member of the Board of
Estimate yesterday, asked permission to offer a
resolution reguesting the Governor to appeint a
commission to investigate all the city departments.

“What 1s the use?®" said Controller Metz. “The
charter revision commissions, old and new, have
had that power delegated to themp and I believe
that the matter is one for their consideration. What
is the use of attempting a duplication of work like
that

“] object,” said President McGowan.
distinctly a violation of home rule.”

“Well,” sald Coler, “let the Controller's office
and the M-yor's office be Investigated, as well as
the offices of the Borough Presidents.”

“IWhat is the use of duplicating?"” asked Metz,

“yes, but I should like to have this resolution get
to the Governor, to let him know how we feel. I
want to end something which seems very like per-
secution in some ways.”

AMetz held that he could not, on grounds stated,
consent to the resolution's introduction. McGowan
reiterated his home rule argument, and President
Haffen of The Bronx took the same stand as Presi-
dent McGowan. After a desultory discussion the
Coler resolution was dropped.

The board approved the award of the Street
Cleaning Commissioners of the contracts for snow
removal. The contracts were awarded by distriets
to the lowest bidders.

After the meeting of the board President Coler
sald: “Let's have a big investigation and have it
square, rot by men interested in any way, but an
outside commission. If you don’t find the Mayor's
office and the Finance Department five times
worse than Ahearn’s, I'll make good on the state-
ment.”

Subway Service Not Up to Possi-
bilities, He Says.

Frank Hedley, general manager for the Inter-
borough Rapid Transit Company, did not keep his
figures on the possibilitles of subway operation
down to the present maximum service yesterday at
a hearing before Chairman Willcox of the Public
Service Commission.
man Willcox poked questions at him as to why the
present service was not up to Mr. Hedley's “pos-
sibilities.”

The railroad official was describing the compli-
cations &nd possible dangers which would result
from the installation of block signals and safety
devices on the local subway tracks, s the com-
mission has proposed. He declared that it would
handicap the officials so that operation of trains
would be much slower. Then he swung sor.cwhat
off his subject, declaring that without safety de-
vices the road was doing well, and that when the
%th street station improvements were completed
the local trains could be run without crossing
tracks &t grade there, which would permit much
more rapid operation of the trains.

“We could run, under those conditions, fifty-one
trains an hour,” said Mr. Hedley. “This would
be an increase of about 30 per cent over the great-
est possible number which we could operate under
present conditions."

“About 30 per cent? Then, according to your
figures, you ought to be able to run thirty-nine
trains an hour now,” remarked Mr. Willcox.
many do you run?”

Mr. Hedley admitted that the greatest number
ever operated was thirty-four trains an hour, and
that this was maintained only fo
period. ’

“But your contract with the city calls for thirty-
six trains an hour, does it not?’ persisted Mr. Will-
cox. Mr. Hedley admitted that it did, but sald
that the company under present conditicns had
been unable to get to that rate of car operation
and he didn’t see how the officials could do much
more than they were doing to afford maximum
service.

Mr. Willcox asked several more questions along
that line, ard then permitted the hearing to drift
back to block signals. While there will be many
more hearings on that subject, it is fairly probable
that the commission will ask the railroad to try
these signals on the local! tracks, In conjunction
with some of the other improvements recommended
by Bion J. Arnold recently.

PROBE ASYLUM WORK.

Witness Tells of Brutal Treatment
of Patients in State Hospital.

Ths State Lunacy Commission, investigating con-
ditions in the Manhattan State Asylum for the In-
sane, resumed its session at that institution, on
Ward's Island, yesterday morning and spent seven
hours examining Dr. John C. McCarthy as to the
details of the story he wrote for an afternoon
paper telling of brutality to the inmates.

The commission, made up of Dr. Albert Warren
Ferris, & T. Viele and Willlam L. Parkhurst,
gathered in the recess of Ward 85, for “mildly dis-
turbed patlents,” although the patients had been
taken elsewhbere in the big building for the occa-
sion. Counsel for Dr. McCarthy asked to be al-
lowed to examine him, but permission was refused,
and the examination was conducted by Samuel
Koenig, counsel for the commission and for the
hospital. Mr. Koenig took up Dr McCarthy's story.

