"ON THE EVE."
A melodrama, entitled "On the Eve," written by

Leopold Kampf, was produced last night at the
German Theatre. Itrelates to the Nihilist move-
ment in Russia. The scene is laid in a Russian
town, on the eve of a popular revolt. The flrst act
shows a group of Nihilists, in their lodging, where
they are privily engaged In printing revolutionary

documents. Ono of*those Nihilists, Vaslli by name,
is the hero of the play; another of them. Anna
Rikanskaya, is the heroine. Vasal is devotedly in

love with Anna, but he is fearful that she. being

devoted to the revolutionary cause, will look on
him with contempt, if he declares his love and
allows any human feeling to supersede his devo-
tion to the Nihilist revolt. The act closes with the

seizure of these Nihilists, Vasili and Anna having

ebcaped. The second act shows another group of
conspirators, who are preparing to killa tyrannical
governor, by exploding a bomb under his carriage,
as he is driving from the opera, !n the night.

Vasili undertakes the fatal duty of casting the
bomb. An Interview between Vasiii and Anna pres-

ently occurs in which the secret of their love for
each other is mutually avowed: here the interest
of the drama becomes deep and passionately emo-
tional. In act third ttie scene shifts to the house
of Anna's aunt, who is the wife of a Russian offi-
cial but. secretly, is a Nihilist. Anna has taken
refuge with her aunt. Vasili visits her. at that
house, and, in taking leave cf her forever—since he

must die. in tho execution of his assumed duty—

entreats her to give the signal by placing a lighted

candle in the window. This the heartbroken
young- woman undertakes to do, and Vasiii there-
upon departs. The play terminates with Annas

frantic action, in placing the candle in » .c window
after a fierce struggle with herself, and the ex-
plosion of the bomb. Th:s play possesses essen-
tiallydramatic moments and obviously it is indic-
ative of a condition of terrible hardship and suf-
fering; while, also, it presents imaajfs of heroic
self-sacrifice in the fanatical service of what is con-
sidered a patriotic duty by persons who are in re-
volt against tho government of their country.

Cost Mark Twain $32,000.

The Piasmon Company of America, a corporation
capitalized at $750,000. with $250,000 paid In.of which
Samuel L. Clemens (Mark Twain) Is vice-presi-
dent and acting president, went into the hands of
a receiver yesterday.'

The famous author must figure in this story of
his connection with the bankrupt company by his
right name, for to use his nome de plume would

•presage something humorous, and the story doesn't
present a humorous side.

Itis true that the bankruptcy proceedings against

the Plasmon. Company, which is a concern manu-
facturing a milk food product, reveal the fact that
It may cost Mr. Clemens Indirectly about $32,000

to cure his indigestion, but who would laugh at

that? That amount represents approximately his

investment in the Plasmon. Ina letter sent by Mr.

Clemens to one of the petitioning creditors, he
says that the company's available bank balance is
only $13 08.

According to Ralph W. Ashcroft, who represents

Mr. Clemens In Ma Plasmon interests, the latter

has been an "innocent at home" in this com-
mercial venture. The author ha* told about it in

his autobiography, in which he referred to the

men who sold him the stock as the "Plasmon Buc-

\ cancers."
But to revert to his trouble with his digestive

apparatus— is the beginning of the story—

that was when Mr. Clemens was on a tour of the
world, about eight or nine years ago. "While in
Vienna, some one recommended to him a milk

Ifood, the continuous use of which cured him of

his indigestion. The product came from London,

and when Mr. Clemens returned there he was so

enthusiastic over it that he became interested in
the formation of the International Plasmon. Lim-

ited. The latter now owns one-third of the shares
Of the Plasmon Company of America.

OPERA UNDER DIFFICULTIES.
It is a small Journalistic fancy that cannot

supply entertainment for the reader of musical
doir.ga In the opera houses nowadays. It ought

rot to be necessary to rewrite the story of Mr.

Conried's deposition from the position which Is

his by right of possession and power: or of new

opera houses in Boston, Philadelphia and a string

of cities that have strained themselves for half a
century to support opera for a day once a week
during the season or for a week or two after the

season in New York Is over; or of German opera

at an opera house guiltless of German singer 3, or
of festival lyric theatres on the Hudson. These
are fine and elastic topics, but the prevailing epi-

demic of influenza is providing facts enough to

keep the chronicler of musical doings busy with-

out resorting to them.

'•CURRENCY BASED ON VALUE."

Sir: Foreign naval authorities, as might be an-
ticipated, are quick to discover and emphasize

the weak point in our national armor, as disclosed
by the Pacific cruise of the battleship fleet.

