The
Indian guides from the Nepigon region were sur-
rounded by sportsmen during the entire evening.
These mr-ﬁ are recognized =as experts, and the
story of any one of their many interesting adven-
tures is worth hearing

In addition to studying the wvarious exhibits, an
opportimity was given the guests to see the first
exhibition of moving pictures prepare from ph
graphs taken by Arthur Robinson, George D. Pratt
and other members of the Forest, Fish and Game
Soclety of America. The most interesting of this
series of moving pictures is that depicting the life
of the moose in his native haunts. To secure this
nearly four thousand films were prepare d and sent
to Paris #o be colored. The original photographs
were securad near Mr. Robinson's camp, sixty-five
miles from e railroad station, in the Province of
New Brunswick. This exhibition of moving pict-
ures, which includes other studies of wild animals
and hunting and fishing scenes, wiil be given free
every afternoon and evening during the two weeks
that the show will run.

REMARKABLE WORK WITH A RIFLE.

A. Toepperwein Shoots at 72,500 Targets
and Misses Only Nine Times.

San Antonie, Tex. Dec. 22.—A remarkable shoot-
ing exhibition ended vesterday when A. Toepper-
wein completed a ten-day match, during which he
shot at 72,5 targets and missed only nine.

This breaks the world's record in several differ-
ent ways, both as to the number of targets shot
at and the number missed. Toepperwein closed the
exhibition in whirlwind fashion, shooting at the
finai 6,500 targets and missing only one. Toepper-
wein used n 22-callbre automatic rifle, and the
block targets were two and a half inches thick.
