AS DECORATOR.

AT WORK

In Humble San Francisco Flat with
Floretta Whaley and Baby.

San Francisco, Dec. 30—In a pelting rain and be-
fore daybreak the Rev. Jere Knode Cooke, former-
3y pastor of St. George's Church, at Hempstead,
Long Island, and Floretta Whaley, the seventeen-
year-old beiress with whom he eloped eight months
ago, deserting a wife to whom he had been mar-
ried for mine years, stole away to-day from the
little fiat which they had occupied at No. 1199 Green |
street, in this city, where they were discovered |
yesterday living under the name of Mr. and Mrs.
Gerald Balcom taking with them their baby boy,
born two months sgo. They left behind all they
had managed through rigid economy to save dur-
ing the eight months that search for them had been
made throughout the country. Where they went |
bas not yet been ascertained. |

The police declare that no request has been made
to them to apprehend the couple, and that no effort
is being made to find or detain them.

The discovery of Cooke and the girl was made
through the fact that Captain Cleary of the Morse
Patrol Agency, who had met them as “Mr. and
Mrs. Balcom™ when they arrived here last June
from Los Anmngeles, recognized the girl’s picture
when it was published last wesk in connection
with a dispatch from Louisiana stating that Cooke |
haa deserted Florvetta Whaley and had given her |
“gway to a famiiv there who were educating her.” |

Yesterday afternocn a representative from a local
mewspaper called at the home where Cooke and
bis companion lived under their assumed names.
Cooke, & Yale graduate, worked at painting and
decoraling, and when necessary @id any manual
work that he could get.

I don’t mind Sing Sing or hell, but
it is she. The child was born two months ago, and

Pacing back and forth, Cooke told the reporter
the story of his life and of his elopement with
Miss Whaley.

““The inexorable law must be maintained,” he
said. “I have preached it so often I ought to know.

For ten years 1
have kept silent. For the last eight months I have
borne without a murmur all the abuse, the vilest

PLAN TRANSIT FIGHT.

STOCKHOLDERS ORGANIZE

Metropolitan Committee May Seek
Criminal Action.

A committee of minority stockholders of the Met-
ropolitan Street Railway Company was formed yes-
terday to co-operate with the eriminal authorities
“for the purpese of bringing to the bar of justice
and punishing any of the officers, directors or man-
agers of the street railway systems of this city who
have been guilty of acts of a criminal character,”
and also to push civil suits for the restitution to
the company of any moneys wrongfully diverted
and to promote legislation to prevent similar crimes
in the future

“This is going to be serious business,” said Will-
jam F. King, ex-president of the Merchants’ Asso-
ciation, who has been chosen chairman of the com-
mittee. “We.are in no mood to trifle, and I do not
think the people want any trifling in this matter.
1t will be a long job, but we are going at it thor-
oughly and will see it through to the end.”

Isaac Blum, a retirad merchant, of No. 5 East
Sist street, was chosen secretary. Some fifteen mi-
nority stockholders of the Meatropolitan were at
the meeting, in the offices of Griggs, Baldwin &
Pierce, No. 27 Pine street, . who, with Eugene G.
Kremer, of No. 49 Wall street, have been appointed
counszel to the committee. No list of those present
was given ouz, as it was said some of them did not
want to appear in the case publicly. Fifteen thou-
sand shares of stock were pledged to the commit-
tee, and it was said that much more than that
would be available before long. Those taking up
this movement were among the non-assenting stock-
holders, representing 95,000 shares, who opposed the
merger into the Interborough-Metropolitan com-
pany.

The committee named yesterday is composed of
Mr. King, Mr. Blum, George L. Degner, a broker,
of No. 20 Broad street; Willlam Maas, a leather
gonds manufacturer, of No. 67 Fifth avenue; Na-
than H. Heyman, a retired merchant, of No. 438
East 29th street, and John D. Parsons, of Albany.

The first work of the committee will be the con-
solidation of two committees of non-assenting stock-
holders who opposed the merger. It has also been
instructed to employ counsel to take such steps as
seem advisable to secure the following objects:

1. To institute and to prosecute vigorously civil
suits for the restitution to the corporation, and
ultimately to the stockhoiders, of any sum of
money which may have been wrongfully diverted
from the corporation and the stockholders.

2. To co-operate with the proper authorities in
charge of the criminal prosecutions for the state,
county and eity for the purpose of bringing to the
bar justice and punishing any of the officers,
directors and managers of the street rallway system
of this city who have been guilty of acts of a
criminal character.

3T ybtain such legislation, if any, as may be
'y to prohibit absolutely the commission of
) erimes or acts hereafter, so that innocent

any su
stockholders in corporations may enjoy fully all
the benefits which ought to come to them through
their stock ownership.

Mr. King said that a campaign fund of $1 a share

would be collected. He Intimated that more than
£150,000 would be needed to carry out the work
the committee had in mind. He fissued a state-
ment in which he asked for co-operation on the part
of the stockholders and of all citizens interested in
the future integrity of investments.

“The financial conspirators have thus far man-
aged to escape punishment,” he sald. *“They are of
the class of men who have been characterized by
the President of the United States as ‘law honest.’
From the testimony, however, that has been taken

, thus far in the various Investigations into the ac-

tions of some of these men who have condueted the
management of the street railway corporations, it
would seem as though they had stepped beyond their
fancied security of legal protection and rendered
themselves liable to the public criminally and the
corporations civilly.”

Yol cannot rule that a court of co-
ordinate jurisdiction has been imposed upon; it is
for that court to so rule itself if it finds that to be

the case.”
