Knickerbocker Stockholders Mect
Terms Required by Court.

It was learned yesterday that a further ad-
journment of twe weeks would be asked for by
counsel representing the Knickerbocker Trust
Company and its depositors when the motion
to make permanent the receivership, action on
which has been twice postponed, comes up for a
hearing to-day before Justice Clark. One of the
-points made by Justice Clark last Saturday, when
he granted an adjournment of one week, was
that the $2,400,000 to be raised by the stockholders
under the terms of the plan for resumption shouid
be subscribed before any further adjournment
would be allowed. Counsel for the steckholders
said last night that an affidavit declaring that this
had been done would be presented to the court
to-day.

Representatives of the various committees which
have agreed to the plan for the resumption of th2
company said yesterday that between 65 and ™
per cent of the depositors had already assented
tc it., and that it was believed that this was a
sufficiently good showing to warrant the court in
granting a further extension of time in getting
assents to the plan. More than $3,000,000 cf deposits
were reported as assenting to the plan by the de-
positors’ committees yesterday.

Herbert L. Satterlee, counsel for the Parsons
Cepositors’ comittee, said that there were many
obstacies to overcome in getting the assent of the
majority of the depositors in an institution like
the Knickerbocker, whicli had 17,000 depositors
scattered over a wide area.
