GROWERS SUFFER CHIEF LOSSES.

As to the so-called Tobacco Trust, it lias suf-

fered less inconvenience than the men -who have

Uld their leaf tobacco to it, and less monetary

Im than the men who have pooled their crops.

Officers of the American Tobacco Company

curing the last few days have declared under

oath at a New York hearing that the company

and its allied and subsidiary concerns do not

control the tobacco trade of America. When

the company put buyers into the Kentucky and

Tennessee fields two years ago to deal directly

_ith he producers, after it had made arrange-

ments dispensing with the system of buying

from rehandlers and independent middlemen, it

also denied that it controlled the raw leaf mar-

kets of Kentucky and Tennessee. The anti-
trust growers vehemently assert that it does

oontrol the market in the two states. As to the

assertion that the so-called trust forces the

prowers to accept an unfair price, neither side
has produced any figures as to cost of produc-

tion • !id farm values in the tobacco regions

v.Inch would bear out the statements pro or con.

The to-called trust has suffered the loss of a

number of warehouses worth $200,000. Four-

teen of its warehouses have been closed. This
loss, however, undoubtedly falls below the ag-

gregate damage sustained by the men who have

refused to join the farmers' associations or pool

their crops. Some of them were too independent

to be coerced, while most are financially unable
to hold their crops ifthey so desired.

On this latter class of •independents" the
r.ooling movement has had a most disa.~tror.3
• Beet. A large number of them are renting

farms and are compelled to market each crop
promptly in order to provide sustenance until

the following one is raised. Some of them often
are compelled to mortgage a crop before it is
cut and cured. The societies during the last
five months have made arrangements to ad-
vance two-thirds of the value of crop 3to grow-
ers who need the money, but there is doubt as
to whether they would be able to finance all the
independents, even if the latter could accept the
arrangement.

Farmers who support the pooling movement
maintain that the market for their product is
controlled by a trust and that the only recourse
for the farmers is to form a trust of their own
and nght their opponents with their own weap-

ons. They argue that if the societies are beaten
the growers of two states must be for all time
at the mercy of a combination which will fix
the price: that the financial crushing of the
"poolers," who constitute tile majority, would be
a greater misfortune than the crushing of the
minority.

DENT CONNIVANCE AT VIOLENCE.

Leading- members of the pooling societies
Firon?!y disclaim any connection between their
organizations and the "nightriders," or any re-
sponsibility for the latter's actions. Pooling

leaders declare the "nig-htriders" are undoubted-
ly the scum of the regions in which they live,

spurred on and led by demagogues or men who
have personal spite to wreak on their neigh-

bors.
Of late there has sprung up a "day riders'

"

movement, with a plan for "peaceful persua-
sion" of growers to pool their crops. The "day

riders" go by day in bodies to the homes of
neighbors and urge them to join the pooling

movement. No threats are used, but. never-
theless, many of the men visited confess that

this policy intimidates them.

The pooling societies now have on hand part

of their 1906 crop and all of their 11)07 crop.

Although they control 50 per cent of the crop

the American Tobacco Company, supplementing

its purchases from the large "independent" in-

terests by pushing its buying in other fields, ap-

parently has not yet been pinched for tobacco.

This fact, combined
-

ith the consideration
that the company has the longest purse, has

moved the societies to start a movement, now

in full swing, pledging- the members not to plant

any crop at all during 1908. By this course

they hope to force a higher price for the 1987
crop and also to shorten the supply, so that the
company willhave to come to terms.

Fargo, X. D.. Jan. s.—James Holen, a member
of the national executive committee of the
American Society of Equity, left here for In-
dianapolis to-night to attend a special meeting

of the executive committee to consider the re-
cent depredations in Tennessee and Kentucky

by "night riders," who are alleged to be mem-

bers of the society.
