When Mr. Rockefeller failed to renew his
subscription it was impossible by the terms of

the agreement to ask the others for their sup-

port. Frank H. Mann, who has acted as secre-

tary of the committee. said yesterday:

"Unless other friends come to our rescue soon

we shall be forced, from lack of funds, to dis-

continue our relief work. It was begun as an
experiment last year, and we feel it has justi-

fied itself. Whether Mr. Rockefeller thinks it

has not and so has decided to give up his share
in it.Icannot say. because Ido not know. He
simply informed us he would not renew his

pledge this year. fc
"Before this special fund of $20,000 was cre-

ated we did no relief work, confining ourselves
to the educational and investigation work. We
spent the money in various ways for those suf-

fering from tuberculosis. .Some of our patients

were sent to open air camps. To -me we fur-

nished the egg and milk diet required. In some

instances where the living quarters were un-
sanitary we provided better quarters.

"Some patients could not afford to quit work

to be cured. When we were unable to find

healthful work for them we paid to th? family

the wage usually earned. We are sorry to give

up the relief woik, and hope to be able to re-

sume it at BOOM future time."

Mr. Rockefeller gave $7,500 last year. The
stipulation was that $120,000 should be raised.
One of the conditions reamed and agreed to by

all the men who gave to the fund was that re-
newals would be asked only in case all the con-

tributors renewed their pledges. The contrib-
utors were:

Ke was glad to say he had always been able

to find men of the highest standing willingto
discharge their duties in the interests of the

corporation and the stockholders thereof.
Mr. Bowers, after rehearsing the history of

the Third Avenue road, said the bondholders
represented by him bad a right to have a
separate receiver to protect their interests. He

suggested the name of Mr. Whitridge, who. he
said, -was well versed in railroad affairs and
eminently qualified to handle the property.

Edward K. Shepard, representing stockhold-
er? of the Third Avenue, took no stand on the

appointment of a receiver, but said Mr. Whit-
ridge would be acceptable to them, if the court

decided to appoint one.

This segregation of the Third Avenue road is
just what the federal receivers of the New

York City company have wanted, as. according

to the figures of their accountants, they have

been operating the Third Avenue at a loss.

These figures showed that, wl'ereas the Third

Avenue now carries more than five million
more passengers a year than ten years ago, the
actual receipts in fares are less.

It is cot believed that the Public Service

BEQUEST OF $150,000 REJECTED.

No question is ever settled until the moral ele-
ment in the iiue.stion is discussed and decided;
nothing but a moral issue

—
that is, an issue in-

volving justice—stirs the heart. Andrew Jack-
son addressed himself to the moral nature and
aroused a mcra] enthusiasm that outlivtd his
period. The time is ripe for another appeal to
conscience, and indications point to a greater
study of public questions from an ethical stand-
point. The corrupting influences which have
flowed from mercenary politics have at last
excited attention, and there is a -searching '>f

men and of measures such as has not been
known in recent times.

The President's popularity is largely, if not
entirely, due to the belief among the masses
that he wants to do what is right and is trying
to secure justice to those who have been un-
justly dealt with. He has made many mistakes
and great ones, but these mistakes have to a
large extent been overlooked by those who be-
lieve that his heart is right and that he means
well. This is on!y an indication of the public
aAtitude. Another indication is to be found in
the influence of the voters.

Not since the war have party lines hung SO
loosely, a^id this is the natural result when the
voters become earnest in their de-sire that
wrong shall be overthrown and right vindicated.

People Admire Roosevelt amd Be-

William J. Bryan struck a
new note in his speech at the dinner of the
Jacksonian Club of Nebraska here this evening

"The Moral Element in Pen-ling Issues" was the
subject of Mr. Bryan's address, and in Ithe dis-
cussed the reasons for the popularity of Presi-
dent Roosevelt, attributing it to a belief by the

Falling Off inBum****Forces Them

to Get Help.
The affairs of four large diamond and Jewelry

firms of this city were placed in the hands of
liquidating trustees yesterday to conserve the

interests of their creditors. The four concerns,

all corporations, are Joseph Frankel's Sons, at
X<>. 65 Nassau street: Joseph Frankel's Sons'
Company, E. M. Gattle & ('•> . a: Fifth avenne
and 3Sth street, and Gattle. Etting^r & Hnaunel,

of No. ."-76 Fifth avenue, with a factory at N>

S2 West 4,'th street. The gross liabilities of

the four corporations are said to be about $4.-
5rt0,000 and the gross assets arc valued at $6.-
250.000, according to a statement given out last
night by the counsel to the liquidating trustees

The trustees are James G. Cannon, vice-presi-

dent of the Fourth National Bank and chait-
inan of the loan committee of the New York
Clearing House: Louis Kahn, of L, & M. Kahn
& Co.. diamond merchants, and John C. Van
Cleaf, vice-president of the National Park Bank

The four firms have been considered among
the leading houses in the sale and importation

of precious stones. The readjustment of their
affairs, it was announced last night, was
brought about by the unp'recedent^d falling off

in the sales > f high priced gems. The stoppage

of customary banking facilities was given as
another cause of the action taken. The latter,

it was said, was to insure the realization upon
their assets at .times more propitious in this
country and in Europe. The statement of coun-
sel to the trustees says: •'From the very nature

of the assets and business of this character, as

well as from interrelations of the corporations,

it is self-evident that enormous sacrifice would
result, to the Injury of creditors, if customary

proceedings in bankruptcy were pursued."

