Senator Knox Presents BillDesigned to Meet
Supreme Court's Ruling.

Washington, Jan. 7—Senator Knox. who has
taken much interest in the litigation growing out

of the employers' liabilityact. which was declared
to be unconstitutional In the Supreme Court of th«

I'nlted States yesterday. Introduced a bill to-day

which is intended to remedy the defects In the
present law. ,

The bill is so drawn as to make It applicable
only to corporations en^agfd In such commerce
as Congress has the undoubted right to control
and to employes of such corporationa as are cn-
gaKed exclusively in interstate commerce. The
existing law is so broad as to cover all trans-

portation between states, but Mr. Knox's bill so
in>'dnies it as to limit its operations to common
carriers which are operated by stt-ara or similar
motive power.

geon to do.

but was unable to do so because of the wet

rails. The car was filled with homeward-bound
passengers. One woman rushed to the in-
fant and. wrapping him in her coat, ran
to the Harlem Hospital. The child is In a
sprious condition from shock and contusions.
Mrs. Marino was dragged almost fifty feet be-

fore Kilduff could stop the car. After twenty

minutes' work, her body was taken from be-
neath the car.

for the $30,000.

tion company released him from liability. The fed-

eral court at Cleveland decided against him, and
he appealed.

Threatens to Stir Up Great Scandal

in the Church.
Philadelphia, Jan. 7.—Members of the Ancient

Order of Hibernians here were greatly stirred up
to-day because of the refusal of the Rev. D. T.

McDermott, rector of St. Mary's Roman Catholic
Church, to permit funeral services to b« held in his
church over the body of John Daly, a parishioner,
because a Hibernian lodge had been invited to at-

tend. The funeral was to have been held yester-
day, and because of Father McDennotfs opposi-
tion to the Hibernians it had to be postponed. Ho
agreed to permit the funeral to take place at St.
Mary's only on condition that the invitation to th«
Hibernians be revoked. The widow of Daly-
agreed, and In the funeral notice, printed to-day, it
was stated that "the invitation to the Ancient
Order of Hibernians to attend the funeral is here-
by revoked." The funeral was hold at the church
to-day without the presence of the Hibernians.

Father McDermotL in explanation of his opposi-

tion to the society, said he formed an opinion of
the Hibernians in the Molly Maguire reign of
terror in the Pennsylvania coal regions. He said:

My absolute opposition to the Ancient Order of
Hibernians is based on my knowledge and the
facts in my possession about the Molly Maguires,
which Igot directly from the condemned Molly
Mapuires themselves. No power on earth will ever
make me rtvede one inch from ray stand against
the Hibernians. Ihave given my testimony against
them, and what Isaid was true and is true, and I
cannot compromise on it.
Ihave in a pigeonhole of my desk a memorial

which Iwas directed to prepare presenting the

facts in my possession to be read before the third
Plenary Council in Baltimore. After Ihad pre-
pared the document, under the direction of Dr.
Corcoran, Iwas called before Archbishop Ryan
here and asked to read It to him. He declared that
it contained features that would cause one of th<-
greatest scandals the Catholic Church has ever
known, and he Informed me that he would use Ills
influence against having it submitted before flic
council.

PRIEST OX HIBERXIAXS.

Imprisonment for Six Months the
Minimum Penalty for Betting.

Albany. Jan. 7.

—
Unconditional imprisonment

for not less than six months is the minimum
penalty provided in a drastic series of three

anti-racetrack gambling bills which will be in-

troduced in the Assembly to-morrow by Mr.
Hart, of Oneida County. They conform more
closely to the Governor's recommendation on
this subject than the Agnew bills, which were
introduced in the Senate last night. One bill
amends the Percy- Gray law by providing that
any person who places a bet on a horse on a
racecourse "shall be guiltyof a misdemeanor,

and upon conviction shall be punishable by im-
prisonment In the county jailor penitentiary for
a period of not less than six months nor more
than one year." The present law provides that
any person who places a bet "shall" forfeit the

value of any money or property so wagered, to
be recovered in a civil action."

The Acrnew bills, or "Jerome" bills of last year,
repeal the section limiting prosecution to the

recovery of the amount wagered and substitute
a penalty of not more than one year's imprison-
ment or $500, or both. Inaddition to the bill
amending the Percy-Gray law. another amends

the Penal Code by repeating the proposed pen-
alty, and the third appropriates $250,000 for the
agricultural societies that now receive state
support through racetracks. As far as the one
Item of appropriation Is concerned, the Agnew

and Hart bills are similar.
Assemblyman Hart talked with Governor

Hughes to-day about his bills. He had told
friends previously that be would not handle this
legislation unless the bills met the Governor's
approval.
