KENNETH HAY ARRESTED.

Says Latter Alienated Wife's Affec-
tions and Wants $100,000.

Kenneth Hay, a travelling salesman, was arrested
in New Rocheile yesterday and taken to the White
Plains jall by Deputy Sheriff Russ, to answer to a
suti for $100,000 damages brought agalnst him by
S. L. Butler, secrétary of the Automobile Club of
America, who charges him with alienating the af-
fections of his wife, Mrs. Adele Butler. Hay, who
has a wife and a six-year-old son, has been living
at the Bacon apartments in New Rochelle, while
the Butlers live in Residence Park, in that city.

It is reported that Mrs. Hay, who is an English
wornan, will sue her huspana for divorre, naming
Mrs. Butler in the case. The ngs have
caused a stir in New Roc¢helle, where all are well

known in local society.

The warrant was issued by Justice Isaac N. Mills,
of the Supreme Court, upon the affidavit of Mr.
Butler's attorney, ex-Judge John A. Van Zelm, that
Hay was about to leave the state.
rested yesterday morning at his home while he was

ghaving.

The prisoner took his arrest coolly, but was
highly indignant at his wife, and as he was going
away in the automebile with the sheriff remarked
that because of her interference s
to make her way through the world alone. In de-
fault of $10,000 bail, Hay is now a prisoner in the

Westchester County Jail.

According to the affidavits Mrs. Butler and Hay
admit their infatuation 1or each other. In his afl-
davit Mr. Butler says that he had a talk with Hay
on December 22, 1%07, and told him that if he did
not stop visiting his wife alone he would do him
bodily harm. Hay is alleged to have replied, “I
don't care. You may begin right away. 1 am in

love with your wife.”

The Butlers were married thirteen years ago and
have lived in New Rochelle since 1%05. Mrs. Butler
is thirty-two years old while her husband is ten
years her senfor. His afhdavit is as foilows:

he was the husband of Mrs. Hay,
indistinct recollection of meeting some six months
before. Prior to this occasion she had always
shown me the greatest devotion and affection. But
1 now perceived that she had become estranged
and asked her if she had not become infatunated
with Hayv. She thereupon said: “Yes; I am infatu-
ated with this man.”

The first time she admitted she was infatuated
with Hay was two or three days after I returned
home. and when I chided her with not exhibiting
to me her former love. On December 22 I saw
Hay and we had a talk. In this conversation I
told him that if he did not leave my wife alone
and keep away from her 1 would do him bodily
harm, and he replied that he did not care. that I
might begin right away. He admitted upon this
occasion that he spent a good deal of his time in
my wife's soclfety and said that he was in love
with my wife and would go to jail for her. On or
about December 26. 1907, T met the defendant and
he alighted from the train at New Rochedle, and
1 charged him with having spent that afternoon
in my wife's society. He sald it was true. 1 asked
him whether he would keep away, and he said he
did not know. The last occasion that I saw him
in my wife's scciety was to-day. January 11, 1908,
when I saw my wife and the defendant in eaci
other's society. standing on the corner of Broad-
way and Fulton street. in the Borough of Man-
hattan, city of New York. About five days ago I
again rebuked Mrs. Butler. my wife, with being
with the defendant. and she said: “I am going to
be as often as possible with him, as he expects to
i:;a\-e\ on January 15 for a five months’ business
trip.

Ever since I came home from m};’ business trip
on December 17, 1907, my wifée has absolutely
failed to show me any affection or love; in fact.
she stauted to me on one occasion since the
December 17, 1907, that she was intensely in love
with Mr. Hay and would, if necessary, work her
fingers’ ends off in order to be with him. and
that she had no further love or affection for me.
The said defendant has wilfully contrived and wil-
fully intends t> injure me and deprive me of the
comfort, society. aid and assistance of my =aid
wife and has alienated, and still alienates, and has
destroyed, and still destroys, her affection for me
and has wrongfully and wickedly and without my
privity and connivance carnally kmows and
known her, and by reason thereof T have wholly
lost the comfort, society and aid and assistance of
my said wife. and by reason of the defendant's
action the health ~f my wife at the present time
{s absojutely undermineC and destroyed and my
wife at the present time. as the result of the
conduct of the defendant, is in such nervous state
that she is on the verge of nervous prostration.
Before December 17. 1907, my wife's health was In
good condition.

