This Stanislas was a
pephew of Stanislas II, the last King of Poiand,
who had been the favorite of Catherine the Great
of Russiz and who died unmarried. Of the King's
two mephews and heirs, the elder, Prince Joseph
Poniatowski, distinguished himself greatly under
Napoleon 1. by whom he was created a field mar-
shal of France on the battlefield of Leipsic. In-
trusted with the command of the rear guard of
the army, he perished after being badly wounded
in the River Eister in 1818 preferring drowning to
captivity.  He lives/in history as the Bayard of
Prland. His younger brother, Stanislas, made his
home in Filorence, where he had two sons, Charies
and Joseph. They were not, however, of legitimate
tirth. beinz the children of the wife of his valet.

LORD BOYNE OF BRANCEPETH CASTLE.

Brancepeth Castle, in County Durham, is one of
the grandest of northern strongholds. It dates
from the reign of King John, to whom it belonged
for a time, and was then owned for several cen-
turies by the Russelis, eventually passing into the
possession of the Lords Boyne through the mar-
riage of the seventh viscount of that ilk to Emma
Russell, the only child and helress of Matthew
Russell.

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HOLGER HENRIK DRACHMANN.

Copenhagen, Jan. 14.—Holger Henrik Herholdt
Drachmann, the Danish poet and author, died yes-
terday at Hornbaek from a long standing affec-
tion of the nerves. When he was young he made
two visits to the United States.

Holger H. H. Drachmann was born in Copen-
hagen on October 9, 1846. He was educated at the
university of thit city and at its Academy of
Fine Arts, beginning his career as a painter of the
sea, and achieving success in that fleld of art,
both in Dermark and in England. To Georges
Brandes's influence is largely due his serious en-
trance upon the field of letters. He had already,
as early as 1872, written several short sketches In
verse. Some of these he showed to Brandes, who
praised them highly and encouraged him. In the
next five years he published the following titles:
“Poems,” “Muffled Melodies,” “Young Blood,”
“Songs of the Sea” and “From the Frontier.”
After his marriage, which took place about this
time, he produced no verse for two years, and re-
moved to Munich, with the intention of devoting
himself to painting. But his inclinations and the
success of his last two books led him to write a
novel and a poem, which determined his future.
Thereafter he was known only as an author.

He was quickly acclaimed as a leader by the
revolutionary and radical elements of Young Den-
mark, but he was soon compelled to -abdicate, as
_he came to realize that the welfz®e of Danish lit-
erature depended upon fostering the national as
opposed to the cosmopolian spirit. He became the
standard bearer of romantic tradition, and as such
accomplished much of his best work. He was

at one period largely influenced by religious themes

and later fought against the bondage of bourgeois
tradition, writing vigorously in praise of liberty.
With a strong instinct for form, he was above all
a spdéntaneous poet, of rapid and deep impuises.
As a prose writer he was always a realist. His
autobiographical novel, “‘Das Heilige Feuer,” how-
ever, contains many Iyrical and fantastical improv-
isations, and he frequently introduced romantic
verse into his other prose stories. Among his best
known works are “East of the Sun and Moon,”
“Strandby Folk,” “Once Upon a Time,” “Brav-
Karl,” “Garre,” ‘“‘Halifred Vandraadeskjald” and
“The Green Hope.”

GENERAL JOSIAH PICKETT.

Worcester, Mass., Jan. 14 —General Josiah Pick-
ett, one of the best known Worcester County vet-
erans of the Civii War, died suddenly at his home
in this city to-day aged eighty-six vears. He had
long been prominent in state militia circles. He
commanded the 25th Massachusetts Regiment in
the Civil War and was brevetted brigadier general
for distinguished services.

General Pickett was born in Beverly, Mass, on
November 21, 1522, and was descended from old
Calonial stock. He received a common school
education, and at the age of sixteen engaged In
mechanical pursuits. He was a lieutenant of mi-
litla in 1843, and after his removal to Worcester,
in 1855, was a member of the Worcester City
Guards

At the breaking out of the Civil War General
Pickett went to the front as first lieutenant of that
organization. He later organized and was captain
of Company A, 2%th Massachusetts Infantry, be-
coming colonel of that regiment in 1362 He was
repeatedly mentiondd in orders for efficlency and
for bravery in action, and received the brevet of
brigadier general for his daring at the battle of
Coid Harbor, where, although unsupported by
other regiments, he charged the enemy, and was
severely wounded, his own command losing 73 per
cent in killed, wounded and missing.

After the war General Pickett was appointed to
a place in the Boston Custom House, and in 1866
he became postmaster of Worcester, holding that
office for twenty years. He was a charter mem-
ber of the Massachusetts Commandery, Loval Le-
gion, and belonged to various other military and
patriotic organiza®ions.

He married, in 1847, Miss Elizabeth Burnham, of
Loweli, and had one son.

Pacific Fleet.

Philadelphia, Jan. 14.—Secretary Taft was the
chiet guest of the Ohio Seciety of Philadelphia
at its dinner here to-night. Congressman Theo-
dore E. Burton, also a sen of Ohio, was ex-
pected to accompany Mr. Taft, but he was ill
and could not make the journey from Washing- |
ton. Secretary Taft was met at West Philadel-
phia by Charles D. Barney, retiring presidént of |
the Ohlo Soclety, and William S. Taylor, the
newly elected president. ‘

A feature of the affair was the decorations,
every design having conspicuous in. its make-up
the “buckeye.” At each plate, instead of the
usual mtmﬂ.wuummwﬂha’m-i
eye” for a head, on which was painted the Ohio
coat-of-arms. Attached to the pin was a small
flag of the state, on the reverse side of which
was the name of the guest.

When Secretary Taft arose to speak he was
greeted with a song in which pe was referred to
as “the only one.”
