was tli*. next question, but it was not answered
until the Commissioner had asked for Informa-

tion as to the nature of the society with the
ominous name. Mr. Hoffmeister said he had never
heard of it. To the question as to whether he had
ever visited the Russian Consul he answered In-
dignantly:

•[ am an honest American citizen and don't
know what you mean."

Russia Begins Fight for Extradition
of Alleged Terrorist.

The Russian government made its first official
attempt before Comminsloner Shields yesterday
for the extradition of Jan Janoff Pouren, alleged
murderer, burglar and terrorist, who was arrested
here last week. The one witness called to identify
him. Car! Hoffmeister, of No. 433 East 6&th street,
said he had endangered his life by testifying.
The case was adjourned for two weeks to give
Pouren's counsel opportunity to look over the
papers. An effort to obtain the prisoner's release
on bail failed.

POUREN BEFORE SHIELDS.

Ithas been asserted that the most exorbitant
claims were preferred by the missionaries, who
constituted the chief sufferers from the Boxer up-
rising. As a member of the Committee on Foreign
Relations said: "The wardrobes of the wives of
those missionaries must have far exceeded invalue
those of the most extravagant actress on the stage.
to-day. Taking their claims at this face value,

their diamonds alone must have been worth as
much as the entire stock of the largest diamond
dealer in New Tork City." The State Department,
however, while dealing generously with all claim-
ants, scaled down some of the claims, and when
all had been paid not to exceed $2,000,000 had been
expended. The remainder of the $11,000,000 repre-
sents the expense to which the government waa
put in sending a fleet and troops to China.

The President promised the remittance of a part
of China's debt last summer to Sir Chentung
Liang-Cheng, then minister to the United States,
the promise being made, of course, contingent on
the consent of Congress. In his annual message
the President made an earnest recommendation to
Congress, and the course of the Senate to-dayi3
in accord with that recommendation.

Mr. Lodge explained that at the time the pro-
tocol fixing the total indemnity was agreed to it
was impossible to make anything approaching an
accurate estimate of the damages, although the.
United States did all in its power to prevent an
excessive figure being fixed. Now. however, all
claims had been paid more than six years, the
government had advertised extensively the fact

that It was prepared to settle all claims, had ad-
judicated all thai were presented, and had paid

them In full, their aggregate being about J2.000.000.
He said the United States had already received
from China $6,518,034 To, which waa principally in-
terest If the total indebtedness were scaled to
the sum Indicated, this country would be reim-
bursed for all possible injury and expense. In
conclusion Mr. Lodge said: '•Technically and
legally we are entitled to every dollar of the bond,

but on the broader principle of Justice, rising above
the technical right,Ithink It is an act which be-
comes the United States to perform and in the gen-

erous way proposed by the Joint resolution."
*fhe resolution was adopted by unanimous con-

sent.

Senate Votes to Remit About
$13,000,000 of Boxer Indemnity.

440,778 8L to $11,655,492 61, the latter sum being ample
to cover all the injury done the United States by

the Boxer uprising.

BILLS FROM LEPABT3CEST HEADS.

House Considers Sections Eclating
to Bribery.

Washington. Jan. 15.—While the lawyers of the

House of Representatives were engaged in arguing

over certain technicalities in the Penal. Code bill
and carrying on their contentions in several dif-
ferent parts of the chamber. Representative Gustav

Kustermann. of Wisconsin, one of the recent addi-
tions to the majority, obtained the floor and ex-
pressed a homely paradox, in which many of his
brethren coincided. He is a massive man. with .1

noticeable German accent, and after vainly en-
deavoring to catch the thread of the various dis-
courses around him, he said that. In his opinion,
there were too many lawyers in the House of
Representatives, particularly when a legal question
is being discussed. He suggested that a committee
of farmers and business men could act with more
unanimity and dispatch, and concluded with the
statement that "if this work cannot be don« by
lawyers, let the lawyers leave it, and give it to

the farmers and manufacturers of this House, who
willat least draft laws that are constitutional."
The aptitude of the criticism caused some of the
lawyers to resume their seats, and the House
settled down to the steady business, which will
probably continue under consideration for several
weeks.

