TEST OF NEW GAS ELECTRIC CAR.

Speed of Sixty Miles an Hour Attained In
Trial Trip at Schenectady.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune. ]
Echenectady, N. Y., Jan. 15.—If the success of
v's official test of the gas electric car made
3 General Electric Company in this city counts
for anything the car may revolutionize railroading
on short lines. A speed of sixty miles an hour was
attained with ease, and during the seventy-five
miles covered the car was under perfect control.

The car’s 8-cylinder gas engine, declared to bhe
the most powerful of its kind built, consumes gaso-
lene and develops 150-horsepower. It is coupled
with a 120-horsepower direct current generator, fur-
nishing current for two 60-horsepower motors. All |}
this machinery is controlled by one man in a
pace eight by nine feet. Though there is a seat- |
ing capacity for forty-four persons, besides a bag-
ge compartment, the whole car weighs only thir-

| Congress to Meet in Trenton Tues-

day Night to Discuss Plans.

David Whitall Garrigues, who was secretary of
the New Jersey delegation to the Atlantic Deeper
Waterways Conference, held at Philadelphia, last

| November. has issued a call for a meeting of those
| interested in deeper waterways in New Jersey, to
| form a state asgoclation.
! the title of tha Water Utilitles Congress of New

Mr. Garrigues suggests

Jersey for the association. In a circular he out-
lines the objects of the organization to be as fol-
lows:

The securing of funds to ba contributed for meet-
ing the expenses of this organization in ways con-

ducive to good citizenship.
To advocate in every commendabie way the deep-

j ening of the Delaware River and Raritan Bay and
| the building of a derp water canal between them,

all of sufficient depth to permit the largest ves-
sels, either of merchant or government ownership,
to pass readily and with greatest obtainable speed
from Philadelphia (the fresh water recruiting navy
vard of the United States) to the harbor of New
York or its outlet to the ocean.

To urge the improvement of the waterways in
our state and thoroughfares along our coast; con-
serving of the rainfall by lakes and reservoirs;
maintaining water powers,; alding of irrigation and
drainage; preservation of purity of our water
supply, and the care of such other water utilities
that will conduce to the betterment of the state
in its entirety or locally.

To prevent impositions upon the national and
state governments by exorbitant charges for the
rights of way, terminal and dockage facilities,
gecure necessary lands at the lowest possible cost,
and, when needed, convey to the proper authorities
at actual cost thereof without profit.

To pay a portion of its funds to the Atlantie
Deeper Waterways Association, the National Riv-
ers and Harbors Congress and such kindred or-
ganizations having as their ohjects the conserving
of the resources of the country, for the benefit
of the people as deemed desirable and advisable
by the officers of this congress and retain balance
of work within this state.

To specify qualifications for membership as being
contributors by good citizens to the fund, as fol-
lows: Constituting an annual member, one dime to
$1: five-vear member, §: 1lifa member, $10 to $20;
honorarv trustee (five vears), $25 to $50; honorary
life trustee, $100 or more.

The sheriff's office at White Plains has heen try-
fng to collect judgments filed against the various
street railroads in Westchester County, but could
not find assets which could be levied upon. In
addition to this, the Yonkers division of the sys-
tem stands in great danger of having almost whoily
to re-equip its lines. The Public Servica Com-
mission for the 2d District held a hearing at Yon-
kers recently, and the commissioners promised
immediate relief if the conditions were found to be
as charged. As the lines were badly broken down
and decrepit it was only a question of days, it was
believed, before an order to spend much money
would issue.

The Yonkers Railroad was the one on which the
recent strike and tie-up occurred, and in teliing the
men and the public why he could not advise his di-
rectors to grant an increase in wages, President
Maher showed that the splendid surplus which
resulted from the operation of the parent company
was eaten up by the subsidiary companies.

For some time past it has been rumor«d that re-
ceivers for the Yonkers Railroad Company, the
Westchester Electric Railroad Company and the
Tarrytown, White Plains & Mamaroneck Rallway
Company would be askea for in the courts. The
Union Railway Company owns all of the stock of
the two last mentioned companies and a majority
of the stock in the Yonkers company. It is said
that the earnings of at least one of the companies
have failed to meet the expense of operation, and
that the income of the two others, after operating

| expenseg were paid, has not been sufficient to pay

the interest on their bonds.

NEW HAVEN'S DEMURRER SUSTAINED.

Boston, Jan. 15.—The Massachusetts Supreme
Court sustained to-day the demurrer of the New
York, New Haven & Hartford Railroad Company
in the case of the common law information brought
against the railread company by Attorney Gen-
eral Dana Malone, alleging violation of the state
laws and asking for a judgment of ouster. The
court sustains the road's contention that the in-
formation was not filed in proper form, and that
the state's action should have been one in equity
instead of quo warranto. Action in equity on the
question has been heard by a master, who has not
vet filed his report on the merits of the case.

The Attorney General in his common law infor-
mation set forth that the New Haven road had
fllegally taken over certain Massachusetts street
railroad companies and guaranteed their stocks
and dividends.
