RACING AT NEW ORLEANS.

National Commission Goes on Rec-

ord in Important Cases.
Cincinnati, Jan. 18.—Although the decision of th.*

National Baseball Commission on the various reso-
lutions presented by the American Association was
announced at the time of the annual meeting, last
week, the full explanation of the reasons for its
action was not announced until to-day, when the
rin.iin^-s were formally promulgated. Regarding the
request for indors»*m».rtt In the attempt to place an
American Association dub in Chicago, after stating
that the subject was not within the jurisdiction of
the commission, the report says:

The commission, however, is prepared at this
tune to go on record as opposed without qualifica-
tion to a territorial invasion of this kind and will
strongly recommend that the petition be denied.
Tine foundation upon which organised baseball
••-i.- to-day is the respecting of territorial rights.
the enforcement of all contracts, the reservation
of players and the opportunity provided for play-
ers to advance in their profession and receive
adequate compensation for their services. To en-
croach upon any Of these provisions would hr?
like pulling.the cornerstone from the foundation
If one league would have the right to encroach
upon th«- territory of another then all leagues
must liave the same right. IT such a condition
existed nothing but chaoa and disaster would
follow

The proposition to draft player* only from the
clubs in the next lower ieafru^ ip disapproved "be-

cause it is In violation of that object of the na-
tional asr<'ement which provides for the promotion

of tho welfare of ball player? as a class by develop-
ing r\en and perfecting them in their profession

and enabling them to secure adequate compensa-
tion for their expertnefls." a player in Class D
could advance to a major l^ag'ie only at the end of
thr^<- years. which the commission believes to be
wrong.

The commission expressed approval of the sug-

e.-siiri that major league clubs be limited to
twenty-five players at any time and that only
eighteen players be carried during the playing sea-
scn.

Backus, the latter only seventeen years old at the
time of these races.

Mr. Titus suggested to his club that he would
t;A-<- the men to Lake Carnegie, at Princeton,

where he lives, and train them there. The water
at Lake Carnegie, he says, la almost the same as
at Henley, where the Olympic races will be rowed;

Mr. Titus Is Well acquainted with conditions at
Henley, as be competed for the Diamond Sculls.

crew in America es many heats as tl:e Olympic

rowing committee might see tit to decide w*ra
necessary to determine the ability of the crew.
