Alpha Tau Omega Chapter House
Burns at Cornell.

{ By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Ithaca, N. Y.. Jan. 31.—The Cornell junior
week festivities were marred to-day by the
burning to death of J. S. Kiehle, a junior. of
Minneapolis, in a fire in the chapter house of
the Alpha Tau Omega fraternity, which occurred
at noon.

Kiehle is supposed to have died in a heroic

effort to get to the third floor to save a friend.
His charred body was found at the foot of the
elevator shaft after a rolicall; his absence
had been noted at 5 o'clock this afternoon. “Ted™
Seelve, of the cross-country team, whom Kiehle
trled to save, escaped, scantily clad, from the
third floor window to a balcony roof and down a
l2dder. The house, which was valued at S25.006,
was consumed. as well as the students’ effects.
