lucent yellow paper, impregnated with oil, and the
same reinforced with wide meshed cotton gauze.
gauze is Sirmly attached to the side of the
paper coated with asphalt by pressure, while the
coating is In a viscous econdition; it is incorpo-
rated with the oiled paper in a similar manner
while the paper is in a soft condition. Linseed oil,
elther pure or treated by special process, js used
for impregnating the paper. The muslin used to
reinforce such papers is either pressed into the

ARMY WINS AT FENCING

EARNS LEG ON TROPHY.

Cornell Beaten Five Bouts to Three
in Final Round.

The Army fencing team won the junior foils con-
test and a leg on the Manrique Trophy at the Cen-
tral "Youmng Men's Christian Association, No. 32
Fulton street, Brookiyn, last night, by defeating
the Cornell team five bouts to three.

Eight teams entered the contest. They were the
Army, Cornell, Yale, Pennsylvania, the New York
Fending Club, the Foil and Mask Club of New
Yo, New York Turnverein and the Carnegie
Fencers' Club of New York. -~Princeton and the
New York Athletic Club entered teams, but they
did not report. Columbia withdrew her team early
in the afternoon because it was impossible for two
of her men to appear.

The preliminary round resulted !n the Army de-
feating the New York Fencing Club by the score
of 5 bouts to 2; Cornell, the Carnegie Fencers’ Ciub,
5 bouts to 0; Yale~the University of Pennsylvania,
6 bouts to 3, and the Fofl and Mask Club, the New
York Turnverein, 5 bouts to 2.

In the semi-final round Cornell was paired with
Yale, the Army with the Feoil and Mask Chib.
Cornell gave the Elis a big surprise by running
away-with five bouts in quick succession, and the
West Pointers did the same trick to the Foil and
Mask Club.

West Point and Cornell then fought it out. The
first bout in the final round was between Dickin-
son, West Point, the intercollegiate champion
fencer of lust year, and Harries, of Cornell. Dick-
inson won after a beautiful exhibition of fencing.

EXPENSES OF 4 TEAM.

What a Club Owner Must Obligat®
Himself For.

Few persons realize the cost of running a bases
ball team in either of the big leagues. Figures are
never made public, but it i3 safe to say that in one
season it mounts up into hundreds of thousands
of dollars. To own a baseball club In one of the’
major leagues a man must have a fat purse. W““!

The closed season does not mean that the base-
ball machinery has shut down for the winter.
There is almest as much activity in the wiater!
months as when the fans are pouring through the |
turnstiles. Just as soon as the playing season ends |
preparations ars begun for the next year. 'rh.i
players retire to their homes in various parts of
the country and take up their winter occupations, |
but the club’s office staff does not disband. Owmer
and manager put their heads together and plot
and plan how they can strengthenm their club. They
discuss the new players. how they can bemedt by
trades and a hundred and one things which the
fans never know and den't care about. so long as
they have a winning team !n the’r home town.

The burdens of the club secretary are many and
varled. During the early winter months he ar-
ranges for the training trip, making schedules and
throwing them away because they don't suit the
manager. Lots of things have to be taken Into
consideration in planning for these preliminary
games. Some Southern baseball towns would not
furnish gate receipts large enough to pay for the
players’ “rubdown.” These towns are to be
shunned in making the schedule. In other places
the teams are pot strong enough to give the team
a worthy battle.

Before the players assemble at the training head-
quarters somewhere in the South the secrstary
and the ground keeper have gone on ahead to look
after the playing fleld, the hotel accommodations,
the advertising arrangements and the innumerabls
other minor details. With the team finally gath-
ered together the work comes thick and fast. It
costs a nice little figure to feed and house soma
ton‘ healthy athletes, not including a traiper, rube
bers and other camp followers. Then thers are
good, big transportaticn bills, falr sized items for
playing paraphernalia which includes suits for
home and out-of-town games, gloves, hats and
balls and numerous sundries. The training trip fe
an expensive necessity. and the club is lucky if the
preliminary games have paid half of the cost of'
the sojourn in the South.

The actual playing season is about six monthq
long, from the middle of April to the first o
second week in October. When a manager has
weeded out the men whom he thinks of no value te
his team there will probably he about twenty-five
players on the salary lst. Baseball players are
well paid for their services. Their carcers on the
diamond are sheort, but they make momey fast
while they last. always provided they help fill the
coffers of the club. Thousands of fans will go te
see a game just because of the chance to watclhy

The
number varfes with the importance of the game
and the size of the crowd. Last season some daye
there were close to ffty, and other times less than
a score. They are there for every home game.
Besides the special policemen. there are cashiers,
ticket collectors and laborers to keep the grounds
and stands in condition.

The Highlanders and Giants play in seven othem
cities besides New York. This means that the mane
agement has to ftoot big raliroad bills. The teams
travel as far west as St. Louils and as far east as
Boston. While they are on the road they stay at
first class hotels. It is a hard !life jumping from
one city to another. one day in St. Louls, the next
in Chicago. To keep the men in good condition
the management must supply the best of everye
thing, for the players are always on edge and
easily grow peevish. Three months and a haif of
travelling costs a small fortune.

Every owner and manager is always on the looke
out for stars, and you camn’'t get a star in these
days unless you pay for him. Some of these glite
tering lights have brought as much as $10.0W. Mr,
Farrell didn’t get his stars for nething. Money,
however, won't always make a winning team, oe
there would have been one up on the Heights long
ago.

With the expenses running into the hundreds of
thousands, what must be the receipts? This is an
open question, but they are quite a few thousand
more than the expenses. The owners may be good
sportsmen, but they are also interested in the divie
dends, and. after all, the fans pay for their amuses
ment by footing the bills. With one or two excep=
tions, perhaps, all the clubs in the two majos
leagues made money last year and are counting om
another prosperous season, as the sport Is more
popular than ever.
