10 read Chine=e. The first effort is to give them
enough English to enable them to understand
the Christisn message which is to be given to
them later.

Primers and readers written in words of one
svilable, and giving their meanings in Chinese
characters, are employved, and for those who
read Chinese, as the greater part do, the work
is comparafiveiy easy, and in two or three years
the pupils learn to speak English and acquire
some facility in writing it. The religious teach-
ing, which is the primary object of the school, is
done by a €impie &and earnest exposition of the
essentials of Christianity, occasional addresses
transiated into Chinese, the repeating of simple
prayers, the singing of hymns in English, and
finally the singing of the Doxoclogy and other
hymns in Chinese. The singing of an English
hymn in Chinese gives a most strange effect, for
the reason that Chinese music is so different from
ours that the teachers not only have to teach a
transiation of the words, but to train the ears
and voices of their charges 10 an entirely new
musical scale.
