What of the ideal golf course, the millionaire's
paradise, the dream of Charles B. Macdonald?
At various times stories have been published con-
cerning this undertaking, this so-called national
course, which extends along the shores of Peconlc
Bay, where the beat holes of the world are being
reproduced. The latest news about the links
comes by way of London and appears in "Country

Life" In the columns edited by Horace Hutcnln-
son. He writes as follows:

The success of Mr. Macdonald's great scheme of
a national golf course is America, withholes copied
from the best known in Europe, Is more than as-
sured, for, although play has not yet begun upon
it—it is said that it will be ready for play, though
in rather a crude state still, by the fall—it may

be said that success is already achieved. It Is a

course in being. The creator's own account of It is
as follows (from a private letter):

'The whole plan is working out wonderfully.
. . . Of course, we have not yet put in the bunk-
ers—that Is, but very few of them- these have
been put in where we must put them in because
they are where the bunkers are in th«3holes which
we have copied from the other side.

"Our 'Alps' is a finer hole than the 'Alps at
Prestwick; the Whighams say ho. and they ought
to know. On fourth hole, which is a. duplicate
of the eleventh at St. Andrews, as regards contour
of ground and placing of hazards, is really a better

hole for the reason that you cannot take a putter,
as there is a little arm of the sea about ten or
fifteen feet wide, which we bridge over about thirty
yards in front of the tee, and there is also, about
eighty yards from the tee, quite a steep shoulder
before we come to the shoulder which at the
eleventh hole at St. Andrews crosses the front of
the green. The putting green is exactly the same,

and. of course, we have placed the beakers exactly
as they are there. Another point Is that the put-
ting green proper willhave very much better turf.

"Before Iput in the trap bunkers we will do
some playing over It next year, although It Is not

my intention to open the course to the public until
July, 1909. We have been wonderfully successful
with the fertilizer and grass seeds which we have
put in. With a good spring. Ibelieve our putting
greens will be in good .-hape next fall, which will
be extraordinary."

Women and "Pros" Complain of
Championship Selections.

There are murmurlngs of discontent among the

golfers over the selection el courses for two of the

national championship tournaments to be held this
year. The Boston. Philadelphia and New York

women have not yet ceased to discuss the action of

the United States Golf Association officials In
awarding the women's tournament to the Chevy

Chase Club, of Washington. They refer to th*

action as a "slap In the face."
So far as can be iearned the only persons who

preferred Chevy Chase to the Philadelphia Country

Club were a few Western women who had a curi-
osity to visit the capital of the United States. They

argued that the awarding of the tournament to

Chevy Chase would give them an opportunity to kill

two birds with one stone. if the annual team

match between the women's associations of the

East and West is decided Immediately prior to the

national contest and -.ver the same course, the
chances are that the Chicago district willbe fairly

well represented.
As for the women living along the Atlantic sea-

board. It Is difficult at this time to make predic-

tions with any degree of certainty. For the present

st least they certainly do not appear much inclined

to attend. Possibly, however, after they have had

time to think it over calmly wiser heads will pre-

vail, which will result In the entry at chevy Chase

comparing favorably with previous ones. Just at

present some of the women are talking of organiz-

ing a national association of their own. Appar-

ently all that is larking to bring the matter to a

crisis Is the want of a leader courageous enough to

n:ake the first step.
Even If the women are piqued over their cham-

pionship outlook, their feelings.are as nothing

compared with the professionals'. After the last

time the national open tournament was decided
at Myopia a number of "pros" declared they would

not compete there again. They complained of the

treatment accorded them by the hunt club officials.
It seems extremely Improbable that »he national

organization will take any action in the matter

further than to hold the tournament on the dates

scheduled in August and over the Myopia links.

There are those who claim that the "pros," when

the time comes, will hasten to enter and that they

will gather at the Hamilton course in their accus-

tomed numbers.

of New York that Governor Hughes is. conscious-
ly or unconsciously, the cat's-paw of the small
gamblers who were shut out of the trust in his ef-
forts to send all gambler*, rich or poor, to state's
prison. The leaders of the racing associations
might a<> wail meet the main issue squarely, that
the present law due* not carry out the manifest
purpose of the constitution, which orders the
Legislature to suppress all forms of gambling.

