Saint-Gaudens Exhibition to Oper,

on March —
A Copley Portrait.

The February bulletin of the Metropolitai
Museum of Art announces that on March 3 then;

\u25a0will be opened to the public in the newly remod-
elled Hall of Sculpture a memorial exhibition ol

the works of the late Augustus Saint-Gaud^ns.
The bulletin also contains illustrative accounts ol
the specimen of the prehistoric Grecian art thai
have been added to the archaeological collection oi
the Museum, and also ot" the new Recessions ir
the classical department.

One of the principal accessions to the Museum is
a pastel portrait of Miss Man- Stoier by John Sin-
gleton Copley, the latter being represented for the
first time in the permanent Museum collections.
The picture is of the earliest work of the artist,
when he made constant use of the medium of pas-
tel. The portrait is signed and dated 1765, when
Copley was about twenty years old. The frame
of the Copley is one of the so-called "Paul Re-
vere" frames, and is contemporaneous with the
picture.

An acquisition by purchase is a small but valua-
ble gathering of early bronze armor. This collec-
tion consists in all of six pieces

—
casques and a

corselet. The most imjKjrtant of these is a richly
decorated casque with triangular crest dating not
later than the eleventh century, which was exca-
vated in Capua. J. Pierpont Morgan has also made
another gift to the museum in the form of a terra
cotta model of a fountain by Giovanni da Bologna.

The new Objects that Sir Purdon Clarke called
especial attention to yesterday were the pre-Hellenic
casts and reproductions of objects found during the
recent excavations in the island of Crete, some of
these dating from 3,000 B. C This collection con-
stitutes the largest of its kind In this country, and.
with the pose exception of that at Oxford, in the
world. The collection Is not yet complete, and i: is
hoped to make it more representative as rapidly as
other facsimiles can be obtained. The Greeks
themselves had a vague knowledge of the history of
the peoples who inhabited Greek lands before their
own arrival from the north during the second and
third millenia B. C. Iiis therefore considered by
the museum ono of the chief triumphs of modern
scientitic archaeology that at the present day so
exact a picture has been obtained of this early
civilization teaching of the social customs, religion,
politics and art of these prehistoric peoples.

The work of excavation in Crete was delayed
until 1900. when a stable government was estab-
lished there, and In the eight ears of this work
Dr. A. J. Evans and Professor Harbherr have un-
earthed two vast palaces at Khcssos and Phsestos.
A number of smaller towns have also been brought
to light by English. American and Italian excava-
tors. Most of the objects in the present exhibition
date from the height of Cretan power. One of the ;
most interesting finds of Dr. Evans at Knosseswas
a collection of objects in faience, or native porce-
lain, which were discovered among the contents of
a temp!.- treasury. Chief among these are the
snake goddess and her votaries. The goddess
wears a high tiara and a dress consisting of a rich-
ly embroidered jacket with a laced bodice, and a
skirt with a double apron. About her are coiled
three snakes. The coiors employed are white,
purple, purplish brown, black and green

One of the surprints of the explorers in Crete was
'

the discovery of a system of writing. About six
thousand tablets, witli script, were found, but all
efforts at decipherment have been unsuccessful.
Another pi<co of interest is the throne from the
throne room of Krossos, of which tiie museum has
a cast. In addition to the reproductions the Metro-
politan Museum has some original va s, vase frag-
ments and a few bronzCs", which were found in th«
American excavations of Harriet Boyd Hawes, at
Goumin. Crete, and presented to the museum by
the American Exploration Society, of Philadelphia.

Among Ihe bronzes in the recent accessions to

th»- i-olifction of Greek and Roman art, the statu-

ette of the discos thrower occupies the. first place.
Tn« special committee on the St. Gaudens ex-

hibition has fixed March 3 for the public opening.
A reception to th" members of the museum and
friends will be hold on the evening of March 2.
Th- collection will ho arranged in the Fifth avenue
entrance. The exhibition will extend over h periud
of six weeks.

