The matter now presented to you is one which
transcends any question of personal regard. ItIn-

important department. That confidence should b«
restored. The conduct of the department should
exhibit that care, thoroughness and vigilance which
Will guarantee adequate protection to the. interests
of the policyholders, and at the s;un.^ time justly
Insure the standing and promote the success of the
companies bearing the seal of the depart men
approval. This object Iam convinced can be ob-
tained in only one way, and that is by having the
department placed in other hands. The interests
of the state require that a change should be made.Itherefore recommend that Otto Kelsey. Superin-
tendent of Insurance, be removed from his office

There baa b«--en no appropriate effort to fix re-
sponsibility for the past dereliction* of the depart-
ment and to determine by suitable inquiry upon
whom reliance could be placed. The superin-
tendent has also failed to give specific instructions
in order to guard against repetition of neglect.

in these circumstances such repetitions are likely
to occur and have occurred. Thus, in the annual
statements riled last year as of December 31, 1986,

transactions appeared which, under the ruling of
the superintendent, wore illegal, but they passed
:unnoticed until Mr. Fleming's examination. It.as
now stated, the reports themselves ar«* erroneous
:in these particulars, this fact may absolve the
com panv. but it do«*s not pave the departmental
work from the discredit of failure to discover the
transactions, which, on the face of th*- reports as
tiled, were contrary to law. So. also, the omission
of particulars required by the statute to be made
in the annual statement, and other matter* which
were set forth and which plainly demanded in-
quiry, escaped attention.

In the insurance investigation it was urged that

the department was one of audit only; that Its
business was to attest the solvency of the com-
panies and net to .supervise their management.

In testifying: before the Judiciary Committee of
the Senate last March with regard to this Impor-
tant matter -of audit the superintendent thus de-
scribed the work of his statistical bureau (Pro-
