Reports of Dead in Storm Vary

from Six to Ten.

Meridian, Miss., Feb. 14.—Three Mississippi
hamlets were demolished by a tornado to-day.
Reports of the number killed range from six
to ten.

Mossville, Service and Soso are the towns de-
stroyed. They are all in Jones County, and each
consists of a few dwelilngs. The tornado is re-
ported to have carried the buildings off the lots
on which they stood. Nearby fields were cov-
ered with wreckage and trees were littered with
household articles.

L. S. Morrison, a resident of Mossville, who
came here after the storm, said that he was
outdoors during the blow and was compelled to
grasp a wire fence to keep from bheing blown
away. He said the dead at Mossville are Alec
Windham and wife, negroes. Near the town,
he said, a man and wife and two childr were
killed. The seriously injured at Mossville are

cantile Company; William Campbell and wife
