0 \u25a0". .77 -a

Just before the start of the New York to Paris
race the drivers were asked what, in their opin-

ion, would be the most serious cause of the de-

lay and trouble sure to ensue on so terrific and
extended a journey. Most of them hesitatingly

pronounced tires to be the weak point, but

Bourcier St. Chaffray and If.Pons strongly op-

posed this Idea. "Ihave every conflden c in
my Michelin tires," said St. Chaffray. "Ihave

know them to survive over mountain roads and

across fields of snow and ice that cannot be sur-

passed in dangers and difficulties even by the
worst sections of Alaska and Liberia."

One of the longest tours of recent years has
just been successfully completed by R. H.
Johnston, a member of the touring committee
and of the good roads committee of the Ameri-
can Automobile Association. Mr. Johnston
drove his SO-horsepower White steamer from
New York to Savannah by a circuitous route,

passing through ten states and covering a total

distance of 2,044 miles.
In ppe-.iking of the trip Mr. Johnston said:

"We started from New York,not with the inten-
tion of doing any sensational stunt, but with the
purpose cf finding a good touring route between
North and South and to do what littie we could
to forward the good roads movement. South of

Louisville the roads were rather rough, but the
going was not particularly severe, except on the
twenty-five mile detour we made from the main
route in order to visit the Mammoth Cave. The
trip from Macon to Savannah was by far the

hardest portion of the journey. The roads are
hardly more than trails through the sand, which
becomes heavier as one nears the coast. But
the principal reason why few automobiles ever
attempt this trip, even at a more propitious time

of the year, is because almost all of the streams

are without bridges. Even those streams which
have bridges must be approached through water,

as the bridges are built only over the deepest

parts. As we made the trip after a season cf
heavy rain it can be imagined that we had to do

some rather sensational fording. Often the

water washed over our big36-inch wheels. Sev-

eral times our burner was extinguished. But

this did not bother us. as we always had a re-

serve supply of steam in our generator suffi-

cient to carry us to terra flrma. We were al-

most three days in making the two hundred

miles between Macon and Savannah, which was

by far the slowest progress we made on any

part of the tour. Our total elapsed time from

New York to Savannah was three weeks and
live days."

Champion Equals His Own Mark in

Race, for ?JO-Yard Title.
C. M. Daniels, champion swimmer from one hun-

dred yards to one mile of the New York Athletic
Club, was the star performer at the swimmingraces
at the New York Athletic Club last night. He won
the 220-yard swim for the Metropolitan A. A. A.U.
championship in the remarkable time of 2:32 3-5,
thereby equalling the record.

This race was the -feature of the evening. Dan-
iels won his first heat with ease in the slow time
of 3:05 3-5. He did not have to exert himself. The
second preliminary heat was won by Karl Schmitt.
cf the College of the City of New York, who was
pushed by N. C. Manley, of the New York Athletic
Club. The final heat saw Daniels, Schmitt, Man-
ley and J. H. Reilly, of the New York Athletic
Club, lined up for the start.

Daniels took the lead with the crack of the pistol
and was never headed. At the first fifty-yard mark
he had a clear lead of five yards and steadily in-
creased it until he was twenty yards ahead. Ap-
parently satisfied with this lead, he did not exert

himself in the last few yards of the race, else there
would have been another record for the distance.
In the handicap plunge for distance, which was

the first event, Daniels was handicapped sixteen
feet, but did not get a place. This event was won
by H. M. Barker, unattached, who had a twelve-
foot handicap. His actual plunge was 64 feet 6
inches. The record is 70 feet. A. D. Smith, unat-
tached, with a handicap of 17 feet, was second, and
N. C. Manley. New York Athletic Club, was third.

The one-hundred-yard novice swim brought out
a big field. Four preliminary heats were raced and
then the winners of these met in the final. C. H.
Herold. unattached, won both his preliminary and
the final and race in good style.

The last event or the evening was the fifty-yard
swim, handicap.
