ceptional), have gained for her a place of some
prominence as an exponent of something that
might be aptly designated as domestic melodrama.

Itis proper to remark that, in achieving publicity,

she has shown herself to be acquainted with the

methods pursued by the French actress lime.

Sarah Bernhardt. She has figured in the nonde-
script fabrics of Mr.Maeterlinck, and she has ap-

peared in foggy drama of Mr. Ibsen. Her theatri-

cal proceedings are bizarre: her style is radically

artificial. As a speaker she seems, at times, to at-

tempt imitation of the golden voice of Ellen Terry.

As Zlectra she pervades the stage, posing, gesticu-

lating, pouring forth an endless stream of lachry-

mose loquacity, and seeming to be akind of human

exotic. She wears a short dress, of blue-black
color, upon which many patches have been sewn,

to indicate squalor, and likewise she wears a black
veil, which, from time to time, she wreathes about

her head, so that she can raise and extend it and
glare from beneath it. emitting strange sounds.

Her arms and shoulders,— remarkably solid, for a
female supposed to be emaciated with suffering.—

are bare and brilliantly white. The display is
very curious and eccentric; never in the least sym-

pathetic or impressive. The elocution Is queer;
sometimes unintelligible. The merit of the per-

formance la In power of continuity. Mr?. Campbell

is at her best in the delivery of the longer speech

to Clytemnestra, the mother of Electra. On Tues-
day night the value of her extensive professional
experience was shown in her resolute persistence

in several speeches of .which she was not quite

sure and in her inveterate exertion of technical
authority. Mrs. Beeroohm-Tree favors the public

with an Image of the conventional tragedy-queen,

using long strides and looking unutterable things.

Her performance has "been somewhat admired.
Thus doctors disagree. The production of this
Greek-German-English "Electra" may be a sublime

achievement. Itlooks very much like an elaborate
exposition •of high-stepping nonsense. However,

there It Is, at the Garden Theatre; and the votaries
of JEschylus, Euripides, Sophocles, Herr Hoefman-
thal. Mr! Arthur Symons. Mrs. Patrick Campbell,

and Mrs. Beerbohm-Tree can find itand enjoy it;—

that is. they can enjoy it if the performance is

more expeditious than it was on the opening night.

The curtain, on that occasion, did not rise till a

few minutes before & o'clock (It having been of-
ficially announced that it would rise at 8:15), and
there was a wait of about three-quarters of an
hour between the first play, a silly thing called

"The Flower of Yamato." and the second play,
"Electra," Both plays, furthermore, were acted

with needless and exasperating: deliberation. The

final curtain fell a little after 11. The two plays

could have been acted within about two hours, for,

thank Heaven, they are not long. Various reasons
have been assigned to explain the tedious languor

of the opening performance: perhaps the proverb
explains it—"Procrastination is the thief of time."

GARRICK THEATRE.
At the Garrick Theatre Mr. George M. Cohan's
