WALKS IXTO ACID VAT.

Governor Addresses Albany Count
Republican Organization.

Albany, Feb. 19.—Governor Hughes was the
principal speaker at the eleventh annual dinner
of the Albany County Republican organization,
at which State Committeeman "William Barnes,
jr.. acted as toastmastcr. in introducing Gov-
ernor Hughe?, Mr. Barnes contrasted his course
as Governor with that of two other Governors,
cne of each party, whom he did not name, who,
he said! had tried to combine the office of Gov-
ernor with that of political manager.

"The present Governor," said Mr.Barnes, "has
absolutely maintained the dignity of bis office,
and has had nothing to do with political man-
agement."

Governor Hughes was enthusiastically wel-
comed and frequently interrupted by applause.
Among other things he said:
Ihave not expected any member of the Leg-

Isiat'jre, or any man in party leadership, to
swerve hy a hair's breadto from his own honest
conviction, but Ihave expected that he would
adhor^ to his own honest convictfon. Ihave
expected that all citizens would do the like.
Iam well a'.var- that Iwas regarded as one

who bad become Governor by "climbing- up some
other way." Iknew that men were saying,
"How !..ne- is this thing going to last? Is" this
straight goods T have steadfastly sought two
things, and that they should become known:
First, absolute abstention from any effort to
create or foster factional disturbance; second.
In r.o event to use executive power to further
personnl aims.
Iknew that the worst that c.->uld happen would

be that I-should go back to the profession that
Ilove and to the earning of the livelihood of
which Iwas SOT inneed.

The Governor honored President Roosevelt,
amid cheers, for his part in furthering the
progress of the nation, and he declared that
"the only thing that can damage the Republican
party is failure to realize the ideals of the
party. All you need is to support ever] man
who tries to do his duty to the people. Iask
nothing for myself; Ihave never ask^d any
man in tb:.-= administration to do anything for
myself, and Ido not ask it now."

; Up Glaring Wrongs. .

The special committee of the Republican

from an unquestionable source thai the report
will throw some strong light into the election
methods that have held heretofore. The com-

Inmaking its investigations. The Tribune learns
that the. committee confined itself almost wholly

to the fake ballot as distinguished from the
purchased ballot Members of the committee
believed ... ...ballot cast
by a voter who had absolutely no right to do
so, was more harmful than that cast for either
one candidate or tho other, according to the
side from which he received his money.

A man in close touch with the election ma-
chinery in this city, although not connected with
the county committee, pointed out last night

that the- number of "faked** ballots had in-
creased tremendously, while the number of pur-
chased ballots had decreased, due to the voters

coming more intelligent. The number of
"fake" ballot had increased, he said, because
of the tremendous growth of population making
identification more difficult each year.

The report will point out that a. common plan <

of voting the Boaters is to furnish each lodging-

house keeper or other herder of the floating
tribe with a list of names of ballot thieves. This
is memorized by the shepherd of the motley
flock and can be recited glibly if he is ap-

. proached by an inspector. The same list is
usually furnished to any given lodging house
each year. While the chief vote fraud evil has
Its foots in the lodging bouses, the number of
"faked" ballots furnished by owners of private
houses and even Oats, voted often by men who
never slept in them, is tremendous.

REMEDIES TO BE SUGGESTED.

In this line every voter willbe required

to sign his name, ostensibly simply to swear to

the truth of his statements, but actually to fur-

nish a means of identifying him with the man

Government To Be Prepared for
Any Emergency.

Washington, Feb. IJ>.

Serious industrial dis-
putes in prospect were in the mind of Presi-
dent Roosevelt when he wrote a letter to the
Interstate Commerce Commission yesterday!
which was made public to-day. He says that in-
formation ha.s reached him that on account • f
the enactment of drastic laws by the Congress
and by various state legislatures it is regarded
•as nei-eb?ary by 'railroad companies to reduce
the pay of employes. He. point* out that under
tiie law either party may demand the services
of the chairman of the Interstate Commerce
Commission and of the Commissioner of Labor
as a board of conciliation. He sug-gost'=. there-
fore, that the Interstate Commerce Commission
make such an investigation as will enable it to

furnish data concerning wage conditions on va-
rious railroads, as may relate, directly or indi-
rectly, to the possibly impending controversy.

The full text of the resident's letter follo-v><:

The White Houst-.
Washington, February is, 1908.

To the Interstate Commerce Commission:
Iam informed that a number of railroad com-panies have served notice of a proposed reduc-

tion of wages on their employes. One <>f them,
the Louisville & Nashville, in announcing the
reduction; states that "the drastic laws inimical
to the ceres of the railroads that have in the
past year or two been enacted by Congress and
the state If-erislatures" are 'largely or chiefly
responsible for the conditions requiring the re-
duction.

Under such circumstances it is possible that
the public may soon be confronted by serious| industrial disputes, and the law provides that
in such case either party ma] demand the
services of your chairman and of the Commis-
sioner of Labor as a board of mediation and
conoiliati'>n. These reductions in wages may be
