BillIntroduced by Senator Knox to Carry

Out Ideas of Postmaster General.
Washington, Feb. Senator Knox to-day Intro-

duced \u25a0 bill to establish a system of postal sav-

ings banks. The bill embodies the plan outlined
by the Postmaster General in bis annual report and
which he hue advocated in public addresses as
being calculated to . -. mtragi economy and thrift

and to afford „ place of deposit free from any pos-

sibility of doubt or suspicion for vast sums of
money which might be otherwise hoarded and kept

out of circulation through Ignorance or lack of con-

fidence. The Milauthorizes the I'ostmaster General

tc establish a S3 SBeaa of postal savings banks com-
posed of such money order offices as he nay desig-

nate for that purpose.
Ts;e bUI provides that such postal savings banks

shall receive deposits of money in even dollars,

with $1 as a minimum, and postmasters are re-
paired to make daily reports to the Postmaster
General, who will forward to the nepositor a writ-

ten acknowledgment of Its receipt. Interest at tho
rate of - per cent ii1* r annum is allowed depositors,

r>nd the PoM master General la authorised to place

the money deposited la postal savings banks ha
national banks :it \u25a0 rate of interest satisfai tory to
the Secretary of the Treasury. Withdrawals of
deposits may be made at any time, subject to cer-
tain regulations. The tin carries an appropriation
of $lr«V-«»ilr«V-«»i to giv«=. it. •;;•-<I

Comparison of It with Aidrich Bill

to Disadvantage of Latter.
[From Th' Tribune Bureau]

Washington. Feb. l«—A comparison of the Al-

drich and Fowler currency bills by Charles A,

Conant Lymas J. Gage and Joseph French John-

ston head of the New York School of Commerce,

at a hearing before the House Committee on Bank-
ing and Currency to-day, was decidedly unfavor-

able to the former measure and gave the advocates

of Representative Fowler's scheme renewed hope.

The Aldrich bill was severely criticised by each of

the speakers, as was the present financial system

of the country. Each advised a radical change,

and protested against a. "makeshift safeguard" to

allay-"panic?, when 'the real hope of the country

lies in the establishment of a sound currency

basis."
Mr. Conant took the ground that the present Con-

gress bad more than a currency problem on its
bands, and one which demanded a readjustment of
tlie entire financial system with a view toward
flexibilityand adaptability. He said that these ends

were attained In the Fowler bill, and that the pas-

sage of that measure would be a Ion? step in th«
rlgnl direction. He quoted portions of the recent

speecb Of Mr. Aidrich. in which the Senator from

Rhode Isslaiid spoke of the general demand for re-
form hi banking methods, and explained the danger

of expansion and Inflation. Mr. Conant Insisted
that the Fowler bill anticipates these evils, while

the Aidrich bill does not correct them.
He expressed the conviction that the Fowlt bill

meets most of the difficulties of the. present sys-

tem and establishes a currency plan which would

be a cohesive whole, besides Inducing co-ordina-
tion and mutuality among banks. Speaking of the
panic, Mr. Conant said it was caused by a tre-

mendous expansion of loans upon security, and he

expressed the opinion that -the official? of the

Knickerbocker Trust Company were guilty of a
criminal violation of the banking laws by accept-

ing securities of a doubtful value and Riving a
premise to pay depositors on demand. He pointed

out that a shrinkage in property values of more
than five billions gave ample evidence that too
much money had been loaned on bad securities.
He also contended that the crash should have
been worse under our present system, and said
that the one thing which saved the country from
an overwhelming stringency was the fact that the
people knew the government would pay its obliga-

tions in gold. Mr. Conant argued that the pro-
visions of the Aldrich bill would only apply when
the country was in a terrible panic, because of the
6 per cent tax. and he said that the proposed <x-
tension of the bond secured currency was worse
than any measure ever proposed by a South Ameri-
can dictator.

FOWLER BILL PRAISED.

TO AMENDALDRICHBILL

Senator Johnston's Suggestion Com-

mands Itself to Sponsor of Measure.
[From The Tribune Buieaii.]

Washington, Feb. 19.—Senator Johnston, of Ala-

bama, made a speech in the Senate to-day on the

Aldrich bill, in th* course of which he offered an

amendment providing- that the banks innon-reserve
cities shall be required to maintain reserves of

not less than 15 per cent, of which 10 per cent

shall be retained la their own vaults, of which at

least half must be in gold or lawful money and
the other half may consist of the securities which,

under Section 2 of the Aldrich bill,are prescribed

as th» basis for emergency currency.

Under the existing law the banks in non-reserve
cities ate required to maintain a reserve of 15 per

cent, but need retain only » per cent in their own

vaults. The Aldrich bill, a* originally Introduced,

provided that hereafter banks must retain M per

cent thatviS to say. two-thirds of .their reserves,

in their own vaults. This was stricken out in ccni-

mfttee because of th« opposition of the minority.

