MURDER AND 31 ROBBERIES CHARGED.

Detectives Who Arrested James A. Baker Say
He Made Confession to Them.

Charged thirty-one postoffice robberies
and the murder of E. Y. Hutchinson, postmaster
at Clarington, West Va., who was found dead in
the ruins of the burned postoffice on December
29 last, James A. aker, whose real name is
believed to be Nicholson, of Columbus, Ohio,
who was arrested in the General Postoffice here
after he had received letter addressed to R.
G. Neal, was remanded yesterday to the Tombs
under £5,000 bail for trial on March 2.

According to detectives who, with E. L. Kin-
caid, postoffice inspector, arrested Baker, the
prisoner confessed to the robberies and told of
the Hutchinson murder when he was taken to
Police Headquarters. It is said that he became
a road agent after he separated from his wife,
and that he was connected with “Fuzzy"” Rugan
and Joseph Kelly, who are known as “yegs-
men He also is reported to have taken part
in the Hatfield-McCoy feuds. Baker saigd his
wife lives in Pittsburg, but no trace of her was
found.
