Daily Sun,” which says in part:

Most ¢f the men who are closest to the summer
laseball question think .t Is not worth all of the
rumpus that is kicked up over it; byt, on the other
hand, whether or no there Is any real evil in it for
the men with good intentions, they may as well
be professionals of the deepest dye as to enjoy the
reputation. 1t also reflects on the good name of
the university, and as such had better not exist,
even despite.its advantages. The abolition of the
summer baseball player from the Cornell nine will
mean that some of the plavers at least will have to
do a certain amount of fall work or obtain their
additional experience in some other way. The chief
value of summer baseball for a college man lles
in the amount of real baseball wisdom he can pick
up from men who know more about the game than
he docs, while the man who is a star at college
has to be a teacher or an example and learns little
from the other men on the team. In this matter,
as ip many others in intercollegiate sport, Cornell
has taken a step which can only be applauded. She
has once more demonstrated that she is in “sport
for sport’s sake.” In fact, the university has gone
one notch higher up than the decision of the Brown
conference. For not only are athletes rendered in-
eligible when they receive remuneration for par-
ticipation in any branch of sport, but also when
they compete on any team other than college or
school teams. This action is a step in advance of
present conditions in the college world, and one
which must sooner or later be followed by other
universities. It is a step which should have the
support of every fair-minded college undergraduate
the country over.

There are rules against summer baseball play-
ing at most of the colleges and universities, but
it has been almost impossible to enforce .them.
The story is told of a college man who played
on a semi-professional team during a certain
summer “without pay,” as was said. He was
not paid for playing baseball, b.ut each week the
manager of the team would bet him $20 that he
could not jump over a chair, and, of course, the
player always won the bet. So much for an
evasion, of which many other examples couid
be given, of the rule against receiving remuner-
ation or consideration for services as a player.
It will be hard to evade the rules adopted at
Cornell.

The action of the authorities at the Naval
Academy in refusing permission for the crew
to accept the invitation to row in the intercolle-
giate regatta at Poughkeepsie this year, as ex-
clusively told in The Tribune last week, is cause
for regret among those interested in the sport.
It seems a pity that the Navy crew, which did
so well in finishing third last year, should not
have another chance to measure its strength
with Cornell, Columbia, Pennsylvania and the
other crews which will row on the Hudson this
year.

Statenent ilade Public Showing
Anti-Racetrack Gambling Support.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Albany, Feb. 23, —Communlications from citizens in
all parts of the state, and copies of resolutions
from organizations of citizens supporting Governor
Hughes's attitude on the abolition of racetrack
gambling, are pouring into the executive chamber
daily. Especially notable, as shown in a statement
made public at the executive chamber to-day is the
attitude of farmers and agricultural socleties, in
view of the fact that the county falr organizations
are arguing that they will be likely to lose money
if the Agnew-Hart bills are passed. This state-
ment was as follows:

Many organizations of citizens throughout the
stute have indorsed Governor Hughes's recom-
mendation to the gislature embodied in the bills
introduced by e B. Agnew in the Senate and
by Merwin K. Hart in the Assembly, for the aboli-
tion of racetrack gambling. Pract}cnlly the

The State Grange, with a membership of seventy-
seven thousand farmers, divided into local granges
all over the state, at its meeting at Hornell on
February 7 adopted the following resolution:.

DEFENDS OLD SUNOL.

Some Records of Thoroughbred
Blood in Great Trotters.

A letter from W. W. Shuit, who for twenty years
has been the superintendent of the breeding farm
for trotters and pacers of John H. Shuits, has been
sent to I. W. Hill, chairman of the Senate Com-
mittee on Codes at Albany.

It is in answer to a statement made by one of
those who argued for the Agnew-Hart bill at a
hearing before the Codes Committee at Albany on
Wednesday, in which a statement was made about
the so-called value of a trotting mare. The speaker
did not mention the name of the horse at the time,
but later referred to Sunol. The impression has
been given by what he said that Sunol had seold
for a fancy price, and later for a song, but did not
mention the age of the trotter at the different times
Mr. Shuit in his letter writes as follows:

Her next, Herr Ax-
worthy, Is pow a three-year-old. Last year as a
two-year-old he could trot a mile better taan

injury that laid him up for three months. Her
youngest foal now is a yearling. and has all the
earmarks of a great trotter. Sunol was sold in
November, 1907, for $#00, when she was twenty-
one years old, without any certainty of her being
with foal. These three living foals of Sunol wiil
undoubtedly get fast records and become famous.
The real foundation of the trotting familles that
have survived the test of time is based on
the thoroughbred, and most all of our great cham-
plons have the thoroughbred blood close up in
their pedigrees.
