MAY CALL OX STATE ATD

Studio To Be Built Here for Pro-
ducing Foreign City Scenes.

Following- a dispute over motion picture machine
patents, the Edison Manufacturing Company and
the American Matoscope and Btograpb Company
have entered into a competition which willaffect

the entire moving- picture industry in this country.
It is said that Che two concerns have the back-
ing- of foreijm film manufacturers who yearly im-
rort from $10,000,000 to $12,000,000 worth of Olma 'or
the picture machines. Xot only are the large film
manufacturing concerns affected, but the combina-
tions, will include all the renting companies which
deliver the movtns picture films io the show places.

According- to tbe American Mutoscope and Blo-
graph Company, the Edison BCanufactnring Com-
pany began the organization of the tilm renter*
when it had rmed a combination with the French
Sim manufacturers, Pathe et FVeres. whose
studio is considered one of the largest abroad. Th«
renters were then enlisted and after several other
manufacturers had joined the Edison Manufactur-
ing Company it was announced that the films
would all b« rented through the combination. It la
said that an attempt was made to corner the raw
films, but this plan failed as one of the camera

-•\u25a0ms which manufactures nearly all the films in
use refused to bo aj'ied with either combination.

When the film renters joined the Edison organi-
zation, the American Mutoscopei and Bioerraph
Company entered, into an association with XlesFr-<.
