Ihave had enough of running a shop for my-

self."
•But," said the man who was the last to leave

the whisker elimination emporium, "you've grot

a good trade here and must be making many

times over each week what you could command
as a common wielder of the shears and razor."

"Yes, that is all right, but there isn't a man
working:for me who doesn't come out with more
than Ido at the end of Urn month. I've all the
expenses of this place to pay and there is a

mighty little margin left for me. just about good

wages, without the tips"
—

"But," pelstated the man who was taking his

time getting Into his overcoat, "you don't ex-

pect tips: you always Indicate by your manner
that the boss barber Is above that."

That
is what has driven so many men to manipula-

ting the razor themselves. It brings the cost of

a clean face too high, yetIdon't feel thatIdare

put up a sign saying 'No tipping here." Iknow

that my men would be looking soon for another
place to work, though it is a fact that the shops

that do this are able by the payment of a bit

more in salaries to get first class barbers, but I
am in an expensive district and Icould not af-
ford to give my men more money."

Another master barber took an entirely dif-

ferent view of the question when he said: "Yes,

Iencourage tipping. It results in better work.
Ifthe men cannot afford it they can go to places

where it is not permitted. Probably several of

my men, including; then* tips, make more money

each month than Ido, but that is all right I

am satisfied, and there are enough persons who
desire our services to make it worth my while.
The more money my men make the better sat-
isfied they are to continue working for me, no

matter whether it is the wages Ipay them or

the tips they are able to get through working in
my shop."

But the boss barbers agree that the men who
have frequent need of their establishments are
looking into the question more and more of

patronizing non-tipping places or waiting for the

boss in the other kind of shops. The "tipping

evil" bids fair to solve itself, in so far as it re-
fers to barber shops, in time.
