TWO STH AYE. TITLES TRANSFERRED.
Mr«. MargarPt O. Sa(?«. widow of Russell Sag*, took

title yesterday to No. CO-4 r.th aye.. a four story dwelling

The ex-
pressed consideration was $400,000.

As to its reason for opposing the Saxe bill the
association says:

There are three objections to the Saxe bill which
may be mentioned: illIt is bad in principle; (2) If
it could be enforced it would be disastrous to the
real estate business in this city, and (3) it cannot
accomplish the object for which it has been pre-
pared.

(1)If the consideration of real estate transfers
must be disclosed, the consideration or soiling
price of personalty should also be required to be
disclosed, and not only should consumers be com-
pelled to declare under oath what they have paid
for clothes, household necessaries and the like, but
the dealer who sold them such articles should 'be
required to disclose what he paid for the same.
The logical result of such a system of disclosure
would be to vest in municipal employes the power
to investigate the profit- ot all business carried
on in the community. The association does no!
believe that the people of this city and of this
state want to stand for any such principle as that.

(2) If the law could be enforced the assessed
value of real estate would suffer a decrease in-
Etead of an Increase, for with public or sf-mi-
pttblic statements of profits real estate business
would languish, and with diminished activity values
would decline.

tXiThe consideration of a real estate transfer, as
required by this bill to be stated, is not the proper
criterion of its value in very many instances.
This may seem paradoxical, but a consideration
of the following statement of B. Ayinar Sandn,
which appeared In a late issue of "The Real Es-
tate Record and Guide." will convince the fair
minded that such is the fact:

"The mere Insertion In th" deeds of the actual
consideration paid in each case will often be mis-
leading and work an injustice to the owners of ad-
Joining property if properties are assessed upon
the basis of srch Bales. A number of classes of
eases occur to my mind in which the actual con-
siderations which would be expressed in the deeds
under this law do not represent the true value of
the property. Iwill, for convenience, divide these
cases into classes:

"First Cases where a builder assembles a par-
cel of lots or several buildings for the purpose
of a large improvement; the purchaser in s-uch
case will buy several of the lots or houses at a,
low or reasonable figure, and then to complete his
blot he will buy the remaining piece from a re-
luctant vender at an excessive price. The con-
sideration expressed in the last deed might be
construed by the tax assessors as the controlling
consideration, and all values of similar property
In that locality might be assessed on that basis,
which would be unreasonably high.

"Second— The plaintiffs at foreclosure sales pur-
chase property at much below its actual value; the
public, knowing; from the advertised notice of tale
that the property is encumbered up to or above
Its real value, and that the plaintiffs will protect
their interests up to the amount due, do not en-
ter the bidding. Ihave in mind a case where the
property in question sold a year ago for 522.6 M
and was recently bid in by the plaintiff in fore-
closure for JK.OOO, the amount due being about
$14,000. There was no competition at that sale, and
if$1,000 had been bid by the plaintiff for the prop-
erty it would probably have been knocked down
to him at that figure.

"Tl.lrd—Trades or exchanges. Inthe-=*» ruses both
parties are likely to have enhanced ideas of tho

values of their respective properties, and the deeds
fallowing such contracts of exchange contain con-
siderations in excess of the real value.

"Fourth—Purchases made for special reasons by
corporations or individuals who require special
rites or special plots, paying for such reasons ex-
eesslve considerations. We may also place In the
same class purchases by persons who are ignorant
or indifferent as to the actual value."

DECREASE IN MORTGAGES.
A statement In regard to the mortg-ape situation

was Issued yesterday by the Title Guarantee and Trust

Company. It la as follows: "There was a derided

falling off last week in the amount of mortgages re-
corded both in New York and In Long Island. The
amount of mortgages placed on record last week In

New York County seemed largo on account of the

$4,000,000 raortfrnge which was given by the Hudson

Navigation Company to the Union Trust Company, of

Albany, but that had no bearing on the real mortgage
statistics of the week, which were somewhat dis-

couraging. Our sales of New York mortgages have

been small, but the sales of Brooklyn continue some-
what above the average."

The purpose of this bill is to afford tax as-
sessors a basis for a proper assessment of real
estate in this city. The Allied Real Kstate In-
terests favors any method whicn will result in a
proper assessment of real property, particularly
in view of the fact that assessments In some
parts of the city are altogether too low at pres-
ent. An increase in real estate assessments
will go far toward giving New York the addi-
tional debt margin which Is necessary for the
construction of su'w;iys.

So Allied Heal Extate Interests Is
Against the Measure.

The directors of the Allied Real Estate Inter-
ests of this state have unanimously voted to
oppose the Saxe bill requiring the consideration
of real estate transfers to be stated. This bill
provides that every deed .or "conveyance re-
corded in the counties of New York, Kings,

Queens and Richmond on and after July 1, 100S,
shall contain an affidavit by the grantor "set-
ting forth the true money consideration therefor
and the estimated value of any property given

in exchange." There is a further provision
that in lieu of such an affidavit in the convey-

ance an affidavit of substantially the same form
shall be filed in the office of the Department of
Taxes and Assessments, and "such affidavit shall
be for the use of the Department of Taxes and
Assessments only and shall not be open to pub-
lic inspection." A penalty not exceeding £'_'<X)
is imposed for failure to observe the provisions

of this law.

Mr.Bmttf. '.;>•.n>,'
principal stockholder in the hotel company and
also a broker, assumed that ho was the person
moant. although in the affidavits filed by the pris-
eaten no mention >>i his name was made.

Mr. Baton, who is connected with Raymond,
Pynchon & Co.. brokers, of No. 11l Broadway, said:

"i am one of the principal stockholders la the
Ampersand Hotel Company, and assume that lam
the broker referred to in this morning's papers.
That the fire was purely accidental Ihave not the
slightest doubt. Bo far as it is intimated that some
one was employed by me to set fire to the place,
that is absurd. 1 am the greatest loser by the lire.

"The total value of property destroyed was
S:23.<«»> and the total insurance was only$09,000. Upon
the insurance money there were two claims, both
l"rior to those of the stockholders. The Mutual Life
Insurance Company had a PS.«« mortgage on the
property and there was a second mortgage of
$«0.000. This brings the incumbrances up to $95,000,
and. with an insurance of $33,0t». left H.OOQ for th»)
stockholders. A club had planned to buy the
property and pay nw.ejf, which would have left
$i<'.<*»J over and aboveboard. This is another proof
taat the charges are absurd. As far as Van Dor
"V\ all is concerned, he was tor many years bar-
ber an.i chiropodist at the hotel, but left it two
years ago. If he was In the neighborhood of the
hotel it was on no business of mine. Suit has
already been begun against the Insurance compa-
nies, which have failed to pay their losses. The loss
is an absolutely hon^t loss and the charges of in-
cendiarism are only an excuse for non-payment."
