"Iam astounded," said Mr. Latson. "that tha
sincere efforts of these depositors and stock-
holders to get back their money should be met
by this team play between the Attorney Gen-
eral and the receiver. Last week we were told
the Attorney General •wanted to build up, but
until now we never knew his real attitude. His
efforts are not consistent and do not conform to
thf dignity of hLs high office."

Mr. Latson reviewed the reorganization in de-
tail, and in conclusion appealed for reorganiza-
tion on behalf of depositors' who were suffering
because their money was tied up, and who were
working hard for rehabilitation.

Mr. Killeen, counsel for the receiver, charged
the bank was to be opened on affidavits instead
of cash, and declared that the present directors
were responsible for the company's condition.
Justice Betts reserved decision.

Replying to the statement of Deputy Attor-
ney General Cloonan and counsel for receiver,
Mr. Latson, of counsel for the depositors, said
that the reorganlzers had not been entirely con-
fidential because the banks offering accommo-
dation had so insisted.

On behalf of the temporary receiver, Mr.Mul-
hall. his counsel, Mr. Killeen, submitted a report

to the court of the company's condition on
March 5, by which it appears the assets are
52,8.^,000 and liabilities are $3,415,000. Ther?
Is shown also a shrinkage of assets from book

values to receivers' \-alues, particularly In real
estate, bonds and mortgages, demand loans,

time loans and bills purchased. Among the
facts promised by Mr. Killeen to be divulged on
the trial of the Jenkins indictments are that in
many reports the company falsely stated the
amount of cash on hand, ranging from a $100,-

<»O0 shortage in the first report, in1905, to $300.-
000 at Its last report before suspension. Also
that a loan for $10,000, which was later in-
creased, was made to the bank's Janitor, who re-
ceived $~)~> a month. These revelations, he said,

tended to destroy confidence.

No agreements with other banks regarding
lianklnp accommodations, or by which the pro-

posed voting trust would become effective, was
shown, he said, although the Attorney General
was entitled to know these facts, Ina confidential
capacity if they could not be made public.

Resumption on the proposed chaotlo plan, he
said, would send the institution back to the men

Most Important, said Mr. Cloonan. was the
recommendation that all the directors Involved
In the Jenkins transactions, for which various
members of the Jenkins family have been in-

directorate, although the reorganlzers claimed to

have their resignations. But there was no proof

that these resignations would become effective,

said Mr. Cloonan.

Those Not Absolutely Trustworthy.
In reply to charges published recently that Swiss

g-uides In the Alps have almost made a practice of
robbing and murdering American tourists, H P.

PomiH-r. the official representative In this country

of the railroad department of the Swiss govern-
ment, made public yestcTflajr the result of an in-
