PROMOTION AFTER RETIREMENT. — The
Navy Department has taken a firm stand against
the legislation which proposes to promote retired
officers. The policy of the department is in the
other direction—that retired officers shall not be
employed on active duty—and they are being re-
lieved from duty as rapidly as It is found
possible to obtaln active officers to fill their niaces,
Some of the retired officers who have been em-
ployed on active duty are now seeking to be pro-
maoted.
