HELD FOU PLAZA THEFT.

Accident to Motor Car on Trip from
Madrid to Toledo.

Toledo, Spain, March IT.

King Alfonso, who
arrived in this city to-day, has added another
escape from injury to his already long list of
such occurrences. The automobile in which his
majesty was driving narrowly escaped collision
with another machine occupied by members of

the royal party. The second car was wrecked,

and the four occupants were slightly injured.

The King came to Toledo on a visit from
Madrid. He was accompanied byPrince Kiniyoshl

Kuni, a cousin of the Emperor of Japan; Gen-

eral Primo-Kivera, the Spanish Minister of War,

and other officials. The party entered this city

in automobiles. On the outskirts of Toledo one
of the cars, carrying four army.officers-, who
were acting as aids to King Alfonso and Prince
Kuni, suddenly became unmanageable and
dashed to the side of the road. It narrowly

escaped wrecking the car in which his majesty

was riding. It then struck a tree and was over-
turned and the four occupants were thrown out.
King Alfonso and Prince Kuni alighted and
went to the rescue of the men in the over-
turned car.

KING ALFONSO'S ESCAPE.

tained yesterday, but that he had a good night

and takes his nourishment well.
The general anxiety is shown by the constant

stream of inquirers at the Premier's house in
Downing street. The fact that Queen Alex-
andra and the Empress Dowager of Russia
called this afternoon at his residence shows

that the illness of the patient is more critical
than the bulletins indicate. Until to-day the
Queen had sent an equerry to inquire concern-
ing Sir Henry's condition.
