Plea for Courses in Trades in Public

School System.
To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: At present, as we are studying by object
iessons and expert testimony the problem of con-
ppstion and how to ameliorate its evils, is it not
fitting to consider some details of the preat school
problem? It the rent question is a vital one. so.
also, it seems to me, is the necessity of injecting
into our public school system manual training
\u25a0with an avocational purpose. More trade schools
we must have, for in the city we have 14- •• trirl
factory hands who are all handicapped at the start
by the lack of just such a training.

Four-fifths of the graduates of our public schools
fro into trades, starting at the age of fourteen, and
yet in all our city's public schools then are but
•eight, Ithink, that have any courses of industrial
or trade instruction, such as sewing, dressmaking
and embroidering, designing costumes and book
covers, typesetting, printing, typewritingand book-
binding.

And this is as nothing compared to the demand
'or skilled labor, which has mver been so great as
now.
In the Manhattan Trade School for Girls iknow.
