THE PASSION. IN PAINT-
INGS AND MUSIC.

Bach’'s “Passion According to St. Matthew,”
which the Oratorio Soclety is to sing on Thursday
evening, April 16, at Carnegie Hall, for the first
time in thirteen years, has been declared by au-
thoritative writers to be the culmination of Prot-
estant Church music. Some have gone further and
ranked this musical exposition of the sacred
tragedy as equal in beauty and eloguence to any
of the numerous presentations of the subject in
the other arts. The Crucifixion and the events
immediately preceding It have '‘been =et forth
{nnumerable times in painting and sculpture, as well
as in music. Most often artists have chosen sin-
gle incidents from the tremendous drama of the
final day of Christ's eartaly life; there have been,
however, many important serial embodiments of
the progress from Gethsemane to the Cross. As
the arts of sculpture and painting developed earlier
than music, it 15 the walls of catacombs and

the results of original research to communicate,
Professor Pratt at the outset relinquishes any
claim to discovery, but nevertheless his work,

which he calls a handbook and guide for students,
is fully justified by its simplicity and comprehen-
siveness of arrangement and its wisdom and di
rectness of thought and statement. Professor Pratt
goes at the matter in accord with modern scientific
notions: his book has an encyclop@dic quality that
renders it easy for names, periods
and topics. Instruments, old and modern, are suc-
cinetly described, and in many cases {llustrated by
drawings—one of the features of this history is its
emphasis of the important part played in musie's
development by the mechanical improvement of
muslical Instruments.

Another proof of Professor Pratt's admirable
qualifications as a historian ‘s his frequent refer-
ence to political or social conditions contemporary
with the musical periods under study He corre-
lates musical progress with other forms of world
progress, instead of regarding muslc as an isrolated
phenomenon. In fact his aim has been to lay
stress on the democracy of the art. “Music,” he
remarks, “‘has become what it is not by the mirac-
ulous !ntervention of a score or so of ‘great com-
posers,” but by the irresistible momentum of large
intellectual and emotional forces that take hold of
nations, periods and classes of mind.”” This is not,
of course, to lessen the glory or influence of g=nius,
but to set facts and tendencies in their proper re-
Jations. And again, Professor Pratt looks forward
to a further bringing together of art and the peo-
ple—*“when music shall be the delight, the inspira-
tion and the spiritual purifier of all peoples and
classes.”” With so broad and true a conception of
what music and all other arts are for, and with
a mind grasping clearly the enormous mass of de-
tall needed for his task, Professor Pratt has writ-
ten a book of uncommon value and significance.

“Outlines of Muslical History,” by Clarence
G. Hamilton, associate professor of music at
Wellesley College (Ditson), there ia a wvaluable
little table in parallel columns, synchronizing the
milestones in music’s long record with the chief
events in world history, being a crystallization of
the same thought that governed Professor Pratt.
Professor Hamlilton's study Is condensed in form,
and, while it makes no claim to be more than an
cutline, it may be commended within its intended

scope.

Whitney Surette and Daniel Gregory Mason, read-
ers of “The New Music Review,” issued by the
same publishers, the H. W. Gray Company, will
recall the recent appearance in serial form.
