WATER DEPARTMENT REFORM.

The recommendation frequently made In
these columns that the Aqueduct Commission
of this city should be abolished is now before
the Legislature in the practical form of a bill
providing for such a consummation before July
1 of the present year. It will probably be re-
gisted. as similar proposals have hitherto been,
by the friends of those who, after the enact-
ment of such a bill, would find their occupa-
tion gome, but jt is so reasonable and logical a
measure and is so obriously fitted to promote
this c¢ity’s good by at once decreasing the cost
and increasing the efficiency of it water pur-
veying department that we must hope it will
appeal to the favorable sentiment of a strong
majority of legislators.

The Aqueduct Commission was constituted

GOVERNOR JOHNSON'S CA NDIDACY.

Governor John A. Johnson of Minnesota has
become at least a “receptive” candidate for the
Democratic Presidential nomination. He writes
to the editor of a Swedish-American newspaper
in Minneapolis that he has no objection to belng
put in nomination and voted for in the Denver
convention. He would be highly complimented,
he says, if Minnesota alone should support him
at Denver, since to be even thus publicly hon-
ored he would consider “one of the greatest dis-
tinetions which could ,come to me.” But he
makes it clear that he “will do nothing in the
way of organization to bring about this end.”
and as if to emphasize the non-aggressive, innoc-
uous character of nis.candidacy he adds that he
“does not_enter the fleld for the purpose of
defeating Mr. Bryan,or any other man.”

It may be merely a colncidence that Governor
Johnson announced his candidacy only a day or
two after the Democratic State Convention in
North Dakota had Instructed its delegates to
Denver for Mr. Brran. One of the Minnesota
Governor's most valuable political assets is his

| popularity among the Seandinavian-American

North Dakota is, next

to Minnesota, the Northwestern state most dom-
inated by the Scandinavian-American vote, and
it was to be expected that the Democrats of
North Dakota would look with special favor on
th> Johnson candidacy. That they did not must
have been due to the uncertainty and mystery
in which the Johnson canvass has so far been
enveloped.

To make a formidable figure in a national con-
vention a candidate must declare his ideas and
purposes. He must stand for something positive
and must invite comparison with other candi-
dates. The chief falling or the Johnson move-
ment has been that it was wholly negative and
pebulous. Colonel Watterson attempted to push
the Minnesota Governor to the front last sum-
mer as the most available Presidential nominee
for 1908. But nobody took the colonel seriously,
and not until Mr. Bryan had completed arrange-
ments for controlling the Democratic conven-
tions in nearly all the Western and Southern
states did the anti-Bryan element in the East
awake to the value of Governor Johnson's polit-
ical record or begin to turn to him as the one
Democrat who might divide the West with Mr.
Bryan and thus prevent the Nebraskan's renom-
ination at Denver. The Eastern leaders were
six months too late in picking a substitute can-
didate. and to judge from the action of the
North Dakota convention Governor Johnson was
certainly two.or three months too late in admit-
ting his willingness to make a fight for the nom-
ination.

Even now Governcr Johnson talks llke a man
who does not really care to make a fight. He
says that he is “in no sense a candidate for the
purpose of defeating Mr. Bryan.” Why then w
he a candidate at all? To get the nomination he
must beat Mr. Brran and must beat him on the
specific plea that he is a more avallable candi-
date than the Nebraskan. Mr. Bryan's support-
ers hold that their idol is far and away the
strongest man and most promising vote-getter
in the party. The candidates who enter the
lists against him must be prepared to set up
counter-clalms and to demolish the claims made
in his Interest. ‘Governor Johnson's only chance
of success lies in appealing to the anti-Bryan
interests and standing as an anti-Bryan cand!-
date. “The New York Sun's” St. Paul dispatch
qualifies somewhat the Bryan paragraph of
Governor Johnson's letter. It says:

They [the Johnson men] make no secret of
the fact that the same forces which brought
about the nomination of Grover Cleveland [in
1892] are solidly arrayed in favor of Johnson's
nomination, and say this influence will be as
potent in 1908 as it was in 1892,

Such a statement, If true, would put the John-
son canvass on a practical basis. If Governor
Johnson has any idea of displacing Mr. Brran
he must do it by challenging him openly and
wrestling with him for the control of the Denver
convention.

4 WORLD OF KINDNESS.

The mysteries of one day become the common-
places of the next. A recent dispatch from
Albany telling about Senator Hasenflug's latest
pension bill filled many a reader with sundry
perplexities. The Senator has formally iurltﬂ;i
his fellow legislators to provide for the pension-
ing of the tive thousand and odd inhabitants who
are now engaged in sweeping up the refuse
from New York City streets and carting the
same away. Particulars are unhappily not at
hand; but doubtless the magnitude of the pro-
posed retiring fund will enable each beneficlary
to keep a neat servant, contribute to the Tam-
many ward committee’s campaign keg and 'm-
bibe vauderville at least every Saturday evening.
Any smaller sum would grind the faces of the
poor. The most perplexing feature of the Sen-
ator's move was its apparent inopportuneness,
The metropolis is howling for new subways for
which it cannot pay; the debt limit is so near
that even the weak-eyed can see the human
skulls of political offenders grinning from its
ramparts, and a hundred sorely needed improve-
ments cannot be made. What hope, then, that
the street cleaner would come to his own?
Senator Hasenflug seemed to be flying in the
face of Fate.

