Newe High School to Turn Out
Home Makers and Wage Earners.

“To train the irl for efMcient management of a

manent wage earning career’ is the object of the
William Penn High School for Girls which the
Philadelphia Board of Education purposes to estab-
lish. The plan is generaily considered a distinct |

any other high school,
caleulated to bring out the !ndividual capacities of
the pupils to as great an extent
offered.

Cirls' Commercial High School led to the adoption
of a plan for a new course of training zlong with
the new building. The cld commercial courses are,
in the first place, to be enlarged.
training is now practicelly hmited to stenography,
typewriting and bookkeeping. In the new school it
will include a krowledge of modern office indexing
and flling svstems and devices, together with such
other instruction as may be necessary to furnish as
{ull a preparation as possible for general secretarial
work and office management. Library work will
also be taught and the girls will be fitted to take
positions In larger institutions and social centres.
Millinery and dressmaking will be taught in cor-
relation with drawing.

The girl whose vocation is toward the traditional
lines of feminine activity will be provided for in
domestie science courses elevated to a plane un-
dreamed of by her grandmother, and in the report
of the city superintendent, Dr. Martin Brumbaugh,
relative to this schosl it is pointed out that home
making is the ultimate vocation of ninety out of
every hundred girls. In reference to this part of
the curriculum Dr. Martin’s report says:

“The woman who is to be the spender of the
family's money should know something of fabrics
and textiles and their relative values for use and
beauty. She should be taught, for instance, to estl-
mate the value of a dress in relation both to its
initial cost and the expense of laundering.”

Besides covking and household sanitation and
management, interior decorating and artistic de-
signing will be taught in relation to the arts and
crafts movement and other technical art applica-
tions.

The curriculum allots 65 per cent of the time to
academic courses and 35 to the special ones. All
