Newspaper Writer Passes . MAway
After Year's Iiness.
Joseph Howard. jr.. a newspaper man, died at

9 o'clock last night in his apartments in the Ne
vada. Broadway and 63th atrest, after an illness of
a year. He had bheen confined to his bed for three
months, and was unconscious for two days before
he died. If he had lived until June 3 he would
have been seventy-five years old. His wife diad
two years ago, and, grieving over her death, it is
said, shortened his own life.

The Howard family came from England in 170
and for generations lived in Salem, Mass. The
grandfather or Joseph Howard jr., and father,
John T. Howard, moved from Salem to New York
State in 1820, taking up their residence in what was
then the village of Brookiyn. Joseph was born In
Brooklyn, June 2, 183.. He received his early
cation at Farmington, Conn., and from there
went to the Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute,
