SUMMER BALL PROBLEM.

Summer baseball playing for money by col-
lege men has suddenly developed many sup-
perters, particuiarly among undergraduates, and
the much needed reform instituted by the In-
tercollegiate Athletic Assoclation of the United
States may not be accomplished as quickly and
g0 readily as had been hoped. A few days ago
“The Brown Herald” said editorially: “We can
have college sport for college sport’s sake and
sull allow professional ball during wvacation
under proper restrictions.” This may be true at
Erown after an experience of two years, and it
may be said in passing that with strict scholar-
ehip requirements there need not necessarily be
eny deterioration in the personnel of a team or
8 general influx of tramp athletes, but in con-
diticn and in theory it makes for commercial-
ism, and commercialism is the direct antithesis
of amateur sport and sport for sport's sake,
whether in or out of college. As broad or nar-
row as the varying and complex definition of
the word “amateur” may be in various branches
of sport, there can be no evading the plain and
simple definition of the word “professional” as
epplied to sport. The Century Dictionary says:
“Professionzl—undertaken engaged in for
maney or as a means of subsistence; opposed to
amateur.” The man who plays baseball or any
other sport for money becomes a professional,
and any reasoning to the contrary is fallacious
and becomes mgre sophistry. If the undergrad-
ustes cannot realize the force of this it is high
time for the various college faculties to insist
on the athletic associations adopting a rule to
cover the point and thus free college teams and
college men from any taint of professionalism,
Cornell, in its free and independent way, showed
what could be done a few weeks ago to stamp
out an insidious evil by amending the rules
governing student organization se that in future
any man who “plays under a name other than
his own, or who plays in a contest at which an
edmission fee is charged, except as a member
or representative of a school or college team,” is
ireligible tv represent the university. This is
the reasonable method to encourage and incul-
cate the spirit of true amateur sport.

Princeton men are taking a broad and sane
view on the question of re-trictln; intercollegi-
ate athletics, a question which has become an
issue between the faculties and undergraduates
of various colleges and universities in the East,
following the so-called reform in the West. In
a recent editorial “The Daily Princetonian”
makes a strong point against cutting down the
schedules too much by saying: “That it is the
number of contests which is at fault we do not
believe, but rather the too great importance
given to them. Decreasing the number would
only increase the evi!, for with fewer contests to
be played each one would assume an even
greater importance than at present. Further,
we belleve with Yale that intercollegiate con-
tests, as such, have a very decided broadening
influence upon the undergraduate body as a
whole, for they enable the members of different
institutions to mingle together, to lose their nar-
row and prejudiced ideas, due most often to
ignorance, and to take a larger view of life than
they did before. We are only too prone to con-
sider our college the only college and our way of
living that of the whole worid. By taking the
opportunities offered by the intercollegiate con-
tests, therefore, to meet the men of different uni-
versities and to learn their point of view, a real

part of the education men are seeking may be |

acquired.” The “you can't play in my yard”
policy for whatever reason has a narrowing in-
fluence. College faculties have a big stick now
in scholarship requirements which should be el-
fective enough without whittling out a new one.

Reform in basketball could not come, to all ap-
pearances, without disrupting the intercollegiate
league. This seems a pity, but better that than
another reason like the last. The withdrawal of
Yale and Princeton, following the same action
by Harvard a year ago, left no alternative, and
for the next two or three years the champion-
ship may be claimed by two or three teams, as
often the case in baseball and football.
The Intercollegiate Basketball League was or-
ganized in 1901 with five members—Yale, Har-
vard, Princeton, Cornell and Columbia. Yale
won the title in 1901, 1902 and 194. Pennsyl-
vania joined the league in 1903. Columbia won
in 1903 and 194, and Pennsylvania in 1905 and
last season.

" The senior championship 'cross country race of
the metropolitan district of the Amateur Athletic
Union was held over a course at (Celtic Park yes-
terday and proved one of the greatest hill-and-dale
contests run this winter. The team champlonship
was won by the hardy boys of the Mohawk Ath-
letic Club, who captured the first four positions, as
follows: Charles Muller, first; J. F. Riley, second;
J. Malone, third, and Fred Lorz, fourth. Muller's
victory, considering the poor teather conditions.
was remarkable. With a stiff wind sweeping the
course, he covered the six miles in 36 minutes 25
seconds and crossed the finish line an easy winner.

