The stock of the Third Avenue Railroad Com-
pany, which has been active in the last few
days, advanced rapidly vesterday from 2313 to 35.

BUY LIGHT, SAYS METZ

Controller Puts Ban on Municipal
Lighting Plants.

Controller Metz put the ban on municipal owner-
ship and operation of lighting plants yesterday
after Chandler Withington, chief engineer of the
Finance Department, had reported to him thx‘u the
lghting furnished by the city's plant in the Amer-
fcan Museum of Natural History cost 16 cents a
kilowatt hour. The plant was abandoned and the
Edison Company is furnishing an equal quality
at 3%z cents a kilowatt hour.

Two applications for money for municipal plants
are now before the Board of Estimate and Ap-
portionment, awaiting the Controller's mction. The
New York Public Library wants about $i5,000 for
a lighting plant and Borough President Ahearn
wants about $175,000 for an asphalt plant. The Con-
troller is against both propositions, but will assent
to the installation of repa:r plants.

The library directors have purchased two la
boilers for their Lghting plant. The Controller
says that is as far as they will be allowed to go,
as the city's experience shows that it would cost
at least two or three times as much to make the
light as it would to buy it from the Edison people.

The Controller, or the advice of his engineers,
has decided to refuse to sanction the expenditure
of funds for a lighting plant for the new Bellevue
Hospital. Mr. Withington said yesterday that the
lighting company would do even a little better
than 333 cents a kilowatt hour for the hospital and
Public Library building, and as the company is
willing to contract for a term ot years he reported
to the Controller that the city could not afford to
make its own light.

Asked how the Edison Company could furnish
lighting for the Natural History/ Building at about
one-fifth what it cost the city with Its own plant,
Mr. Withington said:

“First of all, there is the cost of labor and its
efficiency. The gompany is not tied down by the
hour law. It gets its labor cheaper and there
efficiency in it than in city paid labor.
