PHI DELTA THETA ANNUAL DINNEB.

Che-Foo Eear Admiral Hemphill's Probable
Base ßockhil! Visits Governors.

"Washington, AprilXl.— Philippine fleet, tech-
nically known as the third squadron of th«s Pacific
fleet, under command of Rear Admiral Hemphill,
will probably leave Manilla to-day for Its annual
summer emJae In Asiatic waters Admiral Hemp-
hillIs Independent of direction from the Navy De-
partment on this cruise, but it is believed here that
he will as usual make his base at Che-Foo. In tha
Yellow Sea. From there ItIs usual *o make prac-
tice cruises to various Chinese and Japanesa ports,
and to carry out a regular system of manoeuvres.
The cruise generally extends over a. period of from
three to four months. Che-Foo Is a favored port
by the navies of th« world, and is generally tha
rendezvous of the French Asiatic fleet, while Wei-
Hai-Wel has been the summer base for the British
squadron.

While it is asserted witli positiveness that no
directions or sug-gestions have gone to Admiral
Hemphill respecting the Chinese boycott of Japan-
ese goo<3« developing as the result of the Tatsu
Maru seism e and release, itis evident that officials
hfre win feel a satisfaction in having the American
flag substantially afloat in Chinese waters.

PREPARING REPLT TO PRESIDENT— The
Secretary of War is receiving reports from bureau
chiefs and others in charge of the military branches
respecting the amount of work necessarily per-
formed on Sunday. This material will be used in
a reply to the President, who has asked for infor-
mation as to the extent and necessity of such labor
on Sunday, it having been asserted by clergymen
that compulsory and unnecessary service is ex-
acted of employes and soldiers on that day.

San Diego Awaits Fleet Physicians
to Consult Over Evans.

Magdajena Bay, Mexico. April 8, via San Dieg<\

Cal.. April 11.—The torpedo boat flotilla of six
destroyers, under Lieutenant Commander Hutch.
I.Cone, followed the example, of the battleship
fleet and arrived at I£agdalena Bay from Acapulco
one day ahead of schedule time. It required three
days to make the. run from Acapulco at an average
speed of 15 knots.

Commander Cone went aboard the flaeship Min-
nesota at once to make his report to Admiral
Thoma«. He is tall and thin and bronzed with the
heat of the tropica: suns. Admiral Thomas greeted
him in his cabin and congratulated him upon his
recent promotion to the rank of lieutenant com-
mander. Commander Cone then recounted some of
the features of his voyage.

"W« steamed for days through the narrow chan-
nels, a thousand miles long," said Commander'
Cone, "the Patagooian passages being barely wide
enough to let us thro, h. The waters wer< cold
from the jutting glaciers and f.'.led with broken
cakes of ice. The boats took on all the ice we
needed for days from over the side. The precipi-
tous cliffs of the snow covered mountains rose
beside us to a height of thousands of fe*t, seem-
ing sometime.- almout to close over as. We
threaded our way through these islands, the otherdestroyers following the lead of the Whippl* aswe came aloni in single column. W« had as a
Pilot a lieutenant commander of th« Chilian navy-He steered us through the narrow detilps and overperilous places without the slightest mishap."

Not an untoward incident marred the long trtp
of the destroyers from Hampton Roads. Theirsupply ship, the Arethusa, or "Mother of the de-stroyers," as she was called, was not abl<» to keep
the fast pace set by the black craft, and this h*ld
th*»m back.
"Iwant some coal." was one of the first things

Commander Cone said to Admiral Thomaa -We
Just did get in with what we took from the Are-
thusa at Acapulco. Three of them, including the
Whipple, have less than four tons in their bunkers
to-night." Arrangements were immediately con-
eluded by the flagship for providing coal, and the
destroyers are preparing to go on the ranges and
brgin target firing to-day.
