VREELAND'S NEW CURRENCY BILL.
Washington, April IV—Representative Yreeland1,

of New York, was inconference with the President
to-night relative to the currency bill which was
drafted to meet the objections to the Adrtch bill,
and -which was introduced in the House on Mon-
day. After seeing tha President Mr. Vreeland isald
his measure met the approval of both Mr.Roosevelt
and Secretary Cortelyou. and that itwould be sub-
mitted to the caucus of House Republicans an-
nounced for next weeJt. Mr. Vreeland feels confi-
dent that the bill will receive caucus sanction,

which would Insure its passage by the House.

Mr. Pawes, who is now president of the Central
Trust Company of Chicago, said he Sid not approve
the section prohibiting loans to Institutions the offi-
cers or directors of which are officers or directors
of the bank makinsr the loan. "I am." he added.
"for the general principles of this bill. IfremediaJ
legislation is not had at this time, this country will
ro through another panic unprotected, and we will
be face to face with what we have been through In
the past."

It was idle, he aald. to talk about permanent re-
organization of the banking system when the pro-
posed emergency currency could not be provided
for.

Mr. Dawes wa* closely questioned by Chairman
Powler as to the means that the government would
have to redeem the $500,000,000 of emergency cur-rency in lawful money after the emergency was•war. Mr. Dawes insisted that while it waa theo-
retically possible that the entire amount of emer-gency currency would be presented to the Treasury-
no such demand would In fact ever be made. He
told the committee that he agreed with them that
there should be a general revision of the currency
laws, but that he did not believe such revision pos-
sible of accomplishment at this time.

Edmund D. Fisher, of Brooklyn, chairman of thelegislative committee of the New Tork State Bank-
ers' Association, followed Mr. Dawes. In a brief
statement he expressed currency reform views di-
rectly opposed to those of the former Controller
it the Currency, and in summing up he submitted
the following currency plan:

Retain bond secured notes, but tax them to suchan extent that they willbe gradually retired.
Authorize credit or asset currency notes undertat, guarantee fund and quick redemption plan pro-

vided by the Fowler bill; these notes to bear lesser
tax than bond secured notes, so that the new issue
will be automatically substituted for the old.

'J he government to exchange 2 per cent bonds for
iew 3 per cent bonds, so that there may be no
breach of faith on the part of the government
toward national banks or other holders of 2 per
cent bonds.

The government each year to retire a percentage
of United States notes making pay-
ments from surplus revenues until all are finally
retired.

The government to deposit current receipts in
national banks, but to retain appropriate reserves
Ingold for outstanding notes.

Government deposits to be secured by Tnlted
States bonds.

The government always to maintain a gold fundfor emergency purposes.
At the afternoon session the committee was ad-

dressed by William E. Atwood. president of the
Connecticut Bankers 1 Association; H. W. Stevens,
president of the Hartford (Conn.) National Bank;
A. J. gloper. a banker of New Britain. Conn.;
James D. Powers, of Louisville, president of
the American National Bankers' Association; J.
Howard Copperwaithe, of New York, and William
H. "Wilder, a manufacturer, of Gardner, Mass.

Mr. Powers was outspoken against the Aldrich
bill, which he denounced as "a financial abortion.**
Continuing, he said:

"Ifyou want another panic, pass this bill; ifyou
want to force national banks to surrender their
charters and become state banks, pass this bill.
Pass it and you willsee United States bonds thrown
upon the market in such quantities that they will
not command 90 cents on the dollar."

Mining Company Director Alleges
Waste or Conversion of $000,000.
John J. Gibbons, as a director of the San Luis

Mining Company, of Mexico, a West Virginia cor-
poration, has brought suit In the Supreme Court to
recover more than $500,000 alleged to have been
lost, wasted or converted to his own use by the late

Walter S. Logan, who was president, director and
counsel of the company. Other defendants beside
the Logan estate are Myra B. Martin, who was a

director and secretary of the company, and who Is
executrix of Mr. Logan's will; HolllstVr Logan.
executor of the will, ami Eliza K. Logan. Janette
Logan Bayles and Walter S. Logan, beneficiaries
under the will,and Britton Davis. George B. Agnew

and the San Luis MiningCompany.
Gibbons, who says he was ejected a director of

the company on November 26, 1905. alleges that
Logan was an attorney in New York and was en-
gaged In the promotion of mining companies In
1900 or 1901 he organized the Lucia Mining Com-
pany, Sociedad Anonlma, in Mexico, and trans-
ferred to it certain mining properties which he and
his associates had acquired as promoters in ex-
change for a large majority of the capital stock.
The San Luis Mining Company was subsequently
organized by Logan, with a capital stock of $1.-
000.000 in one hundred thousand shares of $10 each,

and became Its first president, a director and coun-
sel.