Dr. McCarthy's story was monotonous. The &c-
tount of one “hanging” was like that of another.
The same held true of the beatings. It was also
discovered that Dr. McCarthy had observed three
sorts of “hangings’’—to choke a patient by his
coat collar, by his shirt collar, or by means of a
towel, Dr. McCarthy said that he had particl-
pated in “hanging” cne patient and sald he had
seen the same operation, together with ordinary
beating and kicking, practised by four attendants.
Two patients, he said, had stitches taken in wounds
received under this treatment, snd bore scars as
a resull

During the morning session a crowd of aitend-
ants, Including the men charged by Dr. McCarthy,
tock seats in the recess and watched the witness.
After appiication by Isaac Marks, counsel for Dr.
McCarthy, and some objection by Mr. Koenig,
Chairman Ferris ordered them to be sent out of
earshot. Later they were found sitting up the
ward, but close enough to hear all that was said,

HOLD BUILDING CODE.

Criticism of New Rules Causes

Aldermen to Delay Action.

The proposed mnew bullding code, after being
criticised yesterday before the
of the Board of Aldermen by persons interested in
reinforced concrete and by those wWho opposed re-
strictions regarding the helght of new buildings,
was sent back to the Building Code Commission
for more hearings.

As already stated in The Tribune, it is planned to
let the report go over to next year. The revision
commission then will be cut down from thirty to
fifteen, with Alderman Kenneally, ot Charles F.
Murphy's district, as its chairman.

Alderman Grifenhagen is chairman of the com-
mittee and presided at the hearing. Willlam But-
ler, representing Eidlitz & Hulze and counsel for
the Building Trades Employers’ Assoclation, pro-
testea that his clients had not had sufficient time
to study the code as proposed, and he declared
that nearly all of those present felt the same way.
Mr. Butler said:

“Out of one hundred sections in the proposed
code thirteen ars objectionable. For instance, the
proposed Section 42 is ore of them. It is prac-
tically the same as an ordinance passed by the
Board of Aldermen in 15 and vetoed by tho
Mayor. This section is covered by the labor law,
save where it is wholly impracticable and unneces-
sa:y.”

R(’)SWC“ D. Tompkins, of the Board of Business
Agents of the Building Trades, declared that the
mechanics whose lives were imperilled in the con-
struction of bulidings demanded the inclusion of
this section. Lewis Harding, master carpenter,
chairman of the Building Trades Employers’ As-
sociation, sald that employers were with the em-
ployes In their desire for safety, but he held that
the section in question meant that a stepladder
would have to be fastened top and bottom before
it could be used.

YVoicing similar sentiments, Mr. Wait, of Walt &
Foster, said he spoke particularly for those who
have concrete and cement construction interests,
and pointed out that concrete buildings of any
considerable size were forbldden by the code, and
the effect would be to drive factory buildings from
New York to New Jersey. Others heard were Paul
Starrett, of the George A. Fuller Construction
Company; J. H. Jones, of the North Side Board of
Trade; R. F. Tucker, second vice-president of the
Building Trades Employers’ Association; Repre-
sentative Conover, o° the Mason Builders' Asso-
clation, and John F. O'Rourke, head of the
O'Rourke Engineering and Construction Company.

A. E. Ellinger, a civil engineer, appeared in op-
position, and with him were F. B. Morris, of the
Brooklyn Builders' Association, and F. Remington,
president of the Foundation Company of New York
Supporting the code as proposed was an architect,
Mr. Brainard, representing the American Institute
of Architects.

Charles H. Bauscher, of the Bronx Labor Coun-
cil, favoring the code, «aid he spoke for 75.000
mesharics employed in building operations. Georgo
W. Babb, president of the New York Board of
Fire Underwriters, said the Chamber of Commerce
favored it. William F. McConnell, assistant secre-
tary of the New York Board of Trade and Trans-
portation, declared that his organization hﬂdA('aHPd
the preposed code a step {n the right direction.

Alderman Kenneally sald he had received hun-
dreds of letters from members of various muniecl-
pal and civic organizations,

Two final orders for improvements in service and
equipment directed 1o Brooklyn transportation
companies were issued yesterday by the Public Ser-
vice Commission.

on its Jamalica avenue service. The second, direct- |

ed to the Coney Island & Brooklyn company, pro-
vides for a general renewal and repairing of defec-
tive equipment. This order specifies that worn out
gears must be replaced, flat wheels replaced, brakes
repaired and other sections of the running mechan-
ism replaced or repaired. All the cars must be

after kept clean. Some of the cars have carpeted
seat cushions and backs. The carpet must be re-
moved from these, and rattan cushions and backs
substituted, in the interest of cleanliness.