Count Ernst yon Reventlow, foremost of Ger-
man writers on maritime affairs, wings a keen
shaft at us when he declares "that nine-tenths of
the coal carrying vessels being British, throws an
unfavorable light upon the capacity of the Ameri-
can commercial marine." The count might have
added that those coal earning steamships that are
not British are Norwegian, Dutch or Italian, and
only one, the Virginian, is an American steamer,

that happens to be "oing out to the Pacific to en-
gage in the Hawai.-u and coasting trade.

Great Britain, France and Germany would not
dream of hiring foreign tramps to perform th.6
essential national sen-ice of convoying and supply-
Ing their ships of war. Their laws, regulations

and practice would forbid such a course, and no
such humiliation would be necessary in any event,

for all of these nations possess ocean freighting

steamers of their own. But the United States,

like Russia or China, is helpless, because a. govern-

ment which protects eveiy other Industry exposed

to loreign competition has for sixty years neglected

the merchant shipping that In time of need is the
fighting navy's indispensable reserve.
If this were a time of war instead of peace Ad-

miral Evans's great battleshfp fleet could not be
moved to the Pacific Ocean, though a hostile force,
having seized the Philippines, were about to de-
scend upon Hawaii and hammer at the gates of
Puget Sound and San Francisco. For foreign
colliers could not be lawfully chartered or pur-

chased after war had once begun, nor could their

officers and crews be trusted to risk their lives for
a flag they did not love in a conflict in which they

had no interest. Thb United States learned this
lesson in the war with Spain in 16S8, when with
fifty million dollars available for many days before
fighting began we could not buy or beg or borrow
enough colliers, transports and other auxiliaries
for a little- army of 25,000 men and a navy not one-
fourth of the actual strength of that of 1907.

What foreign naval experts are saying, ami
what all the governments of Europe and Asia
know, i: that this great battleship cruise is being

accomplished, to far as the vital coal supply is
concerned, undf-r false pretences— that is, lacking

colliers of our own flag, officered and manned by

our own people, the cruise could not be achieved
under the stern conditions of actual war. Count
yon Cull iillow understands this; what he says is
inortifyinfe'ly • true and undeniable, that "if the
United States remains dependent upon England

for coal transportation the latter country can
use this fact to advantage in case of (utare com-
plications between the United States and Japan

for the promotion of her own political ends."
Harrison. McKlnley.Roosevelt, three Republican

Presidents one after another, have asked Congress

to give the country a strong navy and a 6troii£
merchant marine. Congress has given them the
one without the other. This spectacle of our
huge battleship fleet convoyed around South

America by foreign colliers, amid the sneera and

Jeers or Europe, is the inevitable and illuminating
consequence.

WEAK POINT IN NATIONAL ARMOR.

Why Should Criminals Have Some of the
Finest Scenery in the State?

To the Editor of The Tribune.
Sir; Some forty miles up the Hudson River, in

the very heart of the Jofty Highlands, the State'
\u25a0\u25a0• York purposes to build a now prison on a

tract of five hundred acros comprising the site of
Fort Montgomery.

The location is one of singular beauty and his-
toric Interest. On the north bank of Poyolopen
Creek is a lenp, rugged hill, ending in an abrupt
cuff at the Hudson. Across the river at this
point stretched in Revolutionary days a heavy iron
chain on booms of logs, to prevent the passage

C tne British fleet. For the protection of this
chain a little two-pun battery was placed part way
up jfca ML Higher up beyond the crest of the
biuff were the earthworks of Fort Montgomery,
with puns commanding the river in all directions.
A little further south, but not beyond rifle range,
was Fort OUnton. another earthwork, about half
as larpe, and capable of holding about four hun-
dred men.

The scenery is superb. Across the water the
steep eides of Anthony's Nose cast their shadow;
to the south the ragg. d range of Dunderbcrg runs
back out of sight, while down the river, a forest-
lined vista of miles, is Peekskill in the distance.

Some hundred and thirty years ago Sir Henry
Clinton sailed up from New York with a British
fleet and army for the purpose of capturing these
forts and ©i«-ning the river. A pretended move
upon Peekskill lured General Putnam from the
support of tbe forts, and while he was absent Sir
Henry marched his men around back of Dundrr-
berg Mountain and attacked from the land side.
Although hoptUssly outnumbered, the email garri-
son of only six hundred men resisted until half
their force and one hundred and forty of the enemy

had christened the ground with their blood. The
forts awn taken, the boom was oroken and the
Hudson was opened to the British fle««t.

And upon this spot, which our patriot dead made
sacred, is to be erected another Hag Sing prison.

Why. in all the great State of New York, was this
place alone chosen? Was there not room else-
where? The case gives ri.-e to the curious inquiry,
What particular merit have these criminals that
we should place them amid the grandest scenery

In the state? And the equally curious thought
comes that perhaps the state commissioners. In
their wisdom, have discovered that scenery has a
reforming influence. We shaii :.ow look to see
Pennsylvania erect a penal institution at Valley

Forge, and Massachusetts a. fail at the foot of
Bunker Hill.