The statement of each of the four corpora-
tion's, it was said, shows a substantial surplus

if tne assets are wisely conserved. In addition
to the corporate assets Mr. Frankel and Mr.
Gattle contribute personal assets «alued by

them at more than $400,000 to be applied to the

reduction of the total indebtedness.
The trustees have adequate power to realize

upon the assets in a judicious manner and to

the best interests of cr°ditors. the proceeds to

be paid over to the latter. There is an under-
standing that if the entire indebtedness is not
paid within eighteen months* the trustees shall
promptly convert into cash the balance of the
assets and distribute the proceeds among the
creditors. The Bankers' Trust Company, of

New York, is designated as depositary-

The two Frankel concerns have been in busi-

ness more th%n thirty years, Gattle & Co.
twenty years, and Gattle, Ettinger & Hammel
ten years. Many of their creditors in the United

States and Europe have indorsed the plan

adopted for their benefit.
The Tribune, on Sunday last, printed ex-

clusively a story of the rumored embarrassment
of large diamond interests. The name* «>f the

concerns at that time were carefully guarded
by those in the business who knew them. The
diamond business has been seriously affected
by the financial situation, and the Christmas
trade was poor in comparison with that of last
year.

FOUR FIRMS IX STRAITS

JEWELLERS SEER AID.

Itis known by members of the Finance Com-

mittee and other influential Senators that many

Western banks are retaining in their vaults re-
serves far in excess of the legal requirement

and are refusing to advance funds for admitted-
ly sound enterprises. These bankers explain

that when the recent stringency occurred in
New York they were suddenly deprived of the
rrght to draw on their reserves: their Eastern
correspondents were unwillingor unable to meet

their demands for cash, and they were subjected

to a severe strain, while the Controller of the
Currency was obliged to wink at the refusals
of national banks to honor checks and drafts on

deposits. Determined not again to be caught in

a similarly embarrassinb position, these bank-

ers are now hoarding their funds until, in many

instances, their vaults contain Si per cent and

upward of their deposits, and they are refusing

to make loans except to carry on enterprises

already under way.

It is the belief of theTinandal experts of the
Senate and the Treasury Department that as

soon as the Aldrich bill becomes a.law this ex-

cessive caution on the part of the bankers will

be dispelled. The bankers will realize that the

danger of another stringency has been relieved;

that should there again occur a pinch in the

money market the banks would be able to meet

it by issues of emergency currency, and they

will not therefore fear once more to conduct

their banking business on normal lines.

While the Senate leaders have been unwilling

to be hurried into hasty legislation, they have,

.after a careful survey of financial conditions and
the most thoughtful consideration of every

phase of the situation, determined to enact leg-

islation which is clearly in line with the recom-

mendations of the administration and the sug-

gestions contained in the President's message.

They believe they have devised the simplest

possible remedy for monej* stringencies, and in
intrusting the drafting of the measure to Sen-
ator Aldrlch they are convinced that they have

chosen the greatest expert whose services are

at the nation's command. .
It is not believed that the Democratic mem-

bers of the Senate will deem it wise materially

to delay the passage of the bill. Senator Cul-

bcrson. the Democratic leader, is regarded by

his colleagues on the other side of the chamber

as a far seeing and wine leaden and confidence

is expressed that M far as lies in his power

he will curb the loquacity of some of his more

radical brethren and seek to facilitate the pas-

sage of a measure which is destined to remove
• the last vestige of a possibly threatening finan-

cial depression.
Speaker Cannon has assured the Senate lead-

*
ers that, despite the unpromising aspect of the

House Committee on Banking and Currency, he

can assure prompt and satisfactory action on

the Aldrich measure. The Speaker has H>ecn
consulted freely, and his opinion;; as a banker

have been embodied in the bill. Under the
powers of the Speaker and the committee on

Rules all obstacles in the way of this measure

can be easily and expeditious!}- smoothed out.

Careful investigation of the Clearing House

Outline of Measure To Be Intro-

duced in Senate To-day.
fFrom The Tribune Bureau.)

Washington. Jan. 6—Mr. Aldrich wffl intro-

duce in the Senate to-morrow Hte financial bill

which is to f'rm the basis for the most im-
portant legislative enactment of this session.

The dreft of the measure, which was submitted
to the Republican members of th" Committee
on Finance to-day, meets th»»ir approval, and
it is the expectation of its author that it will ho

referred to his committee, reported back to the
Senate, and sent to the House within two weeks,

althcy^h it is appreciated that a disposition on
'tVie part of the minority to prolong debate may

somewhat dVlay its adoption by the upper

house. The measure has been submitted to the
Speaker of tlie House, and has received his ap-

proval, so that Its passage through the House
without undue delay seems to be assured.

The bill provides for an emergency national
bank currency not to exceed Si;50,000,000 in
amount, taxed at the rate of 8 per c«nt and
secured by such approved securities as are ac-
cepted by savings banks under the laws of

New York and Massachusetts, which are to be
accepted as collatera^ at 75 per cent of their

face value. The necessity of issuing this emer-
gency currency, the eligibilityof such national
banks as may apply for the privilege, and the

amounts which faeh shall be permitted to issue
arfe left *o the discretion of the Secretary of
the Treasury, who shall act with the advice of
the Controller of the Currency and the Treas-
urer of the United States.

SECURITY FOR BANKNOTES.
Optaloaj regarding the advisability of limiting

the collateral for this currency to state, county

and municipal bonds has swung back and forth
ever since the leading members of the Finance

Committee have had the subject under consid-
eration, but a survey of the financial field has

revealed the liability of sending these public-

securities to a considerable premium by too
narrow limitation, and it was finally determined
that, inasmuch as first mortgage railroad bonds
and similar gilt edged securities were every-

where accepted as safe and sound investments
and were recognized by the laws of Massachu-
setts and New York, there was no good ground

for so materially narrowing the basis for the
emergency issue.