CALL RHOADES INSANE.

Report of Commissioners Sitting
witha Sheriff’s Jury.

John Van Aernan Rhoades, whese eccentricities
have been obseérved on two continents, was de-
clared yesterday to be of unsound mind by Dan-
fel P. Hays, Dr. Gustav Scholer and John Graham,
commissioners appointed by Justice Greenbaum, of
the Supremie Court, sitting with a sheriff's jury.
Rhoades is the son of Dr. Archibald Craig Rhoades,
a retired navy surgeon, who is now on the island
of Madeira. He married Miss Alice Ralph. daugh-
ter of Julian Ralph, in 1904, in Camden, N. J.

Rhoades is forty-two years old, and until Tast
September, when he went t6 Europe, he lved
quietly on an allowance of $2.5%0 a year from his
father. Upon his arrival in Europe he began to
send messages to his father and stockbrokers in
this city directing them to make purchases of
large blocks of stock, one message instructing the
purchase of all the United States Steel common
on the market.
ry, for some of which he was unable to pay.

In the Trocadero restaurant, in London, Rhoades
caused a sensation by demanding that the or-
chestra continue to play ““The Star Spangled Ban-
ner.” At the Palace Music Hall, on the same
evening, he threw a revolver at the leader of the
orchestra because the play was not to his liking.
He was taken to the police station after a scuffle,
and later was sent to an asylum.

Imperial, Rhoades engaged in a fight. BEarlier that
day he had hurriedly left the White Star liner
Baltic with two women, after e passage for
England. He explained that he did not have his
purse willy him. The fight resulted in his arraign-
ment before a magistrate, who committed him to
Bellevue Hospital for examination. After being
declared insane there Rhoades was committed to a
private sanatorium at Flushing, Long Island, where
he i3 still confined.

Zoological Society in Sym pathy with
His Efforts to Protect Bird Life.

The members of the New York Zoological Seciety
put themselves on record last night at taeir annual
meeting in the Astor Gallery of the Waldorf-
Astorla as being heartily In sympathy with Gov-
ernor Hughes's efforts to prevent the indiserim-
inate destruction of bird life in this state. Tha
society, which has more than sixteen hundred
members, approved unanimously the Governor's
recommendations on the subject made in his last
message to the Legislature.

Madison Grant, the secretary of the society. who
spent four months in Alaska last summer, told the
members that the extinction of the whale was
threatened by the continuous and ruthléss slaugh-
ter in Bering Sea. After the address the meeting
resolved unanimously to petition Congress and the
Canadian government to consider the enactment of
further regulations and restrictions to prevent the
passing of the whale.

Ernest Thompson Seton gave a talk, illustrated
by pictures, of the creatures he had seen and
snapped in the Far Northwest last summer, and
Arthur Robinson showed some excellent moving
pictures of caribou and moose in their habitat, also
of tarpon fishing. In the report of the executive
committee, Tead by Professor Henry Fairfleld Os-
born, of Columbia University, who presided, men-
tion was made of the death of Charles Tracy Bar-
ney. who had been chairman of the committee for
the last four Years.

WALSH ARGUMENTS CONTINUE.

Prosecution Draws Hypothetical Compari-
son with Cashier Who Speculates.

Chicage, Jan. 4. —John R. Walsh's alleged manip-
ulations of the funds of the Chicago National Bank
were compared with the hypethetical offence of 3
bank cashier who speculates on the Stock Ex-
change in the course of to-day’'s argument to the
jury on behalf of the government in the Walsh
case. Assistant District Attorney Hanchett, con-
ducting the second presentation of the case against
thé accused banker, told the jury that thé only
question that remained for them to pass upon was
that of intent.

“The cashier’'s eriminal intent was in placing the
bank in the position of risk.” he sald. “John R.
Walsh's eriminal intent was In placing the Chicago
National Bank in jeopardy at the risk of his specu-
lations in his own enterprises, believing he could
win back the money, make millions for himsel?s and
then réturn the money to the bank.™

Attorney Johm S. Miller, of counsel for the de-
fence, occupied the afternoon session with a long
argument on behalf of the accused banker He as-
serted that Mr. Walsh's business tadtics wera the
result of his judgment, and that all the acts uypon
which the government bases its accusations of mis-
application of funds were undertaken with the sole
idea of benefiting the banks of whick Mr. Walsh
was head.