So persistent have been the efforts to amend the,

bill that the Committee, on Revision of the Laws
to-day consented to let down the bars, and as a
result the measure was changed In some impor-
tant particulars. The pacific attitude of the com-
mittee served to modify the opposing members,

and in consequence the proceedings were devoid
of the heated arguments which have previously

characterized the debate. When the House ad- ;

journal there were pending a number of other >

important amendments which seemed to meet :

with no particular opposition from the committee,

but were passed over unti*. to-morrow in order that

trie members might have time to consider them
carefully. The portions of the bill which attracted
th« most attention were those covering the giving

and accepting of bribes by Senators and Repre-

CROATS 3TONE NEW GOVERNOR

Two Cork Nationalists Forcibly Ejected at
Directory Meeting.

Dublin. Jan. 15.—Reunion of the Redmond and

O'Brien partisans is still far from consummation,

judging from an Incident to-day at the meeting

here of the National Directory of the United Irish

League. Two Nationalists from Cork, supporters

of Mr. O'Brien and duly accredited delegates to

the meeting, entered the hall, but as soon as their
presence was discovered the League officials or-

dered that they be expelled. The delegates from

Cork declined to obey, and after an exciting strug-

gle were ejected by force.
After order was restored John E. Redmond was

re-elected president. A report was submitted
showing that the receipt of the League for tho

last three years had exceeded those of the pre-

vious three years by more than $40,000. and that

more than twelve hundred evicted tenants had

been reinstated.
A resolution was* adopted expressing confidence

in the Parliamentary party, under the leadership of

Mr Redmond, and congratulating the Nationalists

on their response to the appeal for a vigorous

campaign in favor of Home Rule.

Mr Redmond's decision at the conference be-

tween himself and William O'Brien, at which Mr.

Redmond refused to yield to the demand

immediate call for a national convention on a new

basis of representation, also was indorsed, and sup-

port was pledged to the movement for the breaking

up of the grazing ranches.

Following the refusal of the Canard company to
come to terms, the International Mercantile Ma-
rine Company cut its eastbound steerage rates on
boats of the White Star and American lines yes-
terday, making a total reduction In this class of
Sll 25 since the rate war began. Itis probable that
further reductions will be made during the next
few days. An official of one of the steamship com-
panies concerned said yesterday that a rate of $10
to Europa might'be offered socn.

The rates as made yesterday for such boats a3
th« Mauretania and the Carmanta, of the. Cunard
Line: the Adriatic and the Oceanic, of the White
Star Line, and the better steamships of the Ameri-
can Line, are now $20 for the eastbound steerage.

On the. older steamships of the three lines It is
possible to procure passage for $18 To, an»» on the
Umbria and the Etruria, of the Cunard Line, a still
lower rate is to be mads. The westbound steerage
rates have not been changed since the reduction of
last week, when a general rate of about $26 was
fixed.

The Cunard Steamship
Company made another cut to-night in second
and third class passenger rates in reply to the
White Star Company's recent cut. The now cut
amounts to ten shillings in each claas. making

a total reduction by the Cunard company, since
the beginning of the rate war, of £2 15s for the
second class passengers and £2 for third class
passengers. The decrease in the rates applies

to all the Cunard eteamers, with the exception

of the Lusitania and the Mauretania, which,
therefore, now differentiate to the extent of ten
shillings.

Whether this move is preliminary to an at-
tempt to end the disastrous struggle cannot be
ascertained, but it has the aspect of concilia-
tion. The White Star Company originally de-

manded a differential of fifteen shillings. It ap-
pears probable, however, that if the latter com-
pany is content to accept the smaller sum the
dispute may be satisfactorily settled.

The Cunard Company throughout has firmly

contended that conditions of business did not
warrant a differential of fifteen shillings, and
although the circular which it issued to-night

does not refer inany way to a dispute, the fact
that the company continues its rate cutting is
held by some persons to indicate that it is not
inclined to make further concessions.

The question of differences in the matter of
passenger rates among the various steamship
lines was expected to come up for discussion at

a conference of the managers of the Atlantic
steamship companies, including Ilerr Ballin, di-
rector.general of the Hamburg- American Line,

which was fixed before the raU1 war began to
be hold In London on January IS. Tho Cunard
company, however, declined to be a party to the
conference, which, it is announced, has now been
indefinitely postponed. It probably willbe held
at some future date, when there are better pros-
pects of an agreement being reached.