In the gambler's defence there is another soph-
istry, the claim that the 5 per cent paid to the
farmers is r.ot revenue derived from gambling,
but from gHte receipts

vilien it is so often declared

by the defenders of racetrack gambling that "race-

tracks could not be conducted without gambling."
Two supreme facts .stand out in this whole mat-

ter
—

first, that the mandate of the constitution
has not been carried out by the Percy-Gray law
In Its actual operations, since It has not even re-

duced gambling, but rather Increased It; second.
racetrack gambling is not better but worse than
secret gambling.in that itdraws Into the gambling
habit respectable people who would never begin
in the "low dives," and also In that its great

crowds and excitement put into the sport a wild.
wholesale frenzy, compared to which the pool-
roonis are only peanut stands.

A Trip from St. Augustine to Miami
Xow Possible.

The Kast Coast Of Florida has begun in earnest

to interest the sportsman and the man and woman

who need rest and recreation under the most ideal
conditions, and to that end the Florida East Coast

residential enthusiasts, like Dr. De Witt Webb, of

St. Augustine, are sending out information of Its

beauty.
This winter for the first time it has been made

possible for a boat of small dimensions, if it has

power, to go from St Augustine to Miami inland
through more than three hundred miles of the most
entrancing scenery and the most splendid water

condition*. If a man wishes to take a little risk

he can put bis boat overboard at Jacksonville and

take the St. Johns River and po outside, hug the

shore, making St. Augustine, about forty miles dis-

tant. This winter the automob'list found that he

could drive the entire length of the East coast. 366
miles, starting from Jacksonville and ending at

Miami. Good road enthusiasts, many of them
Northern visitors, with axe, pick and spade have

made the roads between the two points mentioned
fairly passable, so that on February 18 an endur-
ance contest for automobiles will be held from

Jacksonville to Miami
The Florida East Coast Canal Company, after

much discouragement, succeeded in opening up the

canal dug by the company between St. Augustine

and Ormond. Along the East Coast the same com-
pany has bad dredges working for years, so that
now there Is a sufficient depth the entire length of
the Kast Coast for boats of light draft. Boats

drawing five feet of water have succeeded in
making the trip, so that now a regular procession

of power boats is found passing along the Indian
River and frequently are seen making side ex-
ploration trips into the numerous rivers and creeks
that abound along the route. These trips are made
for the purpose of fishing and shooting, as game is

found in abundance.
The trij) from St. Augustine starts In a delightful

ran through the new canal to Ormond where en-
trance is mad- to the Halifax River. Nearly all
stop to examine the beauties of Ormond. its
orange groves and record making beach automobile
course. At Dayiona. six miles further, the Halifax
River Yacht Club la situated. Here a small strip

of land divides the liver from the ocean.
From Daytona the course is laid by Fort Orange.

New Smyrna and on to Tltusville. Here the trav-
eller finds himself in the famous Indian River,
which for nearly two hundred miles he follows,
passing through larjre flocks of duck which are
iso tame that they allow a boat to come within
shooting distance before flying. If fish Is needed
for a. ii)e-ul it Is only necessary to reduce speed,

or perhaps anchor for a few minutes, as almost
every variety of li.-ii a:e found that inhabit Florida
waters.

Fort Pierce is the next town of importance, al-
though Cocoa. Kocklt-dj4«-. Kuu Gallic. Melborne,

Roaeland and other towns are passf-d. A number

of small towns are paaaed further on and at last
Lake Worth and:Palm Beach are sighted. After
looking over Palm Beach, am! taking on supplies,
the journey is continued some sixty miles further
south, where Miami is reached. From that point
numerous trips can be made to the Florida Keys,
so that a vacation of thirty to ninety days can
be put in to good advantage in boating on the
Florida i':ust Coast.