The Draftsmen nf France in ihe

Eighteenth Century.
The art of the eighteenth century is represented

in American collections chiefly by the portraits
of Reynolds. Gainsborough, and the other English-
men of their period. Within the last few years

some attention has also been paid to the French
school of portraiture, but any further extension
of the range of our amateurs had seemed to be
improbable. The hope, often expressed in these
columns, that we might profit by the dispersal in
Paris of such collections as those of the Goncourt
brothers and M. Muhlbacher has had to support
Itself on small encouragement. But at last we
have reached at least a. promise of better things.

The exhibition which has been arranged for a few-
days at the Colony Club shows that a number of
American collectors have begun to interest them-
selves in one of the most charming phases of
European art. It is a rather- miscellaneous collec-
tion that is here brought together, ranging as far
back as the school or the Clouets. and including

some pieces by our own John Trumbull. who wears
his academic robes a little awkward!* in the com-
pany of Fragonard. say, or Watteau, and there

are some items which are in no wise significant
of the brilliance which is supposed to dominate.
But there is enough here to enforce the point that
needed to be made, namely, that the French
draftsman of the eighteenth century is an in-
comparable type, and ought to be made more and
more familiar in this country.

In him there were blended the two qualities

which have always belonged to the French genius,
the romantic impulse which burgeoned in the
broader aspects of the great Gothic cathedrals and
the love of order, of propriety, which was in-
carnated in the soul of Louis XIV. The rigid

formula- imposed upon French art by that monarch
are sometimes spoken of as though they were the
expression of his personal taste alone, but as a
matter of fact th>- French have always been on. the
side of balance. Louis XIV merely adjusted to a
routine of bis own the Ideal which lies at the heart
of Gothic construction and which was harmonized
easily enough, paradoxical though it may seem,

with the classical elements in the Renaissance.
His formalism had its blightingside: but ithad this
much in Its favor, that it so drilled French art as
to make a sense of measure more natural than
ever before to the French artist. Th« gayer mood

of the eighteenth century meant no careless loosen-
ing of the bonds. By that time th*- academic ideal
of perfect craftsmanship and perfect taste had
come to fli the artist like a glove. This fact is
obvious In Ms architecture and in his furniture, in
his paintings and in h's books. He may give free
rein to his romantic fancy, lie may be all grace

and tender sentiment. but a courtly and exquisite
style distinguishes everything that be does. In his

drawing he is as consummate as be is playful and
charming.

The present exhibition shows this exemplar of
eighteenth century polish, of sometime? a wanton
mood, but always restrained method, as the true

interpreter of that glittering social movement
which be did so much to adorn. There are some
beautiful portraits of the time, suave and beguil-
ing pastels by La Tour and Drouais. There are
dainty studies, more delicate in line, by Portail
and Watteau. Best of all. for their combination
of the note of the period with one peculiarly in-
dividualized, are some drawing* by Fragonard, in-
cluding an "Italian Garden of the Villa Medici."
in sepia, which is .') positive masterpiece. The
sheer witchery of technique and style in thes«
various studies and fragments is so subtle that
one scarcely pauses upon tlu: subject, though oc-
casionally, as in the Fragonard just mentioned,

that has a loveliness of.it-; own. It la interesting,
no, doubt, to observe the grasp upon character
shown in a portrait like the famous "Benjamin
Franklin" of puplessis, or in a little profile like c

th« "Portrait of .• Lady" by Cochin. But the broad
interest of the show lies in just the magic of
draftsmanship, the stroke at the pencil or
chalk thai by itself toellr personality, sensitive-
ness and distinction. Th« somewhat mixed char-
acter of the collection has already been noted.
While this la not altogether pleasing it is to be
commended in so far as it has permitted the in-
clusion of a wonderful group of portraits by John
I»ownman an<i a tine pastel by John Russell, both
Englishmen of whom we cannot .*-•\u25ba\u25a0 too much; a
very interesting landscape by Guard!, and sonr>
striking souvenirs of Tiepolo. The Colony Club
renders a useful service in organizing an exhibition
like this, which should give an impetus to collec-
tors. Such a stimulus is especially welcome at this
time when the dispersal of the Groult collection in

Paris is. about to throw upon the market an ex-
traordinary body of work by the eighteenth cen-
tury masters. R. C.