Mr. Talla-

ferro indicated to-day, however, that he would not

Oppose the JojUMtOSi amendment.
It is entirely likely that Senator AMrich. who is

in charge of the bill which bears his name, will

accept the Johnston amendment, as it appeals to

the .Senator fro-n Rhode Island as wise legislation.

Were the banks permitted to retain one-third of

their reserves in the prescribed securities their re-
turn therefrom would he. larger—probably 4 per cent

—than it is from that portion* deposited in the
banks in reserve cities, on which they receive only

2 per cent. The banks would be able to convert

such securities into cash at any time or could

hypothecate them with the Treasury in the event

of an emergency and receive 90 per cent of their
value In national bank currency, so that such a
provision v.ould prove an incentive to the banks to

invest a portion of their reserves in such securities.

There are many Democratic Senators who favor

the Johnston amendment, and its adoption would
doubtless result in enlisting considerable Demo-
cratic support for the bill.

There has been some disposition to criticise the

reluctance of the Senator froia Rhode Island to

press his measure and the disposition of the de-

bate to drag. The fact is. however, that the bill is
gaining strength dally, and Mr. Aldrich is too wise

a leader to press the matter so lons as such la tiie

case. The more Senators investigate the situation

the more convinced they become that this is the

only remedial financial legislation which can be

enacted at this session and the less willingare they

to assume the risk of adjourning without enacting

any mnisnrn which would serve to obviate such a

stringency as the country has recently experienced.

Senator Nelson will before long speak in support

of !is amendment requiring that the government
guarantee the deposits in all national banks, an

Iamendment which may find some support among:

Republican Senators. Senator Paynter, of Ken-

tucky on the other hand, will speak against the

amendment, as under the constitution of his state

Further checks in the
handling of this feature in operation willbe put

In the laws, such as providing for an inspector

of opposite political faith to the one who asked

the questions originally, who shall repeal then
on Election Day. If the voter is not illiterate
It willundoubtedly be provided that a compari-

son of the signatures made on registration and

election days shall be permitted to all watchers.

TO INCREASE SUPERINTENDENT'S POWER
It has also been found that it will be wise

to increase the powers and the appropriation of

the Superintendent of Elections for this district.
Among these increased powers will be that to
required tho owner or lessee of any dwelling to

furnish him with a list of the men living there.
He may compel the owner to Inform him when
any one of them moves away. Failure to do

this will be made a misdemeanor, incurring a
penalty of $230. and in the case of two convic-
tions subject to both fine and imprisonment.

If the owner or lessee is guilty of fraud in

his dealings with the Superintendent of Elec-
tions he shall be subject to a penalty of $1,000.

and this may be recovered in a civil action, and
the leasehold may be sold to satisfy the claim.

One of the important provisions that will prob-

ably appear In the new laws is that election

districts shall be reduced from 500 to 400 voters

to facilitate identification.

One of the most illuminating samples of a

"gentleman" vote pirate upon the political high

seas was that of a physician in good standing

in this borough who was looking for an appoint-

ment from Tammany Hall. Th« residents of hla
home were his father and brother, but he al-

lowed four ballot thieves to register from Us

number.

It may aaaUy be seen that such a highly or-

ganized system of rascality requires the organ-

izing ability of a man of brains, if not of
scruples, and such men have been found en-

paged in the "business."' Itis stated on excellent

authority that ifit were possible to divulge th*

names of the chief vote pirates In this city the
list would include some of the best known
politicians in Tammany Hall. These, however,

while they furnish the brains back of the
schemes, always work through trusted lieuten-
ants, and their hands are never shown to any

one but one man.

that in hundreds of instances the names of boa»

fide voters were seized upon by vote pirates, and

when the real elector came to cast his ballot he
found that he had been made to walk the plank,

so far as his franchise was concerned.
It has been discovered that there are many

men In this city who do nothing but roll in lux-
ury nine months out of the year, visit the race-
tracks, patronize Broadway restaurants and be
general good fellows about town on the money

they "earn" in th« three months around elec-

tion time. They have as complete a system of
organizing bands of floaters as has Farley, the

strike breaker, of breaking strikes.
FROFIT IN THE BUSINESS.

At least one individual who stands high in

the opinion of a political organization not far
from 14th street bought a new automobile the

week following election last year and set him-
self up in tha business of a bookmaker at the
racetracks, on the money he made from organ-

izinjc a large hand of floaters in a district near

the Bowery. Itwas found that so openly do the
ballot pirates work that a. layman could go into

one of a couple of hundred polling: places and

by following any one of a majority of the voters

see him voting again and again, consulting as he

left each voting place- a printed list of other

polling places, followed by tho waase he was to

vote on.