But the toystery faded away in the bright
light of the next day’s news. Albany is not going
to pursue the narrow policy of balancing ac-

counts before bankruptey. “Sufficlent unto the !

day is the evil thereof.” Let us borrow all the
money we need for to-day’s wishes, but let us
not hoerrow trouble along with it, say the law-
makers. And straightway the teachers’ equal
pay bill is passed by tbe Senate for the third
time in two years. Senator Hasenfluz was
better informed than most New Yorkers, after
all. He saw that an era of good will toward all
men (except creditors) was dawning, and ac-
cordingly arranged to have the street sweepers
get in line before daybreak. He is simply tak-
ing Time by the forelock and Father Knicker-
bocker where the hair Is as short as ready cash.
If kindness is going to take the place of book-
keeping in public finance, then the only ques-
tion to be asked of every applicant for funds
is: “Do you need the money?’ And there can
be ng doubt that the Man with the Broom wiil
be honest in giving an affirmative answer to
this query. So, too, with all other public ser-
vants up to and including the dignitaries who
wear themselves away to a shadow buying
parks for the city and explaining their pur-
chases.

When firemen, policemen, teéachers, street
sweepers, borough presidents and district
laders have all been dealt with kindly, we
trust some champion will appear for that over-
worked servant of the people, the taxpayer.
He tolls for all departments, he *“needs the
money;” therefore he, too, should be pensioned.
In perfect fairness, all the worthies who hang
around for political jobs merit the same treat-
ment. “They also serve who only stand and
walt.” Mossbacks will growl at this “absurd
and rulnous communism™; but their eyes are
too dim to perceive in the Senate's liberal policy
the consistent outworking of the modern edu-
cator’s arch-dogma, *“Govern by kindness.”
;l::nt::tct h:mst be kind in their dissections,

expense of accuracy; Incompetent
officeholders must be gently reproved, but not
dismissed under any circumstances, and plain,
ordinary murderers should all be called irre-
sponsibles and entertalned H spacious apart-

ments with every modern improvement. Essen-
tial to the success of this theory is the growth
of equally ardent altruism in the hearts of all
creditors. In passing the equal pay bill and
listening to Senator Hasenflug the wise men of
Albany Indicate their belief that bill collectors
are fast becoming extinct. We only wish the
evidences of this happy turn in human affairs
could be made public before the debt limit has

been passed.

PARKS AND HOODLUMS.

Already a million noses sniff the salt breezes
that are filtering warmly in through tenement
windows. drowning the old odors of a stuffy
winter. Housewives are commencing to steal a
midday hour or two from toil to loll with the

stigation of the seductive, scrawny sod and
barely visible leaf buds. Policemen hold open
air converse again with servant girls, the lead-
ing peliticign of the adJoining blocks saunters
regally past the lines of crowded seats. nodding
to right and to left and favoring doubtful con-
stituents with a kindly question or two: amtd
' everything is lovely in the glad springtime—
until the hoodlums come.

Brief-is the season of unadulterated joy for
the respectable park haunter. KEre the street
sprinklers begin going their rounds, swarms of

vices of both and the virtues of neither, slink
into every city park and join forces with the
“bums” and “panhandlers” who have been hold-
ing down the benches all winter for their young
disciples. Then ensue deeds which make the
following words of Miss Julia Richmond, a dls-
‘trict superintendent of schools, a mild, sober
description of the facts. Speaking at the con-
ference heid last Wednesday evening in connec-
tion with the Congestion Exhibit, Miss Rich-
mond said:

Seward Park is to-day a curse and menace to
all the East Side It is the camping ground for

the stronghold of the vilest men in the city. The
! children from schools In my district are taught
there to steal and rob, and it is absolutely the
destruction of voung girls to go there alone.
And the same thing is true, in a lesser degree,
of nearly every playground and small park in
the city. The only thing I see to do is to glve it
back to the children and shut out all the loaf-
ers or else shut it up.

Summer after summer this complaint has
been lodged by Indignant citizens, but with small
profit. Even the feeble attempt to protect
women and children by reserving benches for
them has been fruitless, for it is a common
sight to see these seats monopolized by loafers.
And few are the policemen or decent rest seek-
ers who dare incur the enmity of this riffraff
by asking it to vacate. A further sdifficulty is
found in the fact that the “bums” and hoodlums
ecan vote, and, on occasions, render a little
“strong arm’ service to hard-pressed local poten-
tates and their favorites. Knowing this, what
policeman is going to disturb these true friends
of the administration? The suggestion has been
made that small parks and playgrounds should
be placed under the management of the Board
of Education. Perhaps this Is the best solution,
provided the park patrol service can thereby
be delivered from every political Influence.
Whether or not this consummation s possible
we do not profess to know. But one thing Is
sure; if the clty parks are not intended for
hoodlums, but are bought at high prices and
arrayed for the better health of their neighbor-
hoods, the problem of their contrel should be
studied at once and quickly solved by the Police,
Park and Educational departments. The ruf-
fians must go.