Second honors for the point trophy were won by
the team of the Pastime Athletic Club, while the
Mott Havens and the Xaviers came third and
fourth, respectively. The smal! point total of the
Mohawks—18—-is the best that has been made by
any club in years,

The course is undoubtedly the finest one for a
hill-and-dale race in this part of the country. It
offered a variety of hiil and dale, road and fleld,
and the course was so laid out that the three thou-
sand spectators in Celtic Park were able to watch
every movement of the runners—a most remarkable
condition for a ‘cross country race. The runners
covered a two-mile triangular shaped lap three
times.

SOME NOTABLE CHANGES.

Miles an Hour Speed Limit Elimi-
nated in Proposed Measure.

A bill regulating the use and identification of
motor vehicles while operated on the public high-
ways of the state was Introduced in the Senate
and Assembly on Friday. This bill is understood
to represent the results of several conferences
between the New York State Automobile Assocla-
tion. representing motor users of the state, and
the prominent members of the Legislature, and
will undoubtedly become a law. It will take the
place of the present motor vehicle law passed in
1904. 1t follows quite closely the so-called uni-
form motor vehicle bill proposed by the American
Automobile Association, and now being considered
by the legislators of other states, and, if passed.
will take effect on July 1, 1908,

The bill makes several notable changes in the
present statute. To meet the prevailing view that
motor vehicles seriousiv injure the improved high-
wayvs and should, therefore, contribute a consider-
able sum toward the maintenance of such high-
ways, the bill substitutes for the present small
registration fee an annual registration tax graded
upward from $5 for small vehicles and dependent
upon the weight of the vehicle. This, it is esti-
mated, will result in a revenue which, under the
terms of the bill, must he used in the maintenance
of the improved roads of the state, amounting to
upward of $400,000. The registration tax includes
the furnishing by the state without cost of the two
number placards which the new bill requires every
vehicla to carry.

Recognizing that thiz fee is a tax, the bili ex-
empts all motor vehicles from taxatlon as per-
sonal property. Vehicles used solely for com-

mercial purposes will be registered at half the
fees required of the owners of pleasure vehicles,
in ne event more than $19, and will not be exempt-
ed from ordinary taxation.

The Dbill also includes several clauses making
for easier identification: thus it requires new num-
bera annually, the number plates to be of dif-
ferent colors each year. More, it requires that
these numbers te displayved on both the front and
the rear of the vehicle; that they be fixed rigidly
to the vehicle, =0 as not swing, and that the
rear number be {lluminated at night. Still fur-
ther, and perhaps important, the display of anv
number on a motor vehicle other than that issued
by New York is prohibited.

As a means to the detection of chron'c offenders,
the Secretary of State is required to ‘urnish each
county clerk with a list of registered vehicles and
registered chauffeurs. and provision iv also made
for the entry on these lists of the records of vio-
lations of the speed provisions of the law.

It being thought that the time is come when the
comimon law rule applicable to the speed of horse
drawn vehicles can be applied to motor vehicles,
the arbitrary limit of miles an hour is eliminated
and permissive speed is made dependent solely on

to

the width, condition and use of the highway at
the time and the general and usual rules of the
road. Conversely, it has been thought proper to

make the pﬂn’altieq for the violation of the speed
provisions of the law much more severe and to
give a wide discretion in the matter of punish-
ment to magistrates charged with the enforce-
ment of the law. Hence. should the bill become
a law, It will hereafter be possible for a magis-
tratadto penalize excessive speeding by a fine of
not more than $23% for a first offence and by a
fine not exceeding $M for a second offence, or
imprisecnment not exceeding six months,
Insno other way has it been thought possible to
enforce the common law rule as to permissive
speed, as above stated. Nor is it believed that the
extreme penalty will ever be asserted against any
but old offenders and those who by their conduet
on the streets and public highways bring motorists
generally into disrepute.

The bill takes from local authorities all power to
regulate the usgjof or to tax motor vehicles. The
bill also provides that non-skidding devices may be
used only when the highways are wet, slippery
covered with fce and snow, and contains the us
provisions exempting manufacturers and
from annual registration. There are
visions compelling motorists to stop
and exempting /non-residents of the
regigtering, providing they have registered
vehitles under similar laws in their own states,
vnl that they display their state numbers when
operating such vehicles in this state.

It is thought that this bill when puassed will mark
the beginning of & new era in the treatment of
motor users by government, and that it Is a long
step toward the day when motor vehicle laws will
be as dead letters as ave the bicycle laws passed
fifteen years ago, and still on $he books.

While its penalties will at first blush se-
vere, the placing of the motor vehicle on a parity
with all other vehicles on the highway and tn-»-
removal of all arbitrary miles an hour restrictions
is the high water mark in motor vehicie legl
tion thus far On the other hand, the gnot