Gibbons alleges that the first board of director*
was composed of persons under trie control of Lo-
gan, and that the board of directors turned over to

Logan and his friend* ail the capital stock of th«»
San Luis company In exchange for the stock of
th* Lucia Mining Company, Logan receiving 'the
chief Interest in the stock.

Twenty-five thousand shares of the stock were
then placed In the treasury of the San Luis com-
pany to provide for the development of Its proper-
ties, and this stock was sold. Subsequently the
capital stock was increased to three hundred thou-
sand shares, which were placed in the treasury and
sold In the same manner, more than 11,500,000 be-
ing realized from Us sale.

Logan Is said to have collected all moneys sent

to the company for the sale of treasury stock and
converted it to his own use and the use of oth-r
comparles in which he was interested. Logan is

also charged with having transferred to his own
<«. 10 per cent of the amount realized from the

sale of treasury stock and neglecting to account for
the warn", to the extent of more than $12r>.000

The shares of treasury stock are alleged to have
been sold a prices varying from $12 to CO a share,

and, although there was stock in the treasury for

sale at these prices, Logan Is said to have sold

his persona 1, stock to those applying for treasury

stock and diverted the proceeds to his own use.
Acting as president of the company, he Is alleged

to have sold to himself treasury stock at prices far
below th" market value, and resold this stock at

the. regular market price and credited himself with

the profit thus made, amounting to upward of
$200,000.

By falsifying the accounts of the company arri
by other actions in violation of his duties, he is
said to have diverted other large sums to his own
use. the exact amount being unknewn.

The complaint then asserts that Logan. In pur-

suance of a scheme and design to obtain the con-
trol of the San Luis company, used funds thus
diverted from Its treasury In the purchase ol
shares of the treasury stock, in conspiracy with
Myra B. Martin, acting as SJi officer and director oT

the company, caused to be Issued to himself large

amounts of the stock below market prices, and ob-

tained control of .he company through the owner-

ship of over 100.000 shares of its capital stock.
Myra B. Martin is alleged to have been a direc-

tor and secretary of the company since its forma-
tion, and to have been a confidante and confed-

erate of Logans, and to have u-ed her position to

aid him In carrying out his schemes. She Is alleged

to have in conspiracy with Logan, acquired large

•sums of money, the property of the company, an.i

used the funds thus diverted In the purchase of
treasury stock at less than its market value.

In external affairs the policy has resulted
In various other nations now holding large por-

acute fear In China lest the empire, because
of Its defencelessness. be exposed to absolutedismemberment, and Its well-wishers are able i
to help It only in a small measure, because no \u25a0

nation can help any other unless that other can
help itself.

MANY APPEALS FOR HELP.
The State Department is continually appealed

to to interfere on behalf of peoples and nation-
alities who insist that they are suffering from
oppression: now Jews in one country, now Chris-
tians in another, now black men said to be op-
pressed by white men in Africa Armenians,
Coreans, Finns, Poles, representatives of all. ap-
peal at times to this government. Allof this
oppression is alleged to exist in time of pro-
found peace, and frequently, although by no
means always, it is alleged to occur at the
hands of people who are not very formidable in
a military sense. In some cases the accusations
of oppression and w rongdoh.g are doubtless ill
founded. In others they are we]; founded, and
in certain cases the most appalling loss of life
is shown to have occurred, accompanied with
frightfulcruelty.
It Is not our province to decide which side

has been right and which has been wrong in all
or any of these controversies. Iam merely re-
ferring: to the loss of life. It is probably a con-
servative statement to say that within "the last
twelve years, at periods of profound peace and
not as the result of war. massacres and
butcheries have occurred In which more lives of
men. women and children have been lost than
in any single great war since the close of the
Napoleonic struggle-.. To any public man who
knows of the complaints continually made to
the State Department there is an element of
grim tragedy in the claim that the time has
gone by when -weak nations or peoples can be
oppressed by those who ar«» stronger withoutarousing effective protest from other strong in-
terests. Events still fresh In the mind of every
thinking man show that neither arbitration norany other device can as yet he invoked to pre-
vent the gravest and most terrible wrongdoing
to peoples who are either few in numbers or
who. Ifnumerous, have lost the first a:.d most
Important of national virtues—the capacity for
Belf-defence.