An order of considerable importance, directed to
the Interborough Rapid Transit Company, asked
that company to show why it should not be com-
pelled. to keep axes, saws and other tools in its
cars for use in case of wrecks. Cars on steam
raflroads carry such a “wrecking equipment,” and

REORGAXNIZE CITY'S FINANCE SYSTEM.

Investigators, at Metz’'s Request, Help Him
to Prevent Irregularities.

The Bureau of Municipal Research is investi-
gating the Finance Department at the request of
Controller Metz, to assist him in reorganizing the
present system of expenditure and ccoliection,
which fails to prevent jrregularities.

It seems that in the department for collecting
rents receipts were not given in certain cases in
1905. Certain persons say they paid money that
does not appear on the books, but they have uoth-
ing to stow that their claims are valid.

“The reports submitied ta, me by the investigi-
tors have to do with methods and not with men,”
sald the Controller. Marvyn Scudder, the cha'r-
man of a commission appointed by the Controller
some time ago to suggest a new system of ac-
counting, has been asked to look more thorougtuly
into the alleged firregularities in the books and
methods of the burcau of city revenue.

A special Investigation Is also being made of
the bcoks of the bureau of markets, but the Con-
troller says he does not wish to intimate that any
irregularities in that department have been dis-
covered.

In a staterment last night the Controller explains
the varlous steps he has taken to reorganize his
department, and adds:

I am thus well on the read to locating responsi-
bility for performance of each function of this
office, and to securing such records that not only
the Controller can secure Information without
weeks of investigation, but that cltizens asking in-
teliigent questions may be readily answered. It is
my hope, before the end of my administration, to
provide for the city of New York a business office,
organized and equipped in a thoroughly modern
fashion, in the place of the present Department of

Finance, which, with all due respect to

CARPENTERS TO RESIST CUT.

Locals Instructed Not to Accept Redactions
Pronos J .y Masters’ Associaticn.

The Greater New York District Council of the
Brotherhood of Carpenters, on behalf of its
various locals, which have an aggregate mem-
bership of 19,000, decided yesterday to resist the
proposed cut by the Master Carpenters’ Assocl-
ation in the wages of carpenters. All the locals
have been Instructed not to accept the reduction.

On the other hand, the members of the Mas-
ter Carpenters’ Assoclation say that the pro-
posed reduction is imperative on account of the
slackness of business, about one-half of the
mechanics in the building trades being now idle,
while there are poor prospects for Improvement
In the conditions. The carpenters’ trade is the
only one under the arbitration plan in which
up to the present a reduction In wages has
been proposed, notwithstanding the large num-
ber of men idle.

The final session of the conference committees
of the Master Carpenters’ Assoclation an< "~e
carpenters over the proposed reduction will {: se
place within the next four days, and a clash is
expected.

The trade arbitration board of the Mason
Builders’ _Association and the bricklayers’
unions have started negotiations over the wages
to be paid to fifteen thousand bricklayers’ labor-
ers when their present agreement expires, on
December 31.

GET DIAMOND THIEF.

L Jersey City Police Arrest Express-
man’s Helper, Who Confesses.

By the arrest of Willlam White, seventeen years
old, of No. 57 Greene street, a helper on a United
States Express wagon, the Jersey City police have
at last cleared up the mystery surrounding the dis-
appearance of a package of jewelry valued at J2.-
900 from one of the wagons of the company last
week. White broke down completely and made a
full confession, Informing the police what he had
done with the plunder.

According to the Jersey City police White was
employed as helper to a driver, Charles Koroff,
and both of them were on the wagon carrying the
jewelry, which was being shipped to Washington
by Alfred H. Smith & Co., of No. 475 Fifth avenue,
Manhattan. The express wagon was driven to the
Communipaw rallroad station, where the package
was placed on the platform of the company’s re-
ceiving station at that point. Both Koroff and
White had learned of the value of the package be-
fore leaving Manhattan. When Koroff went inte
the bullding, White, who had been left to look out
for the various packages, picked up the one con-
taining the jewelry and put it into hls pocket
After spending some time helping with the unload-
ing he returned with his wagon to New York.

The police of beth Jersey City and New York
were immediately told of the less, and detectives
were put to work, but for the first few days thers
were dbut few developments. The case was at 3
standstill when Detective McCormack, of New York,
arrested Richard Gordon, a negro, of No. 329 West
39th street, a porter employed by the company.
Gordon was taken before Magistrate Corrigan in
the Tombs court, and although he protested his in-
nocence, and there was no evidence against him he
was held in $2,500 bail for examination.

Bota
seemed to take thefr arrest as a joke.