THE CONTEST IN NEW JERSEY.

Opposition to Civil Service reform in New
Jersey on the ground of “let well enough
alone,” which was recently proclalmed by “The
State Gazette,” of Trenton, is now appropri-
ately followed by opposition to legislation for
the regulation of public utilities on_the ground
that the state is not as well qualified to man-
age business concerns as are those whose
money s invested in them, which latter opposi
tion is thus proeclaimed by *“The Jersey Clty
Evening Journal.”

To both of these objections there may be
made from the political point of view one gen
eral reply of counvincing force, to wit, that
after fuill and protracted deliberation the Re-
publican party last year specifically pledged
itself to the prompt enactment of comprehen-
sive and satisfactory laws on these subjects,
and the people of the state now demand and
have a right to demand and to expect that the
party, with its overwhelming majority in the
Legisiature, will fulfil those pledges.

To the second of the two ohjections this spe-
cifie reply is to be made, that there is no pro-
posal nor Idea that the state or its agents shall
undertake to “manage a business proposition,”
but simply that the state shall maintain a rea-
gonable supervision and control over publie
{ franchises which it has itself granted and
| which exist only by virtue of its grant, and
that it shall be enabled effectively to enforce
; fulfilment of the condlitions of those fran-
| chises.

As for the specious clamor against a pro-
tracted session of the Legislature and the re-
{ minder that the Governor himself has ex-
pressed a desire for & short session, the value
of a legisiative session is measured not by its
length but by its achievements, A sesslon
lasting only a single day would be too long and
would be a tedious waste of time and money if
it gccomplished nothing for the good of the
state, while a session of a year would not be too
long if it was filled with beneflicent achieve-
ments—would, in fact, be too short if it left
essential works undone.

There is also a lot of flamboyant talk about
“party loyalty.” We know of no better qual-
ity of party loyalty than that which faithfully
fulfils the party’s promises and which honestly
serves the welfare of the public.

CHINA'S ANTI-OPIUM CAMPAIGN.

The welcome annouucement is made that an
agreement has at length been reached between
Great Britain and China for the restriction of
~ the opium traflic, and that It has been rendered
efféctive by an imperial decree at Peking. We
have recorded the inception and progress of
the negotiations leading to this end, and ex-
plained the difficulties in the way of a prompt
and complete suppression of the oplum habit.
It Is gratifying to know that they are being
even in a measure overcome and that there is
a prospect of the redemption of the (‘hlnoso.
nation from a practice which, however much

some accounts of it may have been exag-
gerated, is unquestionably widespread and
demoralizing.

One of the most vexatious features of the
problem has been—and we imagine from cur-
rent dispatches still Is—the dual or alterna-
tive sources of the drug. It s partly imported
and partly produced at home, the latter portion
doubtless being by far the greater. At times
the importation has been practically stopped,
with the result of a great increase of the
native supply. At times domestic production
has been much restricted, with the result of
a corresponding increase of importations, either
open or surreptitious. In both cases the con-
sumption of the dryg has continued unabated.
The government of British India has naturally
been reluctant to stop the shipment of opium
from that country to China merely for the
benefit of Chinese poppy growers and opium
makers. But now apparently the import trade
and domestic production are both to be checked
together.

Another difficulty is of a fiscal nature. The
_oplum traftic is productive of a large revenue
which the Chinese government needs and which
will have to be supplied from some other

Some reorgani-
zation of the tax system, or at least some addi-
t{ion to it, will therefore be required. Of course.

form to which the Chinese government at last
seems to have committed itself, and we must
expect that some way of raising the required
revenue will be found which will be more cred-
itable and in the long run more profitable than
that of taxing the vices of the people.

Ice 1s to be raised in price this week to the
retail dealer from $2 to $3 a short ton, or an
increase of 50 per cent. This will mean an ad-
vance to the consumer of from 25 to 50 per
cent. In view of the facts that the crop har-
vested was not short, that a large supply was
carried over from last year and that there has
been no increase in the cost of any of the va-

rious means employed In production, or in
transportation and delivering, there seems to be
no reasonable excuse for the Aetermination to
charge more for this necessary of lfe.

In one end is a
hole which exactly fits the end of the rifle for
which the attachment s intended. It fits over
the muzzle withoutr any slots or other devices used
1o keep 1t in position. The discharge of the piece
fails to dislodge it, as the fit is exceedingly close
over the end of the rifle barrel. For a distance of
about an inch the device has a bore sufficlent to
contain the end of the barrel of the gun. Then it
drops to the size of the bullet which is to be fired.
“The interior is hollow, and some attachment which
kills tne sound is hidden there.