"When a nation is sn happily situated as ours—
that is. when it has no r*yis<'n to fear or to be

feared by its land neighbors— the fleet is all themore necessary for the preservation of peace.
Great Britain has been sa^ cd by its fleet from
the necessityof facing one of the two alterna-
tives

—
of submission to conquest by a foreign,

power or of itself becoming a great military
power. The I'nited States can hope for a per-
manent career of peace on only one condition,
and that i* on condition of buildingand nmln-
talnfne a first class navy; and the step to be
taken toward this end at this time Is to pro-
vide for the building of four additional battle-ships. Iearnestly wish that the Congress would
pass the measures for which Ihave asked, for
strengthening and rendering more efficient the
army as well as the navy; all of these measures
as affecting every branch and detail of both
services are surely needed, and it would he the
part of farsighted wisdom to enstct them all into
laws, but the most vital and immediate need is
that of the four battleships.

WASHINGTON'S FOIJCT.
To carry out. this policy is but to act in the

spirit of George Washington; is but to continue
the policies which he outlined when he said.

MEXICANBASK REFORMS.

Did Not Hoard Funds Last Fall
Says Cortelyou.
[Prom Th» Tribune Bureau. ]

Washington. April14.— Secretary of the Treas-
ury forwarded to the Senate to-day a communica-
tion In response to a resolution introduced by Sena-
tor Culberson. In which the Secretary practically
exonerates the New York banks from the charge
of hoarding their funds and refusing to honor the
demands of country correspondents during the re-
cent financial stringency. In accordance with the
terms of the resolution. Secretary Cortelyou trans-
mits fifty-one letters from forty-three country
banks complaining that they were In more or lees
distress, but the Secretary also submits a atate-
ment of the finances of these banks on December 3,
whereby it Is shown that in the case of only eight
were their reserves below the legal requirements.
and even with these the percentage below wa«
small. Most of the complainants were Inexception-
ally strong condition.

Secretary Cortelyou says that only ten of the
fifty-one letters received were answered, but he
asserts that in every Instance communication was
had with the reserve depositary by telephone, and
that bank was urged to tender all possible as-
Bistance. He pays further that In almost every ln-
siaji'-e the assistance asked was afforded.

The Secretary incloses a letter from 8. P. Kane.
Deputy and Acting Controller of the Currency, in
which Mr. Kane says flint no letters were received
between October 1 and December 15 complaining
of New York hank*, but that complaint was made
of banks in Chicago, New Orleans. St. Louis, Cin-
cinnati, Columbus and Cleveland, while a few let-
tor? of a jrer.eral nature/ but complaining of no
specific refusals of cash or exchnnge, were re

ceiveii.

the condition of the negroes in the United States.

"From my knowledge of the Haytian people. I
give to that report the most emphatic denial." said
General Krederique,. -The opponent* of the pres-
ent government tre not capable of contemplating
such a solution as satisfactory to their Interests. I
do not speak of the Progressive party alone, which
is the most powerful and the most thoroughly op-
posed to Nord'« dictatorship, but also of every fac-tion In Hayti. Even Nord Alexis himself, whodepended upon the American government to pro-
tect him from the joint action of the powers, and
Is seeking now perhaps, the same support of histyrannical power in the face of the general dis-
satisfaction of the people, would not contemplateeven remotely American control In Haytian affairs.

This barrier to American Influence in
Haytl. already strong, has grown atronger since
the United States government supported so openly
the barbarous government of Nord Alexis, sanction-ing as satisfactory all the abominable crimes it
ha* committed.

"At any rate, whether Xord is aincere or not In
